(…) Children with disabilities may represent about 12 per cent of the relevant age group, but education statistics refer only to the 0.3 per cent who are attending special or mainstream schools.

Even for those grounds of discrimination that are formally prohibited, it is impossible to discern how this is translated into practice because of the absence of quantitative and qualitative data. The Special Rapporteur thus recommends that creating rights-based statistics be accorded priority. The NPAA has acknowledged that “there is no provision within Turkish legislation specifically relating to statistics”. Creating rights-based statistics for education could constitute the first step towards translating the human rights commitments into indicators.
