The report further indicates (annex 1, para.5) that some SOS hotlines for victims of domestic violence have been established and were supposed to be fully operational in 2011. Please provide updated information on whether these centres and hotlines are operational. Please indicate if any evaluation mechanism has been established to assess the impact of the National Action Plan to Prevent and Combat Violence against Women 2009-2013 (annex 1, para.5) and provide information on the progress achieved so far through its implementation.

The report indicates that the law on rape has not been changed (para. 176).  Please indicate what safeguards are in place to ensure that all women are adequately protected against rape.  Please elaborate further on the definition of the term “habitual criminal” which according to the report (para. 151) is one of the elements of violent crimes such as rape and bodily injury. Please explain the age of consent and the exceptions in the law by which sexual intercourse with children, particularly girls, between 12 and 14 years is to be charged on the grounds of seduction and not on the grounds of rape (para. 184). Please provide data on the number of reported cases of women victims of rape, prosecutions, and sentences imposed on perpetrators since 2007.

The Committee, in its previous concluding observations (CEDAW/C/HUN/CO/6, para. 8), urged the State party to monitor public and private health centres which perform sterilization procedures. Please report on measures taken to monitor all hospitals and to ensure that they comply with the new informed consent procedures (para. 75). What specific measures has the government taken to ensure that sterilizations are not performed on the grounds of medical emergency? Please also inform the Committee on whether the new law on informed consent for sterilization procedures complies with international human rights and medical standards as recommended in previous concluding observations (CEDAW/C/HUN/CO/6, para. 8).

According to information received, the new Constitution provides for the protection of life from the moment of conception.
