II. EXCERPTS FROM REPORTS THAT INCLUDE REFERENCE TO WOMEN WITH DISABILITIES
CHILE

Concluding Observations
2. The Committee expresses its appreciation to the State party for its detailed combined fifth and sixth periodic report. However, it regrets that the report generally lacked statistics disaggregated by sex and qualitative data on the situation of women in a number of areas covered by the Convention, in particular in respect of women belonging to disadvantaged groups. The Committee expresses its appreciation to the State party for its written replies to the list of issues and questions raised by the Committee’s pre-sessional working group, and the responses to the questions posed orally by the Committee. It regrets however that the common core document is outdated. 

12. While commending the State party for its efforts to strengthen the financial resources of the National Service for women (SERNAM), the Committee is concerned about the insufficient coordination of SERNAM with the Parliament and the civil society and that disadvantaged women are not sufficiently included in SERNAM’s programmes, action plans and policies. 

13. The Committee recommends that the State party enhance its coordination with the National Congress and the civil society and fully include all disadvantaged women in the design and implementation of public policies and programmes, in line with article 2 (1) of the new anti-discrimination law. 

21. The Committee urges the State party to:
(a) Take measures to encourage women to report all incidents of violence, both within and outside the family sphere, including sexual violence; 

(b) Establish a comprehensive strategy and action plan to prevent and eliminate all forms of violence against women, including in the Mapuche and other indigenous communities, as well as an effective institutional mechanism to coordinate, monitor and assess the effectiveness of the measures taken; 

(c) Study all cases of femicides in order to increase the effectiveness of protective measures for women victims of domestic violence; 

(d) Develop a system of data collection with regard to all forms of violence against women and inform the Committee, in its next periodic report, on the number of prosecutions undertaken, as well as the number of convictions, sentences and disciplinary measures issued in cases of violence perpetrated by the state agents; 

(e) Ensure that all forms of violence committed by, or resulting from, actions or omissions by state agents at all levels, including the police, are systematically and duly investigated, that perpetrators are effectively prosecuted and punished with adequate sentences and disciplinary measures, and that victims, especially indigenous women, are provided with reparation or compensation; 

(f) Strengthen its judicial system to ensure that women, in particular disadvantaged groups such as indigenous women, have effective access to justice. 

41. The Committee recommends that State party: 

(a) Take all the necessary measures to improve the economic situation of migrant women, thereby eliminating their vulnerability to exploitation and traffickers and their access to social benefits and healthcare services, irrespective of their status, in particular for pregnant women; 

(b) Establish mechanisms to monitor regularly the impact of social and economic policies on migrant women and inform the Committee thereon in its next periodic report. 

42. The Committee regrets the lack of detailed information in relation to disadvantaged groups of women, such as migrant women, rural women, indigenous women and other women facing multiple forms of discrimination. 

43. The State party is invited to provide comprehensive information and statistical data, in its next periodic report, on the situation of disadvantaged groups of women, in particular migrant women, rural women and indigenous women.

COMOROS

Concluding Observations
49. The Committee notes that the adherence of Comoros to the nine major international human rights instruments1 would enhance the enjoyment by women of their human rights and fundamental freedoms in all aspects of life. The Committee therefore encourages Comoros to consider ratifying the treaties to which it is not yet a party, i.e., the International Covenant on Civil and Political Rights, the International Covenant on Economic, Social and Cultural Rights, the Convention against Torture and Other Cruel, Inhuman or Degrading Treatment or Punishment, the International Convention on the Protection of the Rights of All Migrant Workers and Members of Their Families; the International Convention for the Protection of All Persons from Enforced Disappearance; and the Convention on the Rights of Persons with Disabilities. 
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EQUATORIAL GUINEA
Concluding Observations

22. The Committee urges the State party to establish a legislative basis for the adoption of temporary special measures, in accordance with article 4, paragraph 1, of the Convention and the Committee’s general recommendation No. 25 (2004), and apply them in areas where necessary to accelerate women’s substantive equality with men, in particular to increase the participation of women in political decision-making positions, the judiciary and the civil service. It also recommends the adoption of temporary special measures to protect disadvantaged groups of women and promote their participation in all areas covered by the Convention. 

41. The Committee expresses its concern about the situation of women in prisons, in particular foreign women. It is also concerned at reports indicating that women inmates are extremely vulnerable to sexual harassment and sexual violence by their co-prisoners or male guardians. 

42. The Committee recommends that the State party address the situation of women in prisons and protect women inmates from all forms of violence, in particular sexual harassment and sexual violence.

The Committee notes that the adherence of Equatorial Guinea to the nine major international human rights instruments1 would enhance the enjoyment by women of their human rights and fundamental freedoms in all aspects of life. The Committee therefore encourages Equatorial Guinea to consider ratifying the treaties to which it is not yet a party, i.e., the International Convention on the Protection of the Rights of All Migrant Workers and Members of Their Families; the International Convention for the Protection of All Persons from Enforced Disappearance; and the Convention on the Rights of Persons with Disabilities. 
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TOGO

Concluding Observations
38. The Committee is concerned about the situation of women who face multiple forms of discrimination. The Committee is particularly concerned about the situation of older women; women with disabilities, including the limited access of girls with disabilities to education; and women in detention, including the deplorable health conditions in detention facilities. 

39. The Committee recommends that the State party: 

(a) Adopt measures, including temporary special measures within the meaning of article 4, paragraph 1, of the Convention and the committee’s general recommendation No. 25 ((2004) on temporary special measures, to ensure equal rights and opportunities for women who face multiple forms of discrimination, including older women, women with disabilities and women in detention; implement these measures, as applicable, in political, public, social and economic life and in the areas of education, employment and health, and protect these women from violence, abuse and exploitation; in particular, ensure adequate educational opportunities for girls and boys with disabilities, including by integrating them into mainstream education and ensure the provision of adequate health facilities and services for women in detention, in particular for pregnant women; and 

(b) Adopt targeted policies to protect and integrate those women into society. 
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TURKMENISTAN

Concluding Observations
18. The Committee reiterates its concern at the State party’s apparent lack of understanding of the purpose and need for temporary special measures in accordance with article 4, paragraph 1, of the Convention. In this regard, the Committee is concerned that temporary special measures are not systematically applied as a strategy necessary to accelerate the achievement of substantive equality of women and men in areas covered by the Convention, especially those of employment, participation in political and public life and others in which women are underrepresented or disadvantaged. 

19. The Committee encourages the State party to adopt temporary special measures, in accordance with article 4 (1) of the Convention, as interpreted in general recommendation No. 25 of the Committee, in all areas covered by the Convention in which women are underrepresented or disadvantaged. To that end, it recommends that the State party: 

(a) Set time-bound targets and allocate sufficient resources for the implementation of strategies, such as outreach and support programmes, the creation of quotas and other proactive and results-oriented measures aimed at achieving substantive equality of women and men in all areas, in particular in the areas of employment and participation in political and public life; and 

(b) Raise awareness among Members of Parliament, Government officials, employers and the general public about the need for temporary special measures and provide comprehensive information on the use of such measures and their impact in its subsequent periodic report. 

36. The Committee is concerned at the situation in Dashoguz prison with regard to overcrowded cells, prisoners working under harsh climate conditions, as well as violence and abuse perpetrated against female inmates by prison officers and at the lack of adequate mechanisms a conducive environment for submission of complaints. The Committee is further concerned at the multiple discrimination suffered by certain disadvantaged groups of women, who are exposed to criminal prosecution and social stigma, thereby preventing their enjoyment of all rights under the Convention. 
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
