On the Convention on Persons with Disabilities, the delegation clarified that the Government has in principle decided to ratify it, but that ratification and implementation in Maltese law require amendments to legislation and to the constitution. Those amendments are being drafted and considered. (paragraph 78).

Ratify the Convention on the Rights of Persons with Disabilities (France, Italy, Jordan) and improve the integration of persons with disabilities in the education system (France). (recommendation 4).

Adopt further measures to fight discrimination and promote, including through awareness-raising campaigns, the realization of human rights by all persons belonging to minorities, including foreigners, refugees, persons with disabilities (…)(Czech Republic). (recommendation 13).

Strengthen efforts to protect, in particular, children with disabilities against any form of discrimination, including by envisaging awareness-raising campaigns (Italy). (recommendation 21).

Response: 
Recommendation 4: Malta is actively seeking the ratification of the Convention on the Rights of Persons with Disabilities and its Optional Protocol. As a result of the “Inclusive and Special Education Review” of 2005, the Ministry of Education, Culture, Youth and Sport, provided training to around 500 Learning Support Assistants to upgrade their qualifications and therefore improve the quality of support they offer to students with disability; furthermore, a “Special and Inclusive Education Network” is studying recommendations that emerged in the said Review to improve the quality of services offered.

The Convention on the Rights of Persons with Disabilities was published in Maltese and in an Easy to Read version. Every year, the National Commission Persons with Disability (KNPD) organizes an awareness raising ‘Disability Week’ that includes various activities such as a national conference, Disabled People’s Parliament, adverts, posters etc. KNPD published: a manual called ‘Rights not Charity’ providing service providers with guidelines on how they can be accessible to all in various settings; and, four reading books for children.
Also, Malta takes note of recommendations 13.

24-September, morning

New Zealand

Interactive dialogue and responses by the State under review:
During the interactive dialogue, 36 delegations made statements.(…) They commended New Zealand for its active role in the promotion and protection of human rights at the regional and international levels, stressing in particular its constructive role within the Human Rights Council, specifically with regard to the rights of persons with disabilities. (paragraph 25).

The delegation recalled that persons with disabilities are entitled to the full benefit of all general and specific laws. Legislation has been enacted requiring all refurbished buildings which the public can enter to be made accessible to persons with disabilities and sign language is an official language. The delegation made also reference to the appointment of a Minister for Disability Issues, the establishment of the Office for Disability Issues and the development of national strategies to address mental health and other bodies. (paragraph 78).
Conclusions and recommendations:

Further strengthen its actions to ensure that the economic and social rights of vulnerable persons are protected, especially Māori, people with Pacific background and people with disabilities, and ensure that special attention is given to these persons with a view to including them fully in society (Netherlands). (recommendation 28).

Commit more resources to the provision of services for children with disabilities (Nigeria). (recommendation 46).

Response: 

Recommendation 46: New Zealand accepts the recommendation to commit more resources to the provision of services for children with disabilities. A number of programmes are currently in place in New Zealand to support and improve the lives of children with disabilities, particularly in the education and health sectors. 

Also, New Zealand accepts the recommendations 28.

Afghanistan

Presentation by the State under review:

Reference was made to measures taken concerning the rights of minorities, preventing, human trafficking and the rights of the child. Afghanistan has about 1,000,000 disabled persons. The government can not extend sufficient assistance to them due to lack of resources and facilities. However, the Law on the rights and benefits of disabled people and the Law on the families and victims of war have been adopted. (paragraph 19).
Conclusions and recommendations:

Strengthen its efforts to ensure access to education - and to health care - for all its citizens, including those with disabilities,(…). (Australia). (recommendation 42).

Ratify(…)the Convention on the Rights of Persons with Disabilities (Argentina). (paragraph 96(2)).

(paragraph 16).
Interactive dialogue and responses by the state under review:

During the inter-active dialogue, statements were made by 60 delegations.(…) Positive remarks were made on progress in gender equality, promotion of women's rights, and protection of the rights of persons with disabilities. (paragraph 27), commended the efforts for the large number of persons affected by disabilities with some suggesting further measures to improve their situation while South Africa termed the current policies an example of best practice and recommended to continue to improve the conditions of persons with disabilities.(Russian Federation, Cuba, Sinagapure, The Democratic People’s Republic of Korea, Libyan Arab Jamahiriya, Japan, Azerbaijan, India, Nigeria, South Africa).
Conclusions and recommendations:

(recommendation 2). Continue to pay special attention to the disadvantaged sections of the society, in particular ethnic minorities and persons with disabilities, so as to ensure their fuller participation in the socio-political life of the country (India). Continue its efforts in poverty reduction paying particular attention, inter alia, to vulnerable groups such as children, women, persons with disabilities and ethnic minorities (Azerbaijan).
