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Suggestions for recommendations relevant to 

the rights of persons with disabilities

10th UPR Working Group session (24 January - 4 February 2011)

The International Disability Alliance (IDA) has prepared the following recommendations based on references to persons with disabilities to be found in the Compilation of UN information and Summary of stakeholders´ information prepared for this session. 
IDA would welcome States to take these suggestions into account when preparing the 10th UPR working group session.

States under review: Australia, Austria, Estonia, Georgia, Mozambique, Myanmar, Namibia, Nauru, Nepal, Niger, Oman, Paraguay, Rwanda, Saint Kitts and Nevis, Saint Lucia, and São Tomé and Principe

Party to both the CRPD and its OP.

In the UN compilation report, persons with disabilities are mentioned only under the right to life, liberty and security of the person. SPT recommended that solitary confinement be severely restricted and not used at all for minors and mentally disabled persons.

In the stakeholders’ summary, with respect to the institutional and human rights infrastructure, the Saraki foundation noted that to date no government body had been assigned to the task of implementing the Convention, nor had compliance and monitoring indicators been established. Moreover, there was no body with sufficient status to persuade other State bodies to prepare and follow through on a national policy on disability and to have disability treated as a cross-cutting issue in all sectors. Saraki also reported that there were no proper statistics on the situation of people with disabilities in Paraguay.

Regarding policy measures, joint submission no. 7 (JS7) recommend that steps be taken to give effect to the sexual and reproductive rights of persons with disabilities in plans and programmes on sexual and reproductive health. Regarding equality and non-discrimination, Saraki reports that the Government has not yet taken steps to ensure that people with disabilities have access to public bodies and services as required by the Convention; it has taken no specific measures to eliminate physical barriers and barriers to their access to communication, information and public transport. Regarding the right to social security and to an adequate standard of living, Saraki reports that disabled persons’ access to public health services, including those related to reproductive health, needs to be assured. With respect to the right to education and to participate in the cultural life of the community, Saraki highlights the following challenges: set up the necessary dialogue to ensure that the heads of primary and secondary schools take responsibility for bringing children with disabilities into mainstream education; train teachers to teach persons with disabilities; and oblige universities and further education establishments by law to comply with accessibility criteria and to include issues related to disabilities and inclusion in their curricula.

IDA´s Recommendations

1. Designate a focal point for implementation of the Convention. 

2. Establish compliance and monitoring indicators, ensure that the monitoring body has sufficient status to persuade other State bodies to prepare and follow through on a national policy on disability, and ensure that disability is treated as a cross-cutting issue in all sectors.

3. Take measures to put into place means for data collection on disability.

4. Ensure that universities and further education establishments are accessible to persons with disabilities. 
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
