Suggestions for disability-relevant questions and recommendations 
6th UPR Working group session, (30 November-11 December 2009)
The International Disability Alliance (IDA) has prepared the following questions and recommendations based on references to persons with disabilities to be found
in the Compilation of UN information and Summary of stakeholders´ information prepared for this session. 
IDA would welcome States to take these suggestions into account when preparing the 6th UPR working group session.

Côte d´Ivoire 

(Has signed the CRPD in June 2007)
Both OHCHR compilation and the summary of Stakeholder´s contribution raise the issue of discrimination against children with disabilities, in particular the dificulties in access to education. Also, in the summary of stakeholders´ information is raised the lack of an implementation decree to the efective implementation of the Law in favour of persons with disabilities as well as the dificulties of persons with disabilities to find a job. 
Compilation of UN information (paragraph 11).

Summary of stakeholders´ information (paragraphs 12 and 53).
 (Advanced) Questions

- Could the State provide information on what measures are being taken to fully implement the provisions in the education law that foresee that children with disabilities should accede to the regular education system?

- Could the State provide information on what measures are being taken to increase the very low levels of employment of persons with disabilities?

- Could the State inform about when the regulations implementing the 1998 law on persons with disabilities will be adopted? 
- Does the State plan to revise the 1998 law on persons with disabilities in line of the CRPD?

Recommendations

- To consider ratifying the CRPD and its OP.

- To adopt the decree implementing the 1998 Law, which should be revised in order to be fully in line with the CRPD, in consultation with representative organisations of persons with disabilities.
- To proactively adopt measures to ensure effective implementation of the education law for children with disabilities.
Eritrea

(Has not signed the CRPD) 
Based on the recommendations of the CRC, the OHCHR compilation requested Eritrea to pay attention to the protection of the rights of children including children with disabilities. In the summary of stakeholders´ information, the Open Society Justice Initiative recommended to Eritrea amend its nationality law to guarantee non-discrimination in access to citizenship on grounds of disability.

· Could the Government indicate what measures are being taken to ensure the protection of the rights of children with disabilities?

Recommendations

· To consider ratifying the CRPD and its OP.
· To adopt a National Plan of Action for Children including the protection of the rights of children with disabilities.
· To amend Eritrea nationality law to ensure non-discrimination in access to citizenship.
Ethiopia 

(Has signed the CRPD in March 2007)

Both OHCHR compilation and the summary of Stakeholder´s contribution raise the issue of discrimination against persons with disabilities, in particular, the discrimination and  isolated situation of children and woman with disabilities. The Civil Society Organisation Coalition recommended to Ethiopia ensure that the Ministry of Women’s Affairs and the Ministry of Labour and Social Affairs develop new plans to ensure that persons with disabilities can exercise their rights on equal basis.

· How is the protection of the rights of girls and women with disabilities against discrimination, sexual abuse and violence? 

Recommendations

· To consider ratifying the CRPD and its OP.
· To adopt a global strategy to eliminate discrimination against children with disabilities. 

· To develop measures to ensure the effective integration of children with disabilities to the regular education system. 
· To adopt measures to eliminate marginalisation by gender, in particular, the discrimination against girls and women with disabilities.

· The Government of Ethiopia should ensure that the Ministry of Women’s Affairs and the Ministry of Labour and Social Affairs, in consultation with representative organisations of persons with disabilities, develop new plans to ensure that persons with disabilities can exercise their rights on equal basis.
Bhutan

(Has not signed the CRPD)
Both OHCHR compilation and the summary of Stakeholder´s contribution raise the issue of discrimination against children with disabilities, in particular the dificulties in access to education and the lack of specialized services for children with disabilities.

Summary of stakeholders´ information (paragraph 50).
 (Advanced) Questions
· How the Government of Bhutan ensure the effective integration of children with disabilities in regular education system?
· What steps have been taken to ensure the provision of specialized services to improve the situation of children with special needs?

· To consider ratifying the CRPD and its OP.
· To adopt effective measures, including rescinding legislation where necessary, to prevent and eliminate discrimination against children with disabilities.
· To adopt an inclusive education strategy to increase the school attendance of children with disabilities in regular education system.
· To adopt an education strategy to eliminate discriminatory attitudes.
Brunei Darussalam
(Has signed the CRPD in December 2007)
In the compilation of UN information is raised to review the policies in relation to children with disabilities. Compilation of UN information (paragraph 31). 

 (Advanced) Questions
· What measures are being taken to ensure that children with disabilities are integrated into society and have acces to legal protection?
Recommendations

· To consider ratifying the CRPD and its OP.
· With the support of the civil society and the representative organisations of persons with disabilities the Government of Brunei Darussalam should review and amend where necessary the policies in relation to children with disabilities. 

Cambodia

(Has signed the CRPD in October 2007)

Both OHCHR compilation and the summary of Stakeholder´s contribution raise the issue of discrimination against persons with disabilities, in particular, the dificulties to obtain skilled employment, low levels in the school attendance of children with disabilities and the multiple discrimination faced by disabled women.
Compilation of UN information (paragraphs 20, 61, 62 and 65).

Summary of stakeholders´ information (paragraphs 8, 12, 54 and 60).
(Advanced) Questions
· What legal measures the Government of Cambodia has been taking to address the discrimination against persons with disabilities?

· Could the State provide information on what measures are being taken to increase the levels of employment of persons with disabilities?

· Could the State provide information on what measures are being taken to increase the school attendance of children with disabilities?

· What measures has been taking to protect the rights of girls and women with disabilities against discrimination?
· What steps are being taken to the adoption of the national law on disabilities, first drafted in 2002?
· Is there a mechanism to monitor implementing of the Policy of Education for Children with Disabilities adopted by the Cambodian Ministry of Education? 
Recommendations

· To consider ratifying the CRPD and its OP.
· To adopt an education strategy to eliminate discriminatory attitudes towards persons with disabilities in all country, in particular rural areas.
· To adopt necessary measures to ensure the adoption of the national law on disabilities which should be in line with the CRPD.
Cyprus

(Has signed the CRPD in March 2007)

The compilation of UN information raise the issue of discrimination against persons with disabilities, in particular, the multiple discrimination faced by disabled women and the lack of adequate medical facilities for persons suffering from mental disabilities and illnesses.

Summary of stakeholders´ information (paragraphs 15).
 (Advanced) Questions
· Could the Government indicate how it will make sure that the rights of girls and women with disabilities are protected?
· What steps have been taken to ensure the provision of specialized services for persons suffering from mental disabilities?
Recommendations
· To consider ratifying the CRPD and its OP.
· To incorporate a gender perspective that included the rights of women with disabilities in all Government policies.

· To adopt the necessary measures to address the lack of medical institutions for persons suffering from mental disabilities.
Democratic People´s Republic of Korea
(Has not signed the CRPD) 
The Compilation of UN information raise the issue of discrimination against children with disabilities, in particular, low levels in the school attendance of children with disabilities and the dificulties to access to regular education system. Also, the summary of Stakeholder´s raised that people with disabilities have dificulties to access to food.
Compilation of UN information (paragraphs 5, 18 and 60).

Summary of stakeholders´ information (paragraphs 4, 45, 46, 52 and 54).
 (Advanced) Questions
· Is there a mechanism to monitor the Law on the Protection of persons with disabilities (2003)?

· What legal measures the Government has been taking to address the discrimination against children with disabilities?

· Could the State provide information on what measures are being taken to increase the school attendance of children with disabilities and ensure their effective integration into the mainstream education system?

· The UN human rights treaty bodies encouraged to Democratic People´s Republic of Korea to ratify the convention on the Rights of Persons with Disabilities. Could the State indicate what steps have been taken towards ratification?
· What measures are being taken to ensure the rights to food of people with disabilities?
· What measures are being taken to ensure effective implementation of the Action Plan for Persons with Disabilities?
Recommendations

· To consider ratifying the CRPD and its OP.
· To monitor and ensure implementation of laws on equal treatment.

· To adopt necessary measures to ensure children with disabilities can be integrated into the mainstream education system.
· To allow to UN World Food Programme to resume necessary food supply operations and to ensure that vulnerable group such as people with disabilities are priority recipients of food aid.

· To adopt necessary measures to ensure the implementation of the Action Plan for Persons with Disabilities.
Dominica

(Has signed the CRPD in March 2007)

The Compilation of UN information raise the issue of discrimination against children with disabilities, in particular, low levels in the school attendance of children with disabilities and the dificulties to access to regular education system. 

Compilation of UN information (paragraphs 12 and 13).

(Advanced) Questions
· What measures are being taken to prevent and eliminate discrimination against children with disabilities and ensure their full integration into society?
· Could the State provide information on what measures are being taken to increase the school attendance of children with disabilities and ensure their effective integration into the mainstream education system ?
Recommendations

· To consider ratifying the CRPD and its OP.
· Taking into account of the Standard Rules on the Equalization of Opportunities for Persons with Disabilities (General Assembly resolution 48/96, annex) adopt a  strategy to prevent and eliminate discrimination on grounds of disability.
· To adopt an inclusive education strategy to increase the attendance of children with disabilities in regular education system.
Dominican Republic

(Has ratified the CRPD in August 2009)

The Compilation of UN information raise the issue of discrimination against children with disabilities as well as the high rates of poverty that affect to vulnerable groups such as people with disabilities.
Compilation of UN information (paragraphs 15 and 37).

 (Advanced) Questions
· What is the strategy of the Government of Dominican Republic to ensure that the rights of children with disabilities are well protected? 

· What measures are being taken to reduce high rates of poverty that affect to vulnerable groups such as people with disabilities?
Recommendations

· With the support of the civil society and the representative organisations of persons with disabilities the Government of Dominican Republic should review and amend where necessary the policies on equal treatment to ensure non-discrimination of children with disabilities.

Norway

(Has signed the CRPD in March 2007)

Both OHCHR compilation and the summary of Stakeholder´s contribution raise that children with disabilities are limited in their participation in cultural and recreational activities as well as in the access to services. Also, in the summary of Stakeholder´s is recommended that the Government specify the obligations to be carried out by employers in the promotion of equality.
Compilation of UN information (paragraph 52).

Summary of stakeholders´ information (paragraphs 12, 38 and 44).
(Advanced) Questions
· What measures are being taken to ensure the effective participation of children with disabilities in cultural activities and ensure their full integration into society?

· We welcome laws made to ensure the equality of persons with disabilities in access to employment. Could State provide information about the regulations implementing of these laws? Is there a sanction mechanism to those that breach these laws?
· Could the State provide information on what measures are taken the Municipalities to ensure the school attendance of children with disabilities?

Recommendations

· To consider ratifying the CRPD and its OP.
· To proactively adopt measures to ensure effective implementation of the employment laws for persons with disabilities.
· To adopt necessary measures to ensure the integration of children with disabilities into society and services.

Portugal

(Has ratified the CRPD in September 2009)

The summary of Stakeholder´s contribution raise the issue of discrimination against persons with disabilities and the issue of integration of children with disabilities in the mainstream education system.
Summary of stakeholders´ information (paragraphs 12, 13, 14 and 42).
 (Advanced) Questions
· We welcome improvements made in addressing the rights of children with disabilities and their integration in the mainstream education system. Could the Government of Portugal provide information about what measures are being taken to ensure the mainstream education system is accesible to children with disabilities?
· Could the State inform about the regulations implementing the Decree-Law 319/91 (1991), which protects the right of children with special educational needs?
· Could the State inform about the plans implementing the Action Plan for the Integration of Disabled Persons 2006-2009?

Recommendations

· Under the Action Plan for the Integration of Disabled Persons 2006-2009  the Government of Portugal should develop new plans to ensure that persons with disabilities can exercise their rights on equal basis.

· To adopt an education strategy to eliminate discriminatory attitudes on grounds of disability.
Albania

(Has not signed the CRPD)

The Compilation of UN information raise the issue of discrimination against children with disabilities, in particular, low levels in the school attendance of children with disabilities and the dificulties to access to regular education system. Also, in the Summary of stakeholders' information is raised the issue on judicial review mechanism with respect to involuntary treatment and hospitalization in psychiatric establishments and the modification of the Mental Health Act.

· What policies are being taken to prevent and eliminate discrimination against children with disabilities and ensure their full integration into society?

· Could the State provide information on what measures are being taken to increase the school attendance of children with disabilities and ensure their effective integration into the mainstream education system ?
· Is there a judicial review mechanism with respect to involuntary treatment and hospitalization in psychiatric establishments under Section 46, paragraph 1, of the Penal Code? If so, what results are being identified?

· What steps are being taken to amend the Mental Health Act?
Recommendations

· To consider ratifying the CRPD and its OP.
· To adopt policies aimed to prevent and eliminate discrimination on grounds of disability.
· To adopt an inclusive education strategy to increase the attendance of children with disabilities in regular education system.
· To adopt the necessary measures to address the lack of specialized services for persons with disabilities, especially in the most disadvantaged areas.

· To adopt the necessary measures to amend the Mental Health Act?
