Of the recommendations that were made to the countries under review, some were accepted right away, while for other recommendations, the countries that were reviewed decided to wait until the Human Rights Council’s twenty-third regular session (27 May to 14 June 2013) to indicate whether they accept or reject those recommendations. The answers that they gave at the Human Rights Council's 23rd regular session are indicated in the far right column.
