Note:

This document shows the references that were made to persons with disabilities and to the UN Convention on the Rights of Persons with Disabilities (CRPD) in the Universal Periodic Review (UPR) seventeenth session, which took place from 21 October to 1 November 2013 in Geneva, Switzerland.

Of the recommendations that were made to the countries under review, some were accepted right away, while for other recommendations, the countries that were reviewed have decided to wait until the Human Rights Council’s twenty-fifth session (3 to 28 March 2014) to indicate whether they accept or reject those recommendations. States’ key voluntary pledges or commitments on the rights of persons with disabilities are also indicated.

The recommendations on the rights of persons with disabilities, and the status of those recommendations, are indicated for each country.

Summary of the proceedings of the review process

A.
Presentation by the State under review

27.
While the Government had endeavored to ensure implementation of all the treaties to which Belize is a party, it was mindful that reporting remained a major challenge. The Attorney General’s Ministry had established an International Legal Affairs Department to, inter alia, provide advice on treaty obligations which would, in turn, inform consideration of joining new treaties. The Government continued to study closely the treaties recommended by Members of the Human Rights Council on the last occasion. In 2011, Belize acceded to CRPD. Belize would continue to work towards completing processes already underway for accession to the major international human rights treaties that were still pending.

B.
Interactive dialogue and responses by the State under review

50.
Ecuador congratulated Belize on the progress it had made regarding human rights, particularly in the areas of gender, older persons, young people and persons with disabilities. Ecuador made recommendations.

51.
France welcomed the efforts made by Belize since its first UPR, particularly the ratification of the Convention on the Rights of Persons with Disabilities (CRPD). France made recommendations.

56.
Malaysia noted developments since the first review in 2009. It commended efforts to mainstream human rights into Belize’s national policy framework. Progress noted also included the promotion and protection of the rights of women, children, persons with disabilities and older persons. Significant efforts had also been made in education. It appreciated the frankness in identifying challenges, particularly concerning the eradication of poverty. Malaysia made recommendations.

57.
The Maldives welcomed Belize’s ratification of the CRPD and noted positively its accession to the Optional Protocol to the CAT. It praised efforts to promote women’s entrepreneurship and looked forward to the full implementation of the revised National Gender Policy. Noting Belize’s constraints regarding treaty enforcement and reporting, it called on the international community to provide technical assistance. The Maldives made recommendations.

58.
Mexico commended Belize’s creation of a national Ombudsman in 2012 and was confident that it would contribute to improving the human rights situation. It praised efforts to combat the sale of children, child prostitution and child pornography, as well as legislation prohibiting the sexual exploitation of children. It noted Belize’s commitment to education, efforts to integrate persons with disabilities and ratification of the CRPD. Mexico made recommendations.

59.
Montenegro commended Belize’s ratification of CRPD and asked what steps were planned to align domestic legislation with the Convention’s obligations, and what measures were envisaged to facilitate the treatment and rehabilitation of persons with disabilities. Montenegro was concerned by the lack of timely reporting to treaty bodies and asked what were the main domestic challenges preventing reporting on CERD and ICCPR. Montenegro made recommendations.

69.
The delegation of Belize thanked States for their recommendations, comments and questions. On the matter of disabilities, the delegation replied that, even prior to becoming a party to CRPD, Belize had been operating under a framework of action for persons with disabilities. There were services available for their protection as well as for their rehabilitation and treatment. Belize was developing a comprehensive action plan to ensure that it could meet all the obligations under CRPD. There was various legislation that protected persons with disabilities, but Belize needed a complete assessment to ensure that there were no loop holes in the law. The Government was committed to work with partners and civil society to develop a renewed comprehensive framework.  What was positive was that Belize’s First Lady herself was a champion on this issue. She is establishing the Inspiration Centre in Belize City. The Centre will focus on rehabilitation and psychosocial support targeting particularly poor children with disabilities and their families and will provide space where children without disabilities can come and interface with children with disabilities, which bodes well for promoting a culture of tolerance vis-à-vis persons with disabilities.

Spain congratulated Belize on making human rights a top priority. It welcomed the ratification of the CRPD and the development of integrated policy approaches to gender. It was concerned about discrimination on grounds of sexual orientation and hostility towards LGTB communities. It commended the Supreme Court of Justice’s 2010 judgement recognizing the land tenure rights of Mayan communities in the Toledo district. Spain made recommendations.

80.
Uruguay highlighted ratification of the CRPD and strategies to facilitate birth registrations in public hospitals, where 90 per cent of births occurred. It noted the promulgation of the Commercial Sexual Exploitation of Children Prohibition Act and the Trafficking in Persons Prohibition Act, which envisaged more severe penalties for trafficking and related crimes; and the Education and Training Act, which prohibited corporal punishment in schools. Uruguay made recommendations.

81.
Venezuela (Bolivarian Republic of) noted initiatives against poverty such as BOOST and the Food Pantry Programmes. It highlighted that the expansion of the National Health Insurance Programme had led to reduced maternal mortality and noted the ratification of CRPD. Recognizing government investment in education and compulsory primary schooling, it noted measures to improve access to, and quality of, education.  It made a recommendation.

83.
Algeria acknowledged efforts to protect and promote human rights, including ratification of the CRPD. It reiterated the call for technical assistance from the international community in establishing a National Human Rights Institution. It asked how technical assistance could contribute to the implementation of recommendations received during the UPR. Algeria made a recommendation.

87.
Brazil welcomed the revised National Gender Policy and National Gender-Based Violence Action Plan. It commended ratification of the CRPD and encouraged Belize to make a declaration under Article 14 of the ICERD.  It acknowledged progress in children’s rights, noting that the Commercial Sexual Exploitation of Children Prohibition Act implemented the OP-CRC-SC. Commending poverty-reduction efforts, it asked about the expected results of the National Poverty Elimination Strategy. Brazil made recommendations.

88.
Costa Rica encouraged efforts to ensure access to medical care and income security for older persons. Welcoming efforts to ensure gender equality, it called nevertheless for the low participation of women in politics to be addressed. Commending ratification of the CRPD, it encouraged its enactment in domestic law. It encouraged continuing with the de facto moratorium on the death penalty with a view to its abolition. It made recommendations.

26.
Brazil welcomed the State’s willingness to face post-conflict challenges, but was concerned about the complexity of the situation and that it had not yet ratified the OP-CRC-AC or CRPD. It made recommendations.

60.
Morocco commended improved rights of women, children and those with a disability and welcomed the revision of the 2010 Family Code and the creation of a National Security Council. It encouraged further reforms, and identification of technical assistance requirements to be met by the international community. It made recommendations.

Presentation by the State under review

18.
China has put the Law Against Domestic Violence on its legislative agenda. Mechanisms designed to assist and guarantee the rights of orphans, children with disabilities and HIV/AIDS-affected children have been improved. Old-age insurance schemes had covered all rural areas and non-working urban residents.

23.
The Hong Kong SAR implemented Statutory Minimum Wage in 2011, and amended the Personal Data (Privacy) Ordinance in 2012. The methods of selecting the Chief Executive in 2017 and forming of the Legislative Council in 2016 should be strictly in accordance with the Basic Law and relevant interpretations and decisions of the Standing Committee of the National People’s Congress. It will continue to enhance the protection of the rights of persons with disabilities, women and children, and provide support to individual groups such as people with ethnic minority background or different sexual orientation.

Interactive dialogue and responses by the State under review

69.
Ecuador recognized progress made in accessibility to legal protection for workers with disabilities.

79.
Greece noted that China could focus on human rights education to government agencies, especially on the rights of women, children and person with disabilities.

141.
The Hong Kong SAR delegation responded that press freedom is guaranteed by the Basic Law. Persons with disabilities enjoy the right to vote and stand for election in accordance with law. Disability discrimination in employment and at workplace is prohibited by legislation. Employment support and vocational training are provided to them.

142.
The Macao SAR Government has been devoted to protecting the rights of the underprivileged groups by adopting different measures, such as enacting relevant legislation, implementing a 10-year plan for persons with disabilities and the elderly, granting subsidies and providing services for the needed.

149.
China formulated over 60 laws and regulations on protection of various rights of the disabled. China enacted the Mental Health Law to protect rights of the mentally handicapped. From 2008 to 2012, more than 6.2 million rural residents with disability were lifted out of poverty and 1.7 million disabled urban residents were employed.

164.
Ukraine welcomed efforts to protect the rights of women, children and persons with disabilities and to improve health and social welfare.

Presentation by the State under review

8.
The delegation stated that Constitutional amendments also protect mothers and motherhood and protects people with disabilities. The amendments guarantee, inter alia, freedom of opinion and freedom of the press and freedom of expression, as well as literacy, artistic and cultural freedoms and privacy in personal communications, and that no civilian can be tried before non-civilian judges. The Kingdom has enacted a set of legislation including laws of political parties, elections, public gatherings and press and publications. The new Independent Election Commission enhances transparency and the Constitutional Court oversees the constitutionality of laws.

15.
The delegation stated that in order to continue efforts to improve the living conditions of persons with disabilities, it had taken many steps aimed at achieving this goal, including supporting their right to live independently, integration in the community and self-reliance.

B.
Interactive dialogue and responses by the State under review

27.
Nigeria commended the Jordanian Government for gains made in promoting and protecting human rights, especially in education, health and the rights of women, children and persons with disabilities. It made recommendations.

52.
The United States of America commended Jordan’s commitment to limit the jurisdiction of the State Security Court. It noted challenges regarding freedom of expression. It expressed concern over the situation of persons with disabilities and of migrant, domestic and child workers. It made recommendations. 

54.
Venezuela (Bolivarian Republic of) noted Jordan’s cooperation with the human rights treaty bodies. It commended the National Strategy for Persons with Disabilities to ensure them a dignified and sustainable life as well as the investment in education, which has increased the school enrolment rates. It made recommendations.

74.
Brunei Darussalam acknowledged Jordan’s commitment towards human rights, as evidenced in the enactment and amendment of human rights laws. It appreciated measures on women’s empowerment and the fight against their discrimination, on protection of persons with disabilities and Jordan’s cooperation with the international community through various means. It made recommendations.

79.
China congratulated Jordan on its many achievements in protecting human rights. It noted measures adopted to promote gender equality and protect children with disabilities and highlighted the judicial reforms undertaken by Jordan. It made recommendations.

91.
Guatemala commended several national strategies and plans on employment, political development, women, persons with disabilities and children, which demonstrated Jordan’s commitment to human rights. It appreciated the contribution from the Jordanian Armed Forces to international peacekeeping within the United Nations framework. It made a recommendation.

101.
Malaysia recognized efforts to implement previous MDG-related recommendations. It noted the ongoing democratization process incorporating human rights into national policies and development programmes. Malaysia commended progress in the economic empowerment of women and the rights of persons with disabilities. It made recommendations.

112.
The delegation stated that the Government’s draft law on the rights of child is in the legislative process, however some members of the civil society have asked to withdraw the draft and requested a more rights-based and inclusive dialogue for discussing the law before its adoption and the Government has agreed to this request. The process of amending a draft law for protection against domestic violence has started with the aim of including provisions that strengthen protection of women, children and the family as a whole. The Government has also finalised the draft law on juveniles which is in compliance with international standards and ensures the protection and the security of juveniles in detention centres and elsewhere. The Government has recently submitted plans to reform social provisions for the protection of vulnerable groups including persons with disabilities. For social care institutions, the national team for monitoring and inspection is fully composed of civil society organisations for the best interests of beneficiaries.

The National Commission for Persons with Disabilities has served as the watchdog on government initiatives on the rights of disabled persons with the capacity to suggest changes to legislation. It was mandated to investigate complaints and carry out needs assessment of persons with disabilities, their families and voluntary entities working in this field in order to feed into policy formulation. 

B.
Interactive dialogue and responses by the State under review

34.
Uruguay noted Malta’s establishment of relevant institutional and the ratification of several international instruments, including the Convention on the Rights of People with Disabilities and its Optional Protocol, and the Optional Protocol to the Convention on the Rights of the Child on the sale of children, child prostitution and child pornography and efforts to integrate people with disabilities in the education system. Uruguay made recommendations. 

37.
Algeria noted the progress made by Malta since 2009, including the appointment of a Minister responsible for civil liberties, the ratification of CRPD and an Optional Protocol to the CRC. It hoped that the establishment of various bodies, such as the National Commission for the Promotion of Equality, would contribute to the rights of vulnerable groups. Algeria made recommendations.

38.
Argentina commended Malta’s ratification of the Convention on the Rights of Persons with Disabilities and its efforts to increase gender equality. It noted the establishment of commissions, commissioners and national bodies to protect vulnerable groups and the enjoyment of their rights. It urged Malta to continue adopting necessary measures to achieve that objective. Argentina made recommendations.

39.
Armenia welcomed the legislative and administrative changes made since the previous UPR to improve human rights, particularly the ratification of CRPD and Optional Protocols to the CRPD and CRC. It praised projects implemented to protect vulnerable groups and guarantee the protection of their rights. It welcomed efforts relating to non-discrimination, especially by promoting equality on the basis of sexual orientation, age, religion, gender and race. Armenia made recommendations.

42.
Azerbaijan welcomed Malta’s appointment of a Minister responsible for civil liberties and its accession to several international human rights treaties. It noted its legislative initiatives to safeguard particular human rights, such as in the area of child protection, persons with disabilities and gender equality. It commended Malta’s part in the rescue of irregular migrants. Azerbaijan made recommendations.

43.
Belgium commended Malta’s appointment of a Minister responsible for civil liberties and new initiatives to protect minors, the rights of people with disabilities and the right of equality. Belgium was concerned by the traditional gender stereotypes present in Maltese society and that women were still not fully integrated in political and economic life and suffered discrimination. Belgium made recommendations.

46.
Morocco commended the implementation of previous UPR recommendations, including new human rights institutional structures and ratification of international instruments. It welcomed Malta’s commitment to combating discrimination and racism, protecting the rights of women, children and persons with disabilities, and resolving prison overpopulation. Morocco acknowledged the difficulties posed by clandestine immigration and commended Malta’s shelter and hospitality towards African migrants. Morocco made a recommendation.

47.
Costa Rica noted the progress made since Malta’s previous UPR, including the ratification of international instruments, such as the Convention on the Rights of Persons with Disabilities and its Optional Protocol, the creation of an Independent Living Centre, awareness campaigns to protect children with disabilities from all forms of discrimination and high levels of such children in education. Costa Rica made recommendations.

50.
The Czech Republic commended Malta’s establishment of institutions, such as the Independent Living Centre, providing advice to persons with a disability. Regarding its 2009 recommendation, it appreciated advances in human rights protection, including equal treatment on various grounds. It noted positively that divorce legislation had come into effect, but was concerned by the lack of a law allowing abortion when the mother’s life was at risk. It made a recommendation.

52.
Ecuador congratulated Malta on its progress in human rights since its previous UPR, reflected in the adoption of legislative and administrative measures protecting human rights, for example regarding child protection, the rights of people with disabilities and gender equality. It commended the creation of commissions and national bodies protecting vulnerable groups and guaranteeing the enjoyment of their rights. Ecuador made recommendations.

55.
France commended efforts to implement several recommendations made during the first cycle of the UPR. It applauded ratification of CRPD and OP-CRC-SC and the legalization of divorce. France made recommendations.

57.
Holy See welcomed legislation to protect the rights of persons with disabilities, ratification of international conventions and standing invitations to all Special Rapporteurs. Despite improvements, challenges remained regarding correctional facilities, detention centres and situation of migrants, refugees and asylum-seekers. It commended efforts to rescue migrants and asylum-seekers, uphold the right to life of unborn children and improve prenatal and postnatal healthcare. It made recommendations. 

58.
Hungary noted ratification of CRPD and its Optional Protocol and efforts taken by the National Commission for Persons with Disabilities in the disability sector. Hungary commended efforts concerning irregular migrants’ well-being and protection and the implementation of the Assisted Voluntary Return and Reintegration Programmes, expressing concerns about unaccompanied migrant children being detained. It asked about the procedures to release vulnerable detainees. It welcomed the establishment of the Parliamentary Ombudsman. Hungary made recommendations.

64.
Malaysia welcomed the consultative approach used to draft the National Report. Malaysia noted progress made since the first UPR cycle, including ratification of CRPD, and efforts to promote and protect rights of women and children, among others. The draft National Children Policy demonstrated the Government’s commitment to promotion of the wellbeing, rights and obligations and protection of children. Malaysia made recommendations.

65.
Maldives welcomed steps and policies to recognize and provide opportunities for persons with disabilities and to encourage their inclusion. However, the daily life of persons with disabilities could still be improved, namely by practical and financial support for independent living options to facilitate social inclusion and independence. Maldives made recommendations.

66.
Mexico applauded efforts to protect and promote human rights of persons with a disability, including ratification of Convention on the Rights of Persons with Disabilities and its Optional Protocol. It noted efforts to combat the various forms of discrimination, racism and xenophobia, through awareness-raising programmes and the introduction of new legislation. Mexico made recommendations.

68.
China appreciated Malta’s efforts to implement accepted recommendations of the first UPR. It commended efforts to promote equality in terms of age, race, gender, religion and gender orientation and to protect the rights of vulnerable groups including women, children and persons with disabilities, as well as promoting health services. China made a recommendation.

73.
Oman congratulated Malta on its National Report demonstrating efforts to protect and promote human rights in line with international standards. It welcomed the signature and ratification of international human rights instruments, adoption and implementation of national legislation and programmes and the establishment of national human rights bodies. It commended efforts to promote the rights of the child and persons with disabilities. Oman made a recommendation.

74.
Cuba recognized efforts to implement recommendations accepted during the first UPR, in particular in promoting equality and protecting persons with a disability. It noted that Malta had many human rights challenges ahead, noted in the National Report. Cuba made recommendations. 

77.
Sierra Leone commended progress made since the first UPR cycle, including appointment of a Minister for Civil Liberties, establishment of national institutions to protect vulnerable groups, signature and ratification of international instruments including CRPD and Council of Europe Convention on preventing and combating violence against women and domestic violence. It applauded efforts to combat racism and discrimination and address the right to development. It made recommendations.

82.
As for the detention of migrants, the delegation confirmed that the detention requirement did not apply across the board, as vulnerable persons, including unaccompanied minors, parents with children, families, disabled persons and others have not been subject to detention. Medical checks had been systematically carried out for every immigrant upon arrival. Vulnerable migrants were provided with alternative accommodation as well as any special attention that they may need, including access to health care.  Minors were entitled to the same rights as Maltese minors, including the right to attend public schools.

Presentation by the State under review

16.
On the rights of the disabled, Mauritius recalled that it had ratified the Convention on the Rights of Persons with Disabilities (CRPD) in 2010 and submitted its report to the Committee on the Rights of Persons with Disabilities last year. Various measures adopted to ensure that disabled persons are not deprived of their rights were outlined. 

17.
Mauritius noted that it had made a reservation on Article 11 of the Convention which deals with situations of risks and humanitarian emergencies.  It explained that measures to include the needs and concerns of persons with disabilities in such situations are being addressed. It was added that the National Disaster Risk Reduction and Management Bill currently being prepared will make provision for the disabled. Once the law is passed the Government will remove the reservation. 

18.
Regarding the reservation to Article 24.2(b) on education, Mauritius indicated that it has engaged in a policy of inclusive education and expects to remove the reservation as soon as this policy is fully implemented. As for the reservation on Article 9.2 (d) which requires the State “to provide in buildings and other facilities open to the public signage in Braille.” it was explained that reservation had been made in view of the costs  involved and that the Government proposes to remove this reservation in due course.

Interactive dialogue and responses by the State under review

44.
Mauritania noted efforts to strengthen the rule of law through judicial reforms. It commended measures to protect persons with disabilities, provide public access to government institutions and ensure stability and security. 

49.
Mozambique applauded Mauritius for establishing the Ministry of Social Integration and Economic Empowerment. It noted with satisfaction the strengthening of the rights of women, children and persons with disabilities. It commended the side event on the Equal Opportunities Act and the National Action Plan on Human Rights. It made a recommendation.

51.
Nepal commended the adoption of a “Maurice Ile Durable” policy and efforts to ensure the rights of women, children, persons with disabilities and the elderly. It noted encouraging progress in raising female participation in politics and decision-making. It made recommendations.

55.
Oman commended the ongoing commitment to strengthening the legislative and institutional framework geared toward legal protection for all without distinction. It recalled that Mauritius was committed to complying with its international obligations and implementing the National Action Plan on Human Rights. It noted the focus on the rights of persons with disabilities, equality for all and non-discrimination. It made a recommendation.

56.
The Philippines was pleased with the enactment of several laws strengthening the human rights normative framework. It congratulated it’s the efforts made to safeguard the rights of women, children, the elderly and persons with disabilities. It acknowledged Mauritius’ commitment to advancing the cause of migrant workers. It commended the formulation of the National Action Plan on Human Rights, and appreciated that the Office of the Prime Minister was leading its implementation. It made recommendations.

61.
New Zealand welcomed the adoption of a policy of inclusive education and steps taken to improve equal access to education for children with disabilities. However, challenges remained in the implementation. New Zealand raised the issue of on-going traditional attitudes and stereotypes concerning women in family and society.  It made recommendations.

76.
Concerning the rights of persons with disabilities, Mauritius stated that many of the measures adopted had been highlighted in its opening remarks.

89.
Zimbabwe noted that Mauritius was consolidating its legislative and institutional framework and amending policies and programmes to ensure greater enjoyment of economic, social and cultural rights. It welcomed ratification of the OP-CRC-SC and CRPD and harmonization of its national laws with the provisions of those conventions. It made recommendations.

90.
Algeria commended the inclusive process of consultation with other stakeholders in preparing the national report. It welcomed the National Action Plan on Human Rights, which it hoped would further the promotion and protection of human rights, and on ratification of CRPD and the protocols to CRC. It made recommendations.

94.
Australia welcomed the Government’s significant efforts to bolster its national human rights framework through the creation and resourcing of the human rights ombudsman, the Equal Opportunities Commission, the National Human Rights Council and the Truth and Justice Commission. It urged the Government to continue disability inclusive policies. It made recommendations.

96.
Bhutan commended the enactment of new legislation on protecting human rights and combating human trafficking. It noted positive achievements in protecting the rights of women, children and persons with disabilities, combating domestic violence and providing training for law enforcement officers. Bhutan also commended the launching of a National Plan of Action to combat domestic violence. It made a recommendation.

104.
China commended human rights achievements and stable democracy. It highlighted the National Action Plan on Human Rights to protect the rights of women, children, persons with disabilities and migrants. It made a recommendation.

107.
Côte d’Ivoire noted implementation of measures to prevent abuses, particularly those committed by members of security forces, protect persons with disabilities and minors, and protect vulnerable persons against gender-based and domestic violence. It welcomed the “Mauritius Sustainable Island” programme aimed at ensuring economic sustainability, and the law guaranteeing equal opportunity in the employment sector. It made recommendations.

111.
Djibouti noted the creation of committees and institutional bodies in different areas, from the protection of minors to equal opportunities, and a coordination team to avoid overlap. It encouraged follow-up of these new bodies.  It noted the introduction of a human rights culture through a broad awareness-raising programme, and welcomed effective commitment to persons with disabilities. It made recommendations.

115.
Ethiopia commended adoption and implementing  legislation transposing the United Nations Protocol to Prevent, Suppress and Punish Trafficking in Persons, especially Women and Children. It highlighted efforts to change negative attitudes towards disability. It made a recommendation.

116.
France welcomed the commitment to promoting and protecting human rights, reflected through the ratification of CRPD and the protocols to CRC. It welcomed legal achievements, particularly the 2012 law restructuring the National Human Rights Commission, and the women-oriented policy. It further welcomed the submission of the mid-term report. France made recommendations.

118.
Germany requested information on measures to implement human rights for children with disabilities and on their inclusiveness in society. It asked how Mauritius strengthened implementation mechanisms for strategies on several human rights issues. It made a recommendation.

Interactive dialogue and responses by the State under review

28.
Malaysia commended efforts concerning legislation on criminal procedure, nationality, violence and offences against children, which would enhance human rights. It also noted Monaco’s commitment to combating poverty, providing quality education, promoting and protecting the rights of women and children and improving living conditions for persons with disabilities. It encouraged Monaco to share best practices regarding persons with disabilities, particularly their education. Malaysia made a recommendation.

30.
Mauritius commended Monaco for its UPR commitment and noted positive steps taken to amend existing legislation and to adopt new legislations aimed at promoting and protecting the rights of its citizens. It was interested in learning about Monaco’s best practices to guarantee a better quality of life for persons with disabilities. It further commended Monaco’s initiatives to raise awareness on human rights.  Mauritius made a recommendation.

35.
Nicaragua commended the amendments to the legal framework, the ratification of additional international human rights instruments since its first review and improvements of the conditions of persons with disabilities. It noted however that Monaco was not party to the ILO and stressed that Monaco should work harder towards establishing the necessary conditions to achieve the full enjoyment of economic and social rights of the workers. Nicaragua made a recommendation.

37.
Oman noted that the report demonstrated Monaco’s commitment to the UPR and commended the measures adopted to comply with international obligations, including the promotion and protection of human rights through a series of laws. It commended the strengthening of policies, particularly regarding the protection of women and children from violence, persons with disabilities, health care, education and welfare. Oman made a recommendation.

39.
Senegal praised the strengthening of the promotion and protection of human rights in Monaco and the improvement to the living conditions of older persons and persons with disabilities. It commended the amendment to the law on nationality allowing Monegasque women to transmit their nationality to their partners. Senegal was sure that Monaco would take steps to raise awareness of, and prevent, racism and racial discrimination.

42.
Spain congratulated Monaco for its humanitarian action policies and its participation in various international humanitarian bodies. While noting a draft law for the protection and autonomy of persons with disabilities and the promotion of their rights and freedoms, Spain asked about measures adopted to promote their integration in the labour market and their equal access to education. Spain made recommendations.

43.
Thailand welcomed Monaco’s efforts to put voluntary pledges into action since its first review. It commended measures to promote women’s and children’s rights and to eliminate discrimination in education, as well as progress regarding persons with disabilities. It noted remaining distinctions related to nationality and residence in legislation regarding employment and the absence of legislation to protect the rights of foreign workers. Thailand made recommendations.

44.
Togo noted the strengthening of human rights in Monaco since its last UPR. It commended progress in domestic legislation and noted that it had become a signatory to the Convention on the Rights of Persons with Disabilities. It welcomed measures to protect children, women from violence and persons with disabilities as well as specific campaigns and school programmes to combat discrimination. It praised the legislative amendment allowing women to transmit their nationality to their partners and children. Togo made recommendations.

59.
Uruguay highlighted Monaco’s signature and adherence to international human rights instruments, the ratification of ILO Convention 169, policies to promote and protect the rights of the elderly, the reforms of the penitentiary administration, as well as Monaco’s work in the areas of persons with disabilities and violence at work. Uruguay made recommendations.

61.
Albania commended Monaco’s commitment to human rights through effective measures and an extensive legal and administrative human rights framework, notably regarding the rights of vulnerable people. Albania looked forward to the adoption of the bill on the protection, autonomy and promotion of the rights and freedoms of persons with disabilities and the ratification of the Convention on the Rights of Persons with Disabilities. The establishment of the Office of the Minister for Appeals and Mediation would promote fairness and transparency. Albania made recommendations.

63.
Morocco noted the adoption of new laws on criminal procedure, right to nationality, crimes and offences against children and protection of women from violence. It applauded Monaco’s continued provision of international assistance to disadvantaged groups and the compulsory study of human rights in schools. Related legislative measures could be shared as good practice. Applauding measures to support persons with disabilities, Morocco noted the signature of Convention on the Rights of Persons with Disabilities. It made a recommendation.

64.
Australia welcomed the priority given to human rights issues since Monaco’s first review. It commended Monaco for progress made in responding to recommendations, including the signature of the Convention on the Rights of Persons with Disabilities. It encouraged the country to actively consider ways to align Monegasque law with the obligations of signatories, with a view to ratification. Australia made a recommendation.

68.
China noted with appreciation Monaco’s efforts to improve the legislative framework and measures to protect the rights of vulnerable groups, namely women, children, people with disabilities and the elderly. It appreciated Monaco’s cooperation with developing countries and the ODA provided. While taking note of recommendations made by the European Commission against Racism and Intolerance, China asked whether Monaco intended to take more measures to strengthen its fight against racism.

69.
Congo commended actions to strengthen human rights, particularly regarding new laws on criminal procedure, right to nationality, specific forms of violence and crimes and offences against children. It noted steps to support persons with disabilities, as well as against violence against women and children. It applauded Monaco’s international commitment to combating poverty, centred around maternal and child health and pandemics. Congo made a recommendation.

71.
Cuba recognized Monaco’s efforts and results in the implementation of accepted recommendations from the first UPR. It commended progress made in various sectors, such as the protection of the rights of persons with disabilities, and of women and children. It noted however that Monaco had also challenges in the area of human rights. Cuba made recommendations.

74.
France welcomed Monaco’s commitment to human rights since the first cycle of the UPR, particularly with regard to the rights of persons with disabilities and its provision of international development assistance. It asked whether Monaco planned to implement a national strategy applying the UN’s Guiding Principles on Businesses and Human Rights. It made recommendations.

75.
Argentina congratulated Monaco for the ratification of international instruments, including the UNESCO Convention against Discrimination in Education, and its accession to the Protocol relating to the Status of Refugees. It noted its efforts to fully integrate persons with disabilities and the adoption of legislation for the prevention and punishment of specific forms of violence. It encouraged Monaco to continue carrying out actions aiming at improving the treatment of migrants and asylum seekers. Argentina made recommendations.

76.
Indonesia welcomed Monaco’s commitment to human rights and noted strengthened policies to protect women, children and persons with disabilities, including the submission of national legislation related to the ratification of the Convention on the Rights of Persons with Disabilities. It welcomed the establishment of the Office of the Minister for Appeals and Mediation. It thanked Monaco for its unwavering commitments to international cooperation in maternal and child health, pandemics, neglected diseases, education and gender equality. Indonesia made recommendations.

Presentation by the State under review

17.
The Delegation stated that Nigeria was mindful of the need to protect the rights of women and disadvantaged groups such as orphans, widows, the disabled, mentally incapacitated persons, the elderly, and the sick. It is for this reason that CEDAW was signed and ratified. In an effort to entrench Affirmative Action for Women, 13 female Ministers representing 33.3% of the total number of 42 and 4 female Special Advisers out of 18, representing 22% were appointed. Also, the Gender and Equal Opportunities Bill has passed a second reading in the National Assembly. The bill is aimed at incorporating the provisions of CEDAW and the Protocol on the Rights of Women in Africa into domestic law.

B.
Interactive dialogue and responses by the State under review

56.
Ecuador highlighted the strengthening of the National Human Rights Commission, accession to the CRPD and other vital human rights instruments. It made recommendations. 

82.
Libya noted that Nigeria was attempting to implement the recommendations from the first UPR cycle, especially with respect to persons with disabilities, enforced disappearances and the OP-CAT. 

103.
Saudi Arabia welcomed Nigeria’s accession to various international instruments, including the CPPCG and CRPD. It encouraged Nigeria to continue efforts to improve the human rights situation in its country. It made a recommendation.

106
Sierra Leone noted that Nigeria had acceded to the CRPD, CPED, CPPCG and OP-CAT-CAT and had ratified several regional human rights instruments including the African Charter on Democracy, Elections and Governance. It made recommendations.

128.
Uzbekistan noted that Nigeria had acceded to international instruments protecting children’s rights and persons with disabilities and combating torture, genocide and enforced disappearances. It viewed positively its judicial, electoral and gender equality-based reforms. It made recommendations.

Uruguay commended legislation on protecting persons with disabilities, gender equality in decision-making processes and outlawing violence against women and female genital mutilation (FGM). It made recommendations

23.
Venezuela (Bolivarian Republic of) commended the ratification of the CPED and CRPD, the introduction of compulsory education from 6 to 16 years and the commitment to ensuring gender equality in decision-making bodies. It made a recommendation.

29.
Argentina commended the creation of the Human Rights Directorate, ratification of the CRPD and efforts to eliminate all forms of violence against women, particularly FGM. It encouraged Senegal to ensure that the National Observatory of Places of Deprivation of Liberty was adequately resourced. It made recommendations.

35.
Benin noted efforts to improve gender parity, tackle FGM, protect persons with disabilities, strengthen the rights to education and freedom of the press and combat corruption. Benin invited the international community to support Senegal. It made recommendations.

Paraguay noted the ratification of the CRPD, the creation of the National Observatory of Places of Deprivation of Liberty and a national unit to combat trafficking. It made recommendations.
