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I. General Overview

The Human Rights Council will hold its thirty-third regular session from 15 to 30 September 2016 at the Palais des Nations, in Geneva.

During this session, the Council will present four panel discussions, namely:

· High-level panel discussion on the implementation of the United Nations Declaration on Human Rights Education and Training: good practices and challenges
· Annual half-day discussion on the rights of indigenous peoples 
· Panel discussion on youth and human rights
· Annual discussion on the integration of a gender perspective throughout the work of the Human Rights Council and that of its mechanisms

The programme of work includes interactive dialogues with, inter alia, Special Rapporteurs, Working Groups and Independent Experts.

The Council will also present UPR outcomes on Greece, Sudan, Hungary, Papua New Guinea, Tajikistan, United Republic of Tanzania, Thailand, Ireland, Suriname, Samoa, Antigua and Barbuda, Swaziland, Trinidad, Togo, Saint Vincent and the Grenadines. 
In parallel of the main programme of work, Member States will launch the negotiation of their draft resolutions. Additionally, different stakeholders, including civil society and Member States, will organise side-events on diverse thematic. 

II. Disability related work

IDA secretariat will participate to the 33rd session of the HRC, including its parallel programme of work. IDA intends to advocate and work to ensure the inclusion of persons with disabilities in the following:

A. Panels
· High-level panel discussion on the implementation of the United Nations Declaration on Human Rights Education and Training: good practices and challenges
This high-level panel discussion will address current issues related to human rights education and training five years after the adoption, by the General Assembly, of the United Nations Declaration on Human Rights Education and Training.
The panel objectives are to highlight the role of human rights education and training in achieving the right to education, including in the context of current United Nations initiatives such as the Global Education First Initiative and Target 4.7 of the 2030 Agenda for Sustainable Development. Furthermore, it aims to explore the contribution of human rights education and training to tackle current challenges, in particular discrimination and the prevention of violent extremism and to review information on national implementation of human rights education and training in the past five years and draw lessons learned, for instance in the context of the evaluation of the second phase (2010-2014) of the World Programme for Human Rights Education. It will examine international and regional intergovernmental efforts to encourage national implementation of human rights education and training, raise awareness about and encourage Member States to contribute to intergovernmental monitoring mechanisms and will identify opportunities to give further impetus to national implementation of human rights education and training in the years to come, in line with the United Nations Declaration on Human Rights Education and Training and Target 4.7 of the 2030 Agenda for Sustainable Development.
· Annual half-day discussion on the rights of indigenous peoples

The panel discussion will address the causes and consequences of violence against indigenous women and girls, including those with disabilities.

The panel objectives are to examine structural, systemic, public forms of violence experienced by indigenous women and girls in contemporary society, including lack of access to justice for such violence and to identify good practices and challenges in addressing structural forms of violence against indigenous women. Furthermore, it aims to assess the development of legal and policy responses to violence against indigenous women, based on article 22 of the United Nations Declaration on the Rights of Indigenous Peoples, which requires States to take measures with Indigenous peoples, to ensure that women and children enjoy the full protection and guarantees against all forms of violence and discrimination.
