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Universal Periodic Review

Compilation of recommendations Related to the rights of persons with disabilities

Session 26th
(English version)

The Working Group on the Universal Periodic Review held its 26th Session from 31 October to 11 November 2016. During this session, 11 States have had their human rights records examined and 108 recommendations were specifically related to persons with disabilities or the Convention on the Rights of Persons with Disabilities (CRPD). 

The outcome reports of that session will be considered during the 34th HRC Session, to be held 27 February to 24 March 2017. Relevant reports from States, UN bodies and other stakeholders can be found at www.ohchr.org/EN/HRBodies/UPR/Pages/Documentation.aspx
Recommendations on persons with disabilities were focused in the following issues, per country:

1. Uganda received 10 recommendations on persons with disabilities and 3 on persons with albinism;
2. Timor Leste received 24 recommendations;
3. Togo received 10 recommendations;
4. Iceland received 18 recommendations, including on preclusion of involuntary hospitalisation and coercive health-care approaches, calling on to prioritize free and informed consent as well as involvement of persons with disabilities in decision-making related to their well-being;
5. Haiti received 7 recommendations;
6. Syrian Arab Republic received 2 recommendations; 
7. Venezuela received 5;
8. Zimbabwe received 7 recommendations;
9. South Sudan received 4 recommendations, but one did not received support;
10. Lithuania received 9 recommendations, including on financial resources for implementation of the CRPD, and abolish all practices of forced treatment, including non-consensual sterilizations;

 received 12 recommendations, including on legal harmonisation to guarantee the autonomy of persons with disabilities and social inclusion, on a national plan to deinstitutionalisation and inclusion of persons with disabilities in their societies and to abolish discrimination against persons with intellectual or psychosocial disabilities;
