6. While noting the State party’s desire to avoid societal divisiveness through the collection of data, the Committee refers the State party to its guidelines on reporting under the Convention (see CERD/C/2007/1, paras. 10-12), and recommends that the State party collect and provide in its next report updated and comprehensive statistical data on the demographic composition of the population and data disaggregated by ethnic group on the enjoyment of economic and social rights. Such data will provide the Committee and the State party with an empirical basis to evaluate the effectiveness with which the rights enshrined in the Convention are being implemented.

Recalling its general recommendation No. 25 (2000) on gender-related dimensions of racial discrimination, the Committee requests the State party to provide detailed information in its next periodic report on cases of rape of San women, including statistical data on the number of cases reported, prosecutions and convictions. The Committee also requests information on efforts taken by the State party to combat negative stereotypes about indigenous peoples, as previously recommended, as well as efforts taken by the State party to raise awareness among indigenous peoples of mechanisms for reporting and gaining access to judicial recourse for violations of their rights.

The Committee recommends that the State party take measures to ensure a revised system for the effective and inclusive participation of all indigenous peoples in public affairs at all levels, including individuals belonging to indigenous groups without traditional authorities. 22. The Committee recommends that the State party guarantee for all children access to all levels of education, without discrimination. In particular, it recommends that the State party :(a) Continue to develop the mobile school unit programme and allocate the resources necessary to its proper functioning. Monitor the impact of the units on the enjoyment of the right to education and provide updated information to the Committee in its next periodic report on progress made;(b) Continue to take the steps necessary to adapt educational programmes to indigenous ways of life and cultures and to address special needs, including in regard to dress and language, in consultation with the communities involved;(c) Address the root causes of why young people drop out of school and provide updated information on efforts made to address this concern and on the current status of school drop-out rates;(d) Strengthen educational outreach programmes targeted at ethnic minorities and indigenous peoples with the goal of increasing educational enrolment and matriculation, and allocate the resources necessary to ensure a quality education.

In the light of its general recommendation No. 23, the Committee recommends that the State party work with indigenous peoples on titling their ancestral lands and securing their rights to those lands. The State party should also seek the informed consent of indigenous groups prior to granting licences to extractive industries. The Committee requests the State party to provide an update in its next periodic report on the recognition of ownership by indigenous peoples over the lands that they traditionally occupy or have occupied.

The State party should also ensure that uranium mining activities are conducted in such a way as not to harm people’s health or the environment. Lastly, the Committee invites the State party to institute arrangements for regular inspections of such sites as well as effective monitoring of how funds transferred to local governments are managed.

Recalling its general recommendation No. 23 (1997) on the rights of indigenous peoples, the Committee recommends that the State party create appropriate mechanisms for effective consultation with Nubians and any other ethnic groups whose rights to the lands traditionally inhabited by them may be affected by development activities. In accordance with paragraphs 10 to 12 of its revised treaty-specific reporting guidelines (CERD/C/2007/1), the Committee reiterates its recommendation that the State party collect and publish reliable and comprehensive statistical data on the composition of the population living in its territory, including socioeconomic indicators disaggregated by ethnic origin and sex, particularly on minority groups, indigenous peoples and immigrants, from national surveys or censuses based on self-identification. That would allow the State to adopt adequate measures, including special targeted measures, and the Committee to better evaluate the enjoyment of the rights enshrined in the Convention in Cameroon. (b)Establish a clear, comprehensive and participatory budgeting process, with specific indicators and mechanisms to monitor and evaluate the adequacy and efficiency of the distribution processes.

In these efforts, the Committee calls upon the State party to ensure that adults and children from Batwa communities and civil society organizations representing Batwa communities are consulted;(c) Take all necessary measures to address child poverty, inadequate standard of living and vulnerability among Batwa populations, though, inter alia, targeted programmes for families and communities in order to address poverty and discrimination against Batwa children. The Committee also recommends that the State party ensure that funding and other support, including housing and welfare services, provided to Batwa children are comparable in quality and accessibility to services provided to other children in the State party and are adequate to meet their needs;(d) Set up a comprehensive data collection system and analyse the data collected on the situation of Batwa children and assess progress achieved in the realization of their rights. Data should be disaggregated by age, sex, geographic location and socioeconomic background to inform policy decisions and programmes at different levels; and (e) Ratify International Labour Organization (ILO) Convention No.  169 (1989) concerning Indigenous and Tribal Peoples in Independent Countries.

22. The Committee urges the State party to adopt a comprehensive approach to addressing the root causes of offences under the Optional Protocol and target families and children in the most vulnerable situations, including members of the Mon-Khmer and Tibeto-Burman ethnic groups. In particular, the Committee recommends that the State party strengthen its poverty reduction strategies and supportive social protection measures for families in disadvantaged and marginalized situations, including child-centred early intervention programmes, to support parents in better performing their care and protection responsibilities towards children. It further urges the State party to:(a) Prevent and/or end the displacement of indigenous children owing to the construction of hydropower dams and the operations of large-scale extractive industries, and mitigate the risk of children being exposed to the offences under the Optional Protocol and enable access to effective judicial and non-judicial mechanisms to provide remedy for them and their families when their rights have been violated;(b) Expand the State party’s existing legal requirement to conduct impact assessments that explicitly address children’s rights and include the differential impact on certain categories of children, such as indigenous children, using the framework of the Optional Protocol and relevant concluding observations and general comments issued by the Committee;(c) Continue and strengthen its measures to ensure that all children, including children from Hmong-Mien households, are registered at birth;(d) Carry out intensive awareness-raising activities through mass media and community participation, including mobilization of community leaders, local teachers and youth and children’s groups to change attitudes about sexual exploitation of children, including child pornography, and encourage reporting of such crimes; (e) Incorporate child participation mechanisms when developing legislation, policies and programmes to effectively prevent sexual exploitation of and trafficking in children. To this end, the Committee further recommends that the State party create an enabling environment, free of intimidation and reprisals, to encourage and support children to participate and freely express their views

Iraq

The Committee recommends that the State party develop and implement a comprehensive and systematic mechanism for data collection, analysis, and monitoring and impact assessment of all the areas covered by the Optional Protocol. The data should be disaggregated by, inter alia, sex, age, national and ethnic origin, geographical location, indigenous status and socioeconomic status, with particular attention to children in the most vulnerable situations. Data should also be collected on the number of prosecutions and convictions, disaggregated by the nature of the offence.

The Committee urges the State party to vigorously address all forms of de jure and de facto discrimination and to:(a) Repeal ,  without further delay ,  all laws which discriminate against girls, in particular with regards to inheritance, and eliminate negative attitudes ,  practices and deep - rooted stereotypes  regarding  girls by formulating a comprehensive strategy,  with  a clear definition of targets ,  and establishing an appropriate monitoring mechanism , and ensuring that  a wide range of stakeholders, including girls and all sectors of society  are involved in its coordination  so as to facilitate social and cultural change and the creation of an enabling environment that promotes equality; (b) Take all necessary measures to ensure equal access of children with disabilities to all public services, in particular health care and education;(c) Take all necessary measures to  eliminate  discrimination against children based on their religion and end all forms of violence  against  certain religious  minorities ; (d) Take all necessary measures, in particular improving the relevant infrastructure, to provide equal access to public services by children belonging to indigenous communities.

The Committee recommends that the State party develop a holistic anti-poverty strategy and take all necessary measures to understand and address the root causes of, and eliminate, child poverty. It also recommends that the State party :(a) E stablish poverty reduction strategies and programmes at all levels, paying particular attention to rural and remote areas, ensure equitable access to basic services, in particular adequate nutrition, housing, water and sanitation,  as well as  education, social and health services,  and  provide material assistance to economically disadvantaged families;(b) Adapt social assistance programmes for education to ensure access by children who are out of school;(c) Establish adequate support programmes to improve the situation of rural and indigenous women in order to keep them and their children out of poverty in a sustainable manner; (d) Provide for sufficient, adequately trained social workers capable of identifying families and children at risk, manage the social schemes effectively and follow up on their implementation.

The Committee recommends that the State party:(a) Establish a comprehensive and systematic data collection  mechanism  on the sale, trafficking and abduction of children,  and  ensure that the data are disaggregated  by , inter alia, sex, age, national and ethnic origin, state or autonomous region, rural or urban residence, indigenous and socioeconomic status, with particular attention to children living in the most vulnerable situations;(b) Conduct awareness-raising activities in order to make parents and children aware of the dangers of both internal and external trafficking; (c) Further strengthen its cooperation with  South Asian  countries to combat trafficking in children across States, including through the conclusion of bilateral and multilateral agreements.

18. The Committee recommends, in  the  light of the recommendations resulting from its day of general discussion  in 2007  on  “Resources for the rights of the child  –  responsibility of States ” ,  that the State party:(a) Review and increase where necessary the level of financial resources allocated for the implementation of the Convention, and prioritize budgetary allocations for it. In this regard, the Committee urges the State party to  allocate more resources for  social protection policies and program me s, including for child protection, and in doing so to pay particular attention to socially and economically disadvantaged and marginalized children, especially children living in remote areas, children with disabilities and children belonging to ethnic minorities and indigenous groups;(b) Develop capacity to utilize a child - rights approach in the elaboration of the national budget by implementing a tracking system for the allocation and use of resources for children throughout the budget, thus providing visibility to the investment in children; (c) Ensure transparent and participatory budgeting processes through public dialogue, especially involving children where possible.

The Committee urges the State party to intensify its efforts to incorporate child rights issues into all curricula of different levels of education and strengthen awareness-raising program me s, including campaigns on the Convention, among children, families and  groups of professionals working with and for children . In this respect, the Committee encourages the State party to consider developing a national plan of action for human rights education, as recommended in the framework of the World Programme for Human Rights Education. The Committee also urges the State party to ensure appropriate distribution of the Convention to minority populations, including their children, in their own languages, and to take effective measures to ensure actual dissemination.

In doing so, inter alia, remove all indirect expenses and  introduce educational support mechanisms for children from economically disadvantaged families;(c) In line with its previous recommendation (CRC/C/15/Add.200 ,  para. 48 (a)), take all appropriate measures to increase access to schools, in particular for girls and in rural areas,  with a view to providing equal access to education to all groups of children,  and ensure the right to quality education for all children; (d) Take effective affirmative action, such as  the provision of  second - chance educational program me s, targeting children belonging to ethnic minorities and children living in rural areas, in order to close ethnic and geographical disparities in school dropout rates;(e) Embark on an adequately resourced policy to support bilingual education for ethnic minority groups  which establishes the  minority language  a s the medium of instruction at  the  early school level and  which is  aimed  at  ensuring the proficiency of ethnic minority children in both languages, so as to enable them to fully take part in the wider society; intensify the provision of training and instructions  for  teachers who speak ethnic minority languages;  and finance  sufficiently  the issuance of quality school textbooks for children who belong to ethnic minorities  and invite  the local teachers to participate in writing the content of textbooks ;(f) Establish an effective system  for the monitoring of boarding schools  for ethnic minorities , including regular inspections, and investigate all child abuse cases;(g) Enable teachers to  engage in quality teaching by paying them reasonable salaries. A thorough reform of the curricula and pedagogical methods should be undertaken, involving professional experts in education.  The inclusion of human rights, and in particular children’s rights, should be ensured in the school curriculum; (h) Consider ratifying the UNESCO Convention against Discrimination in Education.

Myanmar

97. The Committee recalls its previous concluding observations (CRC/C/15/Add.237) and urges the State party to gather additional information on all ethnic minorities and other marginalized groups and to elaborate policies and programmes to fully ensure the implementation of their rights without discrimination. The Committee recommends in particular that the State party take effective measures to improve access to education and primary health care for children in the northern Rakhine State.  The Committee also recommends that the State party take into account the Committee’s general comment No. 11 (2009) on indigenous children and their rights under the Convention.

42. The Committee urges the State party to further review and enact legislation in order to ensure that all children who are at risk of becoming stateless, including children belonging to the disadvantaged groups mentioned in paragraph 41, are provided with access to Thai nationality. The Committee recommends that the State party consider ratifying the 1954 Convention relating to the Status of Stateless Persons and its 19 67 Optional Protocol,  and the 1961 Convention on the Reduction of Statelessness.

In light it’s general comments No s. 1  (2001) on the aims of education and 7  (2005)  on implementing rights in early childhood, the  Committee urges the State party to:( a) Adopt effective policies  and other measures to ensure that every child from birth to school going age has access to holistic early childhood development (ECD) with effective support of essential health, nutrition, education and protection services to ensure his or her tot al development;( b) Develop quality and internationally accepted standards of ECD that are applied by local governments that have responsibility for ECD;( c) Encourage and create incentives for children of non- Thai speaking  and  poor households to attend early childhood development program me s, especially children in the North Eastern and Southern regions;( d) Take urgent measures to provide educational opportunities f o r  the large number of primary school age children (6-11 years) currently out of school;( e) Conduct a comprehensive study on the causes and extent of  dropout  and low retention in the education system and develop a plan of action with a clear  time frame to solve the problems, paying particular attention to the gender dimensions, disparities and preventive measures;( f) Encourage children, especially boys in the southern border provinces, to continue their education in secondary schools;( g) Implement the National Language Education Policy of 2010 to ensure effective bilingual education from the early years especially for non-Thai speaking children in accordance with article 30 of the Convention;( h) Adopt clear and concrete measures to greatly improve the quality of education and improve educational outcomes at all levels, including  through  the  provision of teaching and learning materials and facilities, enhanced teacher training and supervision, increased recruitment of qualified teachers, in particular women and persons from minority and indigenous groups, enhanced capacity building at the Ministry of Education and improved systems of monitoring of the learning of children; ( i) Consider ratifying the UNESCO Convention against Discrimination in Education.

The Committee recommends that the State party take necessary measures to: (a) Raise awareness of the Thai population on the culture of minority and indigenous people and foster  tolerance of  their living habits and lifestyle;(b) Provide more economic opportunities to minority  and indigenous communities and  ensure their access to basic social  services;(c) Collect systematically disaggregated data on the hill-tribe population;(d) Take into account the Committee’s general comment No. 11 (2009) on indigenous children and their rights under the Convention.

r) Ensure that girls who are victims of discriminatory practices have access to justice

r) Ensure that detained children have access to legal counsel and to medical care, immediately after arrest and during all stages of detention

r) adopt measures to ensure that an interpreter is provided free of charge in the case of indigenous children if required and that the child is guaranteed legal assistance, in a culturally sensitive manner, in accordance with the Committee’s general comment No. 11(2009) on indigenous children and their rights under CRC

r) Continue to undertake training programmes on relevant international standards and widely disseminate the provisions of the JJWA to the general public and in particular to all professionals working with the juvenile justice system, including police officers, so as to enhance understanding, awareness and knowledge of the JJWA

r) Seek technical assistance and other cooperation from the United Nations Interagency Panel on Juvenile Justice, which includes UNODC, UNICEF, OHCHR and NGOs

12. The Committee urges the State party to incorporate the concept of reasonable accommodation into its anti-discrimination legislation and to ensure that the relevant laws and regulations define the denial of reasonable accommodation as a form of discrimination on grounds of disability. The Committee recommends that the State party take steps to simplify existing judicial and administrative remedies in order to enable persons with disabilities to report acts of discrimination to which they have been subjected. The Committee also recommends that the State party devote special attention to the development of policies and programmes for persons with disabilities who belong to indigenous peoples and for deaf-blind persons with a view to putting an end to the many forms of discrimination to which these persons may be subjected.

38. In view of the fact that the protection of human rights and the elimination of racial discrimination are essential for sustainable economic development, and recalling the role of both the public and the private sectors in this regard, the Committee urges the State party to:(a) Guarantee the full and effective enjoyment by indigenous and Afro-Colombian peoples of their rights over the lands, territories and natural resources that they occupy or use, in the face of incursions by outsiders who exploit natural resources, both legally and illegally;(b) Ensure the effective implementation of protection measures and safeguards against negative environmental impacts and in support of the traditional ways of life of indigenous and Afro-Colombian peoples;(c)Guarantee that indigenous and Afro-Colombian peoples affected by natural resource activities in their territories receive compensation for damage or loss suffered and participate in the benefits arising out of such activities.

28. The Committee recommends that the State party:(a)Adopt effective and timely measures to prevent acts of violence against human rights defenders, including leaders and defenders of the rights of indigenous and Afro-Colombian peoples, and to ensure the effective protection of their lives and personal safety;(b)Ensure the effective functioning of the National Protection Unit as a special mechanism for the protection of human rights defenders by such means as the review and improvement of existing protection strategies, the adoption of collective protection measures, with differentiated measures for people living in rural areas and for women, and the allocation of sufficient human, financial and technical resources;(c)Conduct thorough investigations and bring effective prosecutions of persons who threaten the lives and physical safety of human rights defenders, including leaders and defenders of the rights of indigenous and Afro-Colombian peoples.

32. The Committee recommends that the State party take into account its general recommendation No. 25 (2000) on the gender-related dimensions of racial discrimination and include a gender perspective in all policies and strategies for combating racial discrimination in order to address the multiple forms of discrimination affecting indigenous and Afro-Colombian women. The Committee also urges the State party to take measures with an intercultural focus to improve access by women who are victims of discrimination and violence to education, employment, justice and health care, including sexual and reproductive health services.

In view of its general recommendation No. 34 (2011) on racial discrimination against people of African descent, the Committee also recommends that the State party adopt a plan to acknowledge the Afro-Paraguayan population and give it greater visibility.

In addition, it recommends that the State party ensure that the Institute has adequate material, financial, technical and human resources to effectively carry out its tasks.

The Committee further urges the State party to take the necessary action to strengthen its labour inspection system and to include in its next periodic report information on investigations conducted under that system and the number and type of sanctions imposed, if any

The Committee recommends that this framework law comply with the provisions of the United Nations Declaration on the Rights of Indigenous Peoples. The Committee further recommends that the planned law on traditional authorities reflect indigenous and tribal peoples’ right to determine the structures and to select the membership of their institutions in accordance with their own procedures.

Noting that indigenous and tribal peoples have the right to continue their traditional ways of living on natural reserves, the Committee recommends that the State party adopt all measures to guarantee that national reserves established on ancestral territories of indigenous and tribal peoples allow for sustainable economic and social development compatible with the cultural characteristics and living conditions of those indigenous communities.

The Committee wishes to stress the importance of ensuring that indigenous peoples and the Afro-descendent population are actively involved in the relevant stages of the census process, including the preparatory stage and the implementation of the census itself. It recommends that initiatives, such as awareness-raising campaigns, be undertaken in  order to engender a climate of trust  among  indigenous peoples and people of African descent before the census is conducted and to ensure that persons who  identify  as indigenous persons or as persons of African descent will feel free to  express identity

The Committee reminds the State party of the importance of compiling and publishing disaggregated statistical data on the composition of its population. Bearing in mind that the next census will take place in 2017, the Committee urges the State party to compile data and indicators on the Afro-Peruvian and indigenous population, disaggregated by sex, age and disability, to facilitate active participation by indigenous peoples and the Afro-Peruvian population in developing the methodology to be used and to ensure that such a methodology is based on the criterion of self-identification.

The Committee recommends that the State party carry out information campaigns among the most vulnerable sectors of the population on human rights, especially the right to non-discrimination, and on the legal remedies available. The Committee also recommends that the State party bear in mind its general recommendation No. 31 (2005) on the prevention of racial discrimination in the administration and functioning of the criminal justice system. More specifically, the Committee wishes to remind the State party that it is under an obligation to facilitate access to justice, provide legal information and advisory services to victims and guarantee access to those services so that migrants and members of indigenous peoples and Afro-descendent communities can file individual or collective complaints.

The Committee urges the State party to continue implementing social inclusion and identity-based development programmes that reduce inequalities and poverty with a view to eliminating structural and historical poverty in the State party. The Committee recommends that action be taken to break the link between poverty and racism, inter alia, through special measures or affirmative action, taking into account its general recommendations No. 32 (2009) on the meaning and scope of special measures in the Convention and No. 34 (2011) on racial discrimination against people of African descent. Such action should include multilingual intercultural education activities, bearing in mind the need to strengthen or revive the languages of the indigenous peoples and Afro-Honduran communities.

In the light of its general recommendation No. 31 (2005) on the prevention of racial discrimination in the administration and functioning of the criminal justice system, the Committee recommends that the State party redouble its efforts to provide equal access to justice for all and to ensure the wide distribution of information on the domestic remedies available in cases of racial discrimination, the existing legal avenues for obtaining reparation in the event of discrimination and the individual complaint procedure provided for in article 14 of the Convention.

The Committee urges the State party to investigate attacks against members of the Afro-Ecuadorian community and to duly punish the perpetrators.

The Committee also calls upon the State party to continue to implement the measures that it has taken to support women victims of discrimination and provide them with greater access to justice. The Committee looks forward to the resolution of the case of Mr. Hugo Sánchez, which is before the Supreme Court. The Committee encourages the State party to explore the possibility of investigating reports of alleged irregularities in the trial and sentencing of indigenous persons.

In this connection, the State party is requested to include in its next periodic report information on indigenous peoples and land tenure, particularly in cases where attempts are being made to exploit the natural resources on the land.

The Committee requests the State party to provide clear data on maternal mortality and life expectancy in indigenous communities and among people of African descent. Lastly, the Committee recommends that the State party step up its efforts to improve the sexual and reproductive health of indigenous women and women of African descent.

The Committee recommends that the State party expedite the adoption of comprehensive anti-discrimination legislation that ensures adequate protection against discrimination consistent with article 2 of the Covenant, bearing in mind as well the Committee’s general comment No. 20 (2009) on non-discrimination in economic, social and cultural rights, and that in particular it should:(a) Explicitly include all the prohibited grounds for discrimination listed in article 2 of the Covenant and in the Committee’s general comment No. 20 (2009);(b) Eliminate from its domestic legal order any provision that might be discriminatory on grounds of sexual orientation or gender identity or impede the full enjoyment of economic, social and cultural rights by lesbian, gay, bisexual or transgender persons; (c) Define direct and indirect discrimination in a manner that is consistent with its obligations under the Covenant;(d) Prohibit discrimination in both the public and the private spheres; (e) Implement effective legal and administrative arrangements to provide protection against discrimination, including by establishing provisions that allow for reparation in cases of discrimination;(f) Take all steps necessary to prevent and combat ongoing discrimination against all disadvantaged or marginalized persons or groups, including through awareness campaigns, so that those persons and groups may fully exercise their Covenant rights.

The Committee calls upon the State party:(a) To allocate the human, financial and technical resources necessary for the establishment and functioning of specialized judicial units on violence against women in all cantons and, in particular, in rural and remote areas, and adopt guidelines to ensure that the agreement between branches of the Government on the provision of justice in cases of violence against women is implemented promptly;(b) To monitor the implementation of the protocols for conducting prosecutions in cases of violence against women (resolution No. 154-2014 of the Council of the Judiciary), facilitate women ’ s access to justice by raising the awareness of women and men in order to eliminate the stigmatization faced by women who claim their rights, and provide systematic training to judges, prosecutors, police officers and other law enforcement officers on the strict application of legislation prohibiting discrimination and violence against women;(c) To adopt measures to harmonize the competencies of the regular and traditional justice systems to deal with complaints from women belonging to ethnic groups, ensuring that women have access to remedies through appropriate provision of interpreters, legal aid, if necessary free of charge, and adequate reparations in accordance with their culture and traditions.

15.  The Committee recommends that the State party:(a) Strengthen the authority and the rank of the representative of the National Council for Gender Equality, enhance the Council ’ s capacity to influence the design and implementation of public policies on gender equality, strengthen its coordinating role at all levels of the Government, in particular at the ministerial level, and provide it with the human, financial and technical resources necessary to perform its duties;(b) Consider reassigning to a department within the Cabinet specific responsibility for the implementation of a strategy for gender mainstreaming at the national level;(c)  Ensure that the National Council for Gender Equality establishes accountability mechanisms to monitor and assess the implementation of policies to promote and protect women ’ s rights and that authorities at the national and local levels mainstream gender equality in their agendas in a coherent manner;(d) Ensure the systematic participation of women ’ s organizations in the processes of the National Council for Gender Equality and other decision-making processes concerning the protection of women ’ s rights within different sectors at the national and local levels.

17. The Committee recommends that the State party:(a) Ensure that the public authorities apply temporary special measures at the local level effectively and that they monitor and evaluate the impact and results of those measures in areas where women remain underrepresented; (b) Distinguish in its policies and programmes between general social and economic policies that benefit women and temporary special measures under article 4 (1) of the Convention that are necessary to accelerate the achievement of substantive equality of women and men, as clarified by the Committee in its general recommendation No. 25 on the subject, and implement those measures with specific targets and time frames to accelerate the achievement of substantive gender equality for such disadvantaged groups of women as indigenous, Afro-Ecuadorian and Montubio women, migrant women and women with disabilities in such fields as political participation, education, employment and health.

The Committee recommends that the State party:(a) Implement, as a matter of priority, the clinical practice guidelines for therapeutic abortion, train all health actors concerned so that the conditions for therapeutic abortion are interpreted uniformly throughout the country and periodically assess the results of the implementation of the guidelines;(b) Ensure respect for the obligation of confidentiality in the health-care system, adopt protocols and develop human rights training for health providers on their obligation to respect the privacy and confidentiality of women who use sexual and reproductive health services; (c) Decriminalize abortion in cases of rape, incest and severe foetal impairment, in line with the Committee ’ s general recommendation No. 24 on women and health;(d) Ensure that all women and girls have affordable access to modern contraceptive methods and provide age-appropriate information and education on sexual and reproductive health and rights to girls and boys, in order to reduce the number of teenage pregnancies;(e)  Ensure that the draft comprehensive health code is based on a broad concept of health, including the physical, mental and social determinants of health, and that it addresses sexual and reproductive health in particular;(f) Adopt the bill on intercultural practice for assisted births under the National Health System with the aim of recognizing intercultural care during delivery.

39. The Committee calls upon the State party to systematically consult indigenous, Afro-Ecuadorian and Montubio women and seek their free, prior and informed consent in decision-making processes relating to large-scale projects for the exploitation of natural resources that have an impact on their rights and legitimate interests. The State party should also provide adequate alternative housing and livelihoods to the women concerned and ensure that public and private companies that execute projects for the exploitation of natural resources compensate adequately women living in territories and areas affected by such projects.

15. In the light of its previous concluding observations on the combined fourth to sixth periodic reports of the State party ( CEDAW/C/VEN/CO/6 ), the Committee recommends that the State party:(a) Use temporary special measures, including quotas, with specific targets and time frames, as a systematic component of a strategy to accelerate the achievement of substantive gender equality in all areas in which women are underrepresented or disadvantaged, such as participation in political, public, economic, social and cultural life, education and employment. To this end, the State party should pay particular attention to indigenous and Afro-descendant women, women with disabilities, rural women, older women and migrant women; (b) Ensure that all relevant officials are familiar with the concept of temporary special measures and clearly distinguish between general social and economic policies and programmes, which also benefit women, and temporary special measures under article 4 (1) of the Convention, as defined in the Committee’s general recommendation No. 25.

27. The Committee recommends that the State party: (a) Expeditiously take measures to improve the quality of education, building on the results of the current consultation process, ensure that a gender perspective is adequately included in, and military-related subjects are eliminated from, the curricula and address the shortage of qualified teachers; (b) Use temporary special measures to promote the education of indigenous and Afro-descendant girls and women, girls and women living in poverty and in rural areas and girls with disabilities;(c) Promote the retention of pregnant girls in school and the reintegration of mothers after childbirth; (d) Implement comprehensive programmes on sexual and reproductive health and rights as a regular part of the school curriculum, providing girls and boys with adequate, age-appropriate information on responsible sexual choices. The programmes should address the right of women to make their own choices with regard to reproductive and sexual health and provide information on how to prevent teenage pregnancy and sexually transmitted diseases. Teachers should be provided with adequate training to handle such issues with sensitivity and professionalism ;(e) Eliminate gender stereotypes and structural barriers that may deter girls and young women from enrolling in non-traditional educational and occupational fields, such as science, technology, engineering and mathematics, at all levels of education.

31. The Committee urges the State party: (a) To enhance efforts to reduce maternal mortality by adopting a comprehensive strategy that provides for the effective implementation of the existing protocol on prenatal care and emergency obstetric care, a monitoring mechanism and adequate sexual and reproductive health services, including emergency contraception, antenatal, delivery, postnatal and post-abortion services. To that end, the State party is encouraged to consider the technical guidance of the Office of the United Nations High Commissioner on Human Rights on the application of a human rights-based approach to the implementation of policies and programmes to reduce preventable maternal morbidity and mortality ( A/HRC/21/22  and Corr. 1 and 2); (b) To allocate sufficient financial, human and technical resources to ensure that adequate health services, including those aimed at preventing and treating cancer, are available throughout the State and in particular in rural areas and for indigenous, Afro-descendant and older women and women with disabilities;(c) To intensify efforts to reduce teenage pregnancies, including by ensuring access to age-appropriate information and education on sexual and reproductive health and rights for girls and boys;(d) To amend its legislation to decriminalize abortion in cases of rape, incest, risk to the health of the mother and severe foetal impairment, remove punitive measures for women who undergo abortion and ensure the availability of abortion services; (e) To address the shortages of antiretroviral drugs for women and girls living with HIV/AIDS, ensure that all pregnant women living with HIV/AIDS receive adequate treatment and expedite the adoption of the bill on HIV/AIDS.

33. The Committee recommends that the State party continue to strengthen the financial schemes available to women, paying special attention to women in rural areas, indigenous and Afro-descendant women, women with disabilities and older women. (e)To expedite and monitor the implementation of rulings of international and regional courts and the views of the treaty bodies in L.C. v. Peru and K.L. v. Peru.

18. The Committee urges the State party to adopt, as a matter of urgency, a comprehensive law to combat violence against women that prevents violence, protects victims, prosecutes and punishes perpetrators and includes reparations, sanctions and access to effective justice and to increase available mechanisms of protection and service provision to victims, taking an intercultural approach. It reiterates its recommendation (ibid., para. 19) that the State party should design and implement a comprehensive strategy to combat discriminatory gender-based stereotypes, with a view to combating violence against women. It also recommends that the State party:(a) Intensify awareness-raising programmes and education campaigns to support equality of women and men at all levels of society, modify stereotypical attitudes, eliminate discrimination against women on such grounds as poverty, indigenous origin or ethnicity, disability or sexual orientation or gender identity, thereby removing obstacles to the full exercise of the right to equality in accordance with the National Plan for Gender Equality, and adopt a policy of zero tolerance towards all forms of violence against women;(b) Allocate sufficient financial resources for the implementation of the National Plan to Combat Violence against Women 2009-2015 and expedite the implementation of the Strategic Programme to Combat Domestic and Sexual Violence (Act No. 29465);(c)  Adopt specific protocols to unify procedures for reporting cases of violence against women and centralize existing data collection systems to compile, disaggregate and periodically update data on such violence with a view to understanding the incidence and nature of the various forms of violence and to facilitate the measuring of progress;(d)  Punish acts of sexual harassment.

The Committee encourages the State party to continue facilitating access to personal identity documents for undocumented women and girls, including those living in extreme poverty and/or in remote and isolated communities. The Committee also urges the State party to ensure universal birth registration and access to personal documentation for all children born in the State party.

The Committee recommends that the State party: (a) Allocate sufficient human and financial resources for the implementation and monitoring of laws and public policies designed to combat discrimination in access to education and to include the use of temporary special measures in promoting the education of girls and women, in particular in rural areas and indigenous communities and among girls with disabilities;(b) Disseminate information among girls and women of their rights under existing legislation, in particular the right to remain in and be reintegrated into school when pregnant or after having given birth, and provide information in the next periodic report on the number of adolescent girls who were reintegrated into the school system after pregnancy; (c) Develop the necessary educational infrastructure, in particular in rural areas, and build the capacity of teachers and personnel at all levels of the education system on gender equality and the rights of girls and women and provide them with the appropriate tools to support their role in combating discrimination against women; (d) Implement comprehensive programmes on sexual and reproductive health and rights in school curricula, providing age-appropriate information on responsible sexual choices, including the right of women to make their own choices with regard to reproductive and sexual health, in addition to information on how to prevent teenage pregnancy and sexually transmitted diseases, and adequately train teachers to handle such issues with sensitivity and professionalism.

34. The Committee recommends that the State party step up its efforts to ensure that indigenous women and women living in poverty have access to public health schemes. It also recommends that the State party allocate sufficient human and financial resources to ensure that basic health services are provided throughout its territory, in particular in isolated indigenous communities. The Committee encourages the State party to strengthen its gender-sensitive and intercultural approach to the provision of health services, including by adequately developing the capacity of health personnel.

The Committee recommends that the State party:(a) Develop a comprehensive strategy targeted at women, men, girls and boys to overcome patriarchal and gender-based stereotypical attitudes about the roles and responsibilities of women and men in the family and in society, in particular in areas where women are in the most disadvantaged position, such as public and political life and employment;(b) Disseminate the principles of non-discrimination and gender equality, through its cooperation with civil society and women’s organizations, political parties, education professionals, the private sector and the media, to the general public and to specific audiences, such as decision makers, employers and youth, with a view to enhancing a positive and non-stereotypical portrayal of Afro-Colombian and indigenous women; (c)  Undertake joint efforts with the indigenous authorities to eliminate female genital mutilation, including by raising awareness on its harmful effects for girls and women and by ensuring the implementation of the decisions taken by the Regional Council of Risaralda with regard to its practice; and prohibit female genital mutilation in the State party’s legislation.

16. The Committee recommends that the State party:(a) Ensure women’s adequate access to the protection and support measures envisaged in Law No. 1257 (2008) by simplifying the procedures for access to them; ensuring consistency and articulation among the different decrees which constitute the regulatory framework of the Law, enhancing coordination among the institutions responsible for its implementation; and providing these institutions with sufficient human, technical and financial resources to increase their effectiveness in executing their mandate;(b) Prioritize the full implementation of Law No. 1257 (2008)  by, among others, ensuring that shelters for women and girls victims of violence are functioning across the country; providing adequate assistance, protection and rehabilitation to women victims of all forms of violence; and complying with its domestic legal obligation to annually report to the Congress on the situation of violence against women; (c) Ensure that the follow-up mechanism of Law No.  1257 (2008)  effectively monitors and assesses the implementation of the Law and its regulatory framework and ensure the participation of women’s rights organizations, including indigenous and Afro-Colombian women therein; (d) Ensure women’s access to justice, including by taking measures to combat impunity, enhancing the capacity of family police stations and providing mandatory training for judges, lawyers and law enforcement officers on the consistent application of the existing legal framework and on human rights, in particular the provisions of the Convention, including the various forms of violence against women and gender stereotypes; (e) Establish a standard system for the regular collection of statistical data on violence against women disaggregated by sex, age, ethnicity, type of violence and the circumstances in which the violence was committed, including the perpetrator and victim and whether they were related to each other; (f) Take effective actions to ensure women victims of violence their right not to be confronted with their perpetrator or to be reconciled with him, in conformity with the relevant legislation.

18. The Committee recommends that the State party:(a) Take measures to prevent gender-based violence, in particular sexual violence, by all actors in the armed conflict; conduct gender-sensitive training and adopt codes of conduct for the police and the military and ensure their proper dissemination; (b) Overcome impunity with respect to conflict-related sexual violence cases by adopting, among others, a policy aimed at standardizing the methodology of investigation across the country, which applies international standards; and prioritize the investigation and prosecution of all cases requested by Constitutional Court ruling No. 092 (2008), as well as all other cases within the conflict-related sexual violence caseload; (c) Guarantee access to justice for all women affected by sexual violence during the conflict by ensuring that the justice system is gender-responsive; increase the number of judges and prosecutors specializing in sexual violence and ensure that gender training programmes for them are systematic and are a prerequisite for working on conflict-related sexual violence cases; increase the number of women judges dealing with these cases; and pursue efforts, with the support of the international community, towards the adoption of a law on a specialized court or specialized chambers under the national judiciary system to try individuals responsible for war crimes, genocide and crimes against humanity;(d) Provide women and girls who are victims of conflict-related gender-based violence, in particular sexual violence, with an environment of security and trust during the pre-investigation, investigation, trial and post-trial stages by strengthening protection measures for them and by integrating a differentiated and integral approach that takes into consideration the specific needs of Afro-Colombian and indigenous women; (e) Comply with Constitutional Court ruling No. 119 (2013) so as to ensure that victims of sexual violence by post-demobilization armed groups are recognized as victims under Law No. 1448 (2011) and conduct proper investigations and the prosecution of perpetrators; (f) Ensure the access of victims to comprehensive medical treatment, mental health care and psychosocial support provided by health professionals who are appropriately trained to detect sexual violence and to treat its consequences; and ensure that women victims of sexual violence are promptly provided access to forensic testing;(g) Conduct an assessment of the impact of the conflict on women with the aim of providing victims with transformative reparation measures which address the structural inequalities resulting in gender-based violence, in particular sexual violence, respond to women’s specific needs and prevent the recurrence of such violence; (h) Repeal all legal provisions which grant authorization to military courts to handle cases of human rights violations, in particular cases of violence against women; and replace the law enforcement agencies protocol for the management of sexual violence with emphasis on sexual violence in instances of armed conflict (November 2012) with its revised version; (i) Ensure that, under the constitutional reform adopted in June 2012 (Legal Framework for Peace), women’s access to justice will be guaranteed, that its mandating bodies will address all conflict-related gender-based violence, including sexual violence, and that amnesties will be rejected; (j) Ensure that sexual violence concerns are raised early and consistently in the current peace process that the Government of Colombia initiated in August 2012 with the Fuerzas Armadas Revolucionarias de Colombia —  Ejército del Pueblo (FARC-EP) and are adequately reflected in an eventual peace agreement.

The Committee recommends that the State party:(a) Develop mechanisms to translate the 30 per cent quota for women in the electoral lists to a real increase in women’s political representation by placing women in winnable positions, ensuring that political parties allocate sufficient funds for women’s campaigning and establishing benchmarks with a concrete timetable and sanctions for non-compliance;(b) Promote the political participation of indigenous and Afro- Colombian women so as to ensure their representation in Congress, by for example the adoption of temporary special measures; (c) Implement awareness-raising activities for the general public about the importance of women’s participation in decision-making and develop targeted training and mentoring programmes on leadership and negotiation skills for women in the public sector.

The Committee recommends that the State party:(a) Translate into practical actions the legal requirement to take into consideration a gender and differentiated approach to address women victims’ specific needs, with a view to eliminating the various barriers faced by them during the land restitution process; and enhance the capacity of civil servants, judicial officials and health professionals responsible for implementing Law No. 1448 (2011) with a view to better identifying the specific needs of women victims; (b) Ensure the effective implementation of Constitutional Court ruling  092 (2008) regarding the situation of internally displaced women, in particular the 13 programmes aimed at addressing the specific needs and risks faced by this group of women; (c) Take effective protection measures for women who are victims of threats and violence by armed groups, including post-demobilization armed groups, in relation to land restitution; (d) Fully acknowledge the link between gender-based violence, including sexual violence, and forced displacement and ensure the prompt investigation and prosecution of perpetrators, including post-demobilization armed groups; (e) Develop sustainable solutions for women to whom their land has been returned which, inter alia, incorporate women’s right to have access to productive resources, such as seeds, water and credit, and foster their capacity to earn a living and produce their own food; ensure that the protection of these rights prevails over the profit interests of third parties involved in agricultural and mining mega-projects by, inter alia, promoting public-private partnerships; and ensure that adequate compensation is provided when land is requisitioned.

The Committee recommends that the State party:(a) Conduct a rural census, as stated in Law No. 731 (2002), and include in it indicators that will facilitate the elaboration of an assessment of the situation of rural women; and develop effective policies and programmes aimed at the advancement of rural women; (b) Take appropriate measures to guarantee to indigenous and Afro‑Colombian women their right to prior consultation, in conformity with international standards, with respect to, inter alia, the establishment of development mega-projects; and promote their increased political participation at the national level and within their communities; (c) Develop comprehensive and gender-sensitive policies for indigenous peoples and for Afro-Colombians aimed at effectively addressing discrimination against them; and ensure that indigenous and Afro-Colombian women have  adequate access to health-care services, education and employment opportunities; (d) Take measures to ensure that indigenous women have adequate access to justice, both within the indigenous justice mechanisms and within the formal justice system; and sensitize indigenous authorities, prosecutors and judges on the importance of addressing violations of women’s rights.

The Committee urges the State party to:(a) Take measures to encourage women to report  all  incidents of  violence, both within and outside the family sphere, including sexual violence ;(b) Establish a comprehensive strategy and action plan to prevent and eliminate all forms of violence against women, including in the Mapuche and other indigenous communities,  and  an effective institutional mechanism to coordinate, monitor and assess the effectiveness of the measures taken;(c) Study all cases of femicides in order to increase the effectiveness of protective measures for women victims of domestic violence;(d) Develop a system of data collection with regard to all forms of violence against  women  and inform the Committee, in its next periodic report, of  the number of prosecutions undertaken and  the number of convictions, sentences and disciplinary measures issued in cases of violence  perpetrated by  State agents ;(e) Ensure that all forms of  violence committed by, or resulting from, actions or omissions by  State agents at all levels, including the police,  are systematically and  duly investigated, that perpetrators are effectively prosecuted and punished with  adequate sentences and disciplinary measures, and that victims, especially indigenous women,  are provided with reparation or compensation;(f) Strengthen its judicial system to ensure that women, in particular  disadvantaged groups  such as indigenous women,  have effective access to justice.

The Committee recommends the State party to:(a) Intensify its efforts to ensure that pregnant  students  stay in and return to school during and after pregnancy,  including  by establishing monitoring mechanisms, enforcing sanctions, informing pregnant students of their rights under the new legislation and enhancing its awareness-raising campaigns ;(b) Include comprehensive programmes on sexual and reproductive  health and rights  as a regular part of the  school curriculum,  targeting  adolescent girls and boys, including in vocational training schools, with special attention to the prevention of  teenage pregnancies;(c) Provide gender training to teachers at all levels  of the educational system  and remove stereotypes based on gender or sex from the  teaching content  of all programmes on sex education;(d) Step up  its  efforts to  establish  programmes specifically designed to  eradicate  female illiteracy  among rural and indigenous women and to  implement  equal education opportunities for rural and indigenous girls.

Participation in political and public life
22. The Committee notes that the State party has made substantial progress to ensure women’s equal participation with men in political life at the federal level. However, it is concerned about gaps in the federal and state electoral legal frameworks which may lead to the non-compliance of the gender quota system to register candidates in a proportion of 40:60 and that this quota system has not yet been incorporated in all the states’ electoral legislation. It is further concerned about the low number of indigenous women participating in the political life of the State party.

Indigenous rural women
34. The Committee notes that the Convention has been translated into 10 indigenous languages. It notes as well the creation of indigenous women’s centres whose objectives are the prevention and treatment of violence and the promotion of sexual and reproductive health and rights for indigenous women. However, it remains concerned about the high levels of poverty, illiteracy and multiple forms of discrimination against indigenous rural women, in particular in Chiapas, Guerrero and Oaxaca. It is also concerned about harmful cultural practices within the indigenous legal systems that are based on gender-stereotyped roles for men and women, such as the “bride price”, and that perpetuate discrimination against indigenous women and girls. It is further concerned about the lack of indigenous rural women’s access to land, property and justice. It is also concerned about information indicating that the State party’s public security policy against organized crime has had a negative impact on indigenous rural women, who have since been subjected to higher levels of violence, including femicide, by the security forces.

Furthermore, the Committee recommends that the data and indicators be shared among the ministries concerned and used for the formulation and evaluation of policies, programmes and projects for the implementation of the Convention.

The Committee urges the State party to ensure that death threats, physical attacks, disappearances and killings carried out against journalists, human rights defenders and civil society activists are promptly and independently investigated, and that those responsible for such abuses are held accountable and subject to commensurate sanctions. The Committee further recommends that the State party:(a) Expand the Protection Programme for Human Rights Defenders to all states to improve the protection of indigenous human rights defenders, and allocate adequate human, technical and financial resources to the programme;(b) Systematically involve non-governmental organizations (NGOs) working in the field of children’s rights in the development, implementation, monitoring and evaluation of laws, policies and programmes related to children.

66. The Committee encourages the State party to progressively include all children up to the age of 18 years in the Chile Grows With You system. The Committee recalls its previous recommendation (CRC/C/CHL/CO/3, para. 60) and recommends that the State party prioritize measures to reduce inequality between urban and rural areas, in particular areas with a large indigenous population, effectively reduce the disparities in the standard of living between rich and poor and expedite measures to ensure that all children living in rural areas have access to sanitation. The Committee further recommends that the State party continue to seek the technical assistance of UNICEF in this regard.

The Committee recommends that the State party: (a) Ensure that existing laws and regulations concerning the use of agrochemicals are strictly enforced, particularly with regard to the use of crop dusters in proximity to villages and schools, expedite the evaluation of agrochemicals by allocating the necessary human, technical and financial resources to the National Health Surveillance Agency and expeditiously ban agrochemicals that have been widely banned in other countries;(b) Improve water supply infrastructure and guarantee access to safe drinking water, particularly for communities living adjacent to contaminated water canals used for the irrigation of farms; (c) Expeditiously end illegal mining activities, particularly in the Tapajós-Xingu area, and design and implement measures to mitigate the negative effects of these activities and those related to the construction of the Belo Monte dam on the rights of indigenous children and their families;(d) Undertake awareness-raising programmes for communities living in affected areas to minimize the risks of being exposed to contaminated water and food, and for users of such agrochemicals;(e) Conduct a comprehensive assessment of the effects of polluted air, water and soil on children’s health and use it as a basis for developing and implementing a strategy to remedy the situation, and monitor the levels of air, water and soil pollutants and of pesticide residues in the food chain.

80. Taking into account its general comment No. 11 (2009) on indigenous children and their rights under the Convention and recalling its previous recommendation (CRC/C/CHL/CO/3, para. 74), the Committee urges the State party to:(a) Recognize indigenous people and their rights in the new Constitution;(b) Integrate an intercultural approach in policies and standards relating to children;(c) Step up its efforts to ensure that all indigenous children have access to health, education and basic social services, without discrimination;(d) Take immediate steps to stop all violence by the police against indigenous children and their families, including in the context of development activities; (e) Ensure full compliance with article 1 (2) of the Anti-terrorism Act No. 20519, which prohibits its application to acts carried out by children; (f) Promptly investigate and prosecute all cases of violence against indigenous children perpetrated by police officers.

In light of its general comment No. 11 (2009) on indigenous children and their rights under the Convention, the Committee urges the State party to:(a) Take immediate measures to guarantee the safety of indigenous children and their families, including by providing special units of protection personnel especially trained in the specificities of the respective indigenous communities, in order to prevent killings and raids by local ranchers or illegal loggers;(b) Promptly investigate all cases of killings of and violent attacks against indigenous children and their families and bring the perpetrators to justice;(c) Immediately cease forced evictions of indigenous communities from their lands, and guarantee their right to free, prior and informed consent and consultation as established in the Constitution;(d) Expeditiously complete the demarcation and allocation of indigenous land in accordance with the Constitution and existing laws, as previously recommended by the Committee on Economic, Social and Cultural Rights (see E/C.12/BRA/CO/2, para. 9); (e) Ensure that, in addition to the consultations mentioned above, industrial projects and the development of extractive industries are subject to independent and comprehensive environmental and human rights impact assessments that pay particular attention to the rights of indigenous children and their families.

In the light of its general comment no.  13 (2011) on the right of the child to freedom from all forms of violence, and recalling the recommendations of the 2006 United Nations study on violence against children (A/61/299), the Committee urges the State party to prioritize the elimination of all forms of violence against children, and in particular to:(a) Evaluate the results of the National Action Plan for Children and Adolescents in this regard, and based on lessons learned take  adequate measures to prevent and address all forms of violence against children, including girls involved in domestic work, and ensure that the gender dimension of violence is addressed effectively; (b) Prevent acts of torture against children, including by investigating all cases and ensuring that the police and the military receive specific training;(c) Strengthen the administrative process for re-establishing rights and its coordination with the judicial process so as to ensure that the rights of child victims of violence are re-established expeditiously, that victims of domestic violence can return home safely and as soon as possible,  and  that the alleged perpetrators are removed from the house;(d) Ensure that teachers, social workers, health-care staff, the police, judges, prosecutors and lawyers, receive quality training on their obligation to report and deal with suspected cases of domestic violence and abuse affecting children;(e) Repeal article 262 of the Civil Code on the “right of correction”, and ensure that corporal punishment in all settings is explicitly prohibited, including for indigenous children, and raise awareness of positive, non-violent and participatory forms of child-rearing;(f) Take the necessary measures to prevent and protect children from the violence perpetrated by gangs in the streets; (g) Ensure the availability and quality of prevention, protection, rehabilitation and reintegration programmes, including health services and psychosocial support, free helplines and appropriate shelters for all victims; (h) Facilitate access to justice for child victims of violence, including by making available child-friendly complaint mechanisms and providing legal support, bring the alleged perpetrators to justice, ensure commensurate sanctions and adequately compensate the victims;

(i) With the aim of prohibiting the participation of children in bullfighting, including corralejas, take the necessary legislative and administrative measures in order to protect all children involved in bullfighting training and performances, as well as in their capacity as spectators, and raise awareness of the physical and mental violence associated with bullfighting and its impact on children; (j) Expedite the establishment of a comprehensive information system that includes disaggregated data on cases of violence against children, not only data from the  Colombian Family Welfare Institute, and undertake a comprehensive assessment of the extent, causes and nature of such violence; (k) Cooperate with the Special Representative of the Secretary-General on violence against children,  and other relevant United Nations institutions.

The Committee urges the State party to :(a) Establish a single register of victims of sexual violence, in particular in the context of the armed conflict, in order to have a comprehensive view of all victims and their judicial, administrative, health-care, rehabilitation and compensation processes. In addition, a study should be carried out of the forms, causes and nature of such violence; (b) Take effective and coordinated measures, adopting a clear rights-based approach, to prevent and respond to cases of sexual violence and to avoid re-victimization, including by strengthening mechanisms to ensure the prompt identification of children at risk, confidential, child-friendly and mandatory reporting of cases, and  sufficient protection of victims; (c) Enforce the decision on mandatory reporting by medical staff of cases of sexual violence against children, proactively investigate all cases, including those affecting indigenous girls, prosecute the alleged perpetrators, apply appropriate sanctions, and adequately protect and rehabilitate the victims; (d) Ensure that child victims of sexual violence, including when the case occurs outside the context of the armed conflict, are adequately compensated, and that child victims of violence perpetrated by BACRIM are compensated according to the Victims and Land Restitution Act; (e) Strengthen the Inter-institutional Advisory Committee for the Prevention of Sexual Violence and for the Integral Care of Child Victims of Sexual Abuse, monitor its functioning and evaluate its achievements; (f) Provide training for judges, lawyers, prosecutors, the police and other relevant professional groups on how to deal with child victims of sexual violence and on how gender stereotyping by the judiciary affects girls’ right to a fair trial in sexual violence cases, and closely monitor trials in which girl victims are involved; (g) Conduct awareness-raising to prevent sexual abuse, inform the general public that it is a crime, and address victim stigmatization, particularly when alleged perpetrators are relatives.

The Committee draws the State party’s attention to general comment No. 18 on harmful practices (2014), which was issued jointly with the Committee on the Elimination of Discrimination against Women, and urges the State party to:(a) Ensure that the minimum age of marriage, set at 18 years of age for both girls and boys, is enforced, that in no circumstance can a child below 16 be married and that the  grounds for obtaining a derogation as of 16 years of age, only upon the authorization of a competent court and with the full, free and informed consent of the child, are strictly defined by law. The State party should undertake comprehensive awareness-raising programmes on the negative consequences of child marriage on girls, targeting parents, teachers and community leaders, in particular ;(b) Register and investigate all cases of female genital mutilation in the Embera and other communities, explicitly criminalize  it in the legislation and ensure that alleged offenders are prosecuted and adequately punished. The State party, in coordination with indigenous authorities, should also reinforce awareness-raising programmes, targeting both men and women, including officials at all levels and indigenous leaders, on the harmful effects of this practice.

The Committee draws the State party’s attention to its general comment No.  15 (2013) on the right of the child to the enjoyment of the highest attainable standard of health,  and recommends that the State party:(a) Ensure the availability and accessibility of health services for all children, in particular rural, indigenous and Afro-Colombian children, by allocating adequate resources and monitoring the implementation of relevant policies;(b) Establish independent mechanisms for investigating cases of child and maternal mortality, and provide legal sanctions when they are due to negligence on the part of health personnel;(c) Increase its efforts to reduce maternal and child mortality, including by implementing the OHCHR technical guidance on the application of a human rights-based approach to the implementation of policies and programmes to reduce and eliminate preventable mortality and morbidity of children under 5 years of age (A/HRC/27/31);(d) Ensure that all children are registered with a health-service provider;(e) Strengthen administrative remedies for children whose right to health has been violated, facilitate their access to justice by providing them with free legal aid and ensure that all court decisions are taken and implemented expeditiously;(f) Enhance its efforts to ensure that the full vaccination schedule is implemented throughout the country, in particular in remote areas; (g) Review and update the 2008 policy on nutritional security and adopt an action plan to implement it;(h) Strengthen efforts to promote breastfeeding through educational campaigns and the provision of training to professionals, and adequately implement the International Code of Marketing of Breast-milk Substitutes and the  Baby-Friendly Hospital Initiative;(i) Seek financial and technical assistance from the United Nations Children’s Fund (UNICEF) and the World Health Organization, among others, in this regard.

The Committee recommends that the State party strengthen the mental-health programmes for children and provide quality services, taking into consideration the culture of indigenous children, and:(a) Urgently conduct an in-depth study to analyse the root causes of suicide and other mental-health problems among children, with special focus on adolescents, as a basis for the adoption of a comprehensive strategy of prevention and early intervention. The Committee also recommends  that counselling services be provided in schools and communities and  that awareness-raising activities be carried out to prevent mental-health problems and suicide; (b) Take measures to increase the number of multidisciplinary teams and specialists in children’s mental health, including for eating disorders, and to provide proper facilities, and outpatient services, for psychosocial rehabilitation; 

(c) Ensure that all professionals working with children are trained to identify and address mental-health problems, including suicidal tendencies, in particular in schools, alternative-care settings, displaced communities, indigenous communities and juvenile detention centres.

In the light of its general comment No. 1 (2001) on the aims of education, the Committee recommends that the State party: (a) Increase its efforts to improve the quality of education and its availability and accessibility to displaced and rural children, particularly girls, by substantially increasing the education budget, providing quality training for teachers and ensuring that schools are built far away environmental at-risk areas and from military targets;(b) Ensure the effective implementation of the policy on education for indigenous and Afro-Colombian children by allocating adequate resources and fully implementing Decree 1953 aiming at reinforcing the autonomy of indigenous peoples in the area of education;(c) Strengthen measures to address school dropout, taking into consideration the particular reasons why boys and girls drop out;(d) Increase its efforts to ensure that pregnant teenagers and adolescent mothers are supported and assisted in continuing their education in mainstream schools;(e) Closely monitor compliance with directives prohibiting civilian-military activities, the occupation of schools and other actions that put the educational community at risk, and sanction those who do not comply with them;(f) Undertake an assessment of the measures taken so far to protect teachers and other  school staff who have been threatened or attacked and, on the basis of  the lessons learned, establish effective mechanisms and protocols for their protection; (g) Strengthen its efforts to include comprehensive educational programmes on human rights, gender equality, international humanitarian law and peace, in  the mandatory school curricula.

Such measures should be developed in consultation with Afro-Colombian and indigenous leaders.

In that regard, the Committee urges the State party: To take any legal, administrative or institutional measures necessary to prevent recruitment of children and to protect them from violence by non-State armed groups. The root causes for recruitment, such as poverty and discrimination, and the particular needs of girls victims must be taken into consideration when designing these measures; To establish appropriate mechanisms to identify children at risk of being recruited or  of being  used by non-State armed groups, including children living in poverty and/or in remote or rural areas, as well as refugee, asylum-seeking, indigenous, Afro-descendant and migrant children; To develop awareness - raising and educational programmes on the negative consequences of participating in armed conflicts,  targeting children, parents, teachers and any other relevant stakeholder in border areas.

The strategy should address the different needs of boys and girls ,  in terms of participation ,  and be directed to different groups of children, in particular children with disabilities, indigenous  children , Afro-descendants and  lesbian, gay, bisexual, transgender and intersex ( LGBTI ) children ;(b) Provide training on the guidelines  developed  to ensure  that  children’s right to be heard  is implemented  in legal proceedings and closely monitor and evaluate their implementation; (c) Closely monitor and evaluate the extent and results of the participation of adolescents in the Community Councils and include that information in its next periodic report.

In the light of its general comment No 1 (2001) on the aims of education, the Committee reiterates its previous recommendations (CRC/C/VEN/CO/2, para.  67) and recommends that the State party: (a) Undertake all necessary measures to ensure  school  enrolment and prevent dropout of children in rural areas, indigenous  and  Afro-descendant  children , children with disabilities, as well as pregnant girls and adolescent mothers; (b) Facilitate the enrolment of refugee and asylum-seeking children by removing administrative obstacles to their inclusion in the educational system; (c) Promote the quality of education  through  the reform of curricula and the introduction of instruction and  teaching  methods which stimulate the active participation of children; (d) Strengthen its efforts to provide quality training to teachers;(e) Include human rights education in the curriculum  at  all levels; (f) Ensure that the military approach is eliminated from the curricula of regular schools; (g) Provide vocational education and training.

Furthermore, the Committee recommends that the State party undertake targeted programmes for improving access to age - appropriate HIV and sexual reproductive health services among adolescents. In undertaking the above, the Committee recommends that the State party seek technical assistance from, inter alia, the United Nations Joint Programme on HIV/AIDS (UNAIDS) and UNICEF.

40. It further urges the State party to:(a) Prevent and/or end the displacement of indigenous children owing to the construction of hydropower dams and the operations of large-scale extractive industries, and mitigate the risk of children being exposed to the offences under the Optional Protocol and enable access to effective judicial and non-judicial mechanisms to provide remedy for them and their families when their rights have been violated;(b) Expand the State party’s existing legal requirement to conduct impact assessments that explicitly address children’s rights and include the differential impact on certain categories of children, such as indigenous children, using the framework of the Optional Protocol and relevant concluding observations and general comments issued by the Committee;(c) Continue and strengthen its measures to ensure that all children, including children from Hmong-Mien households, are registered at birth;(d) Carry out intensive awareness-raising activities through mass media and community participation, including mobilization of community leaders, local teachers and youth and children’s groups to change attitudes about sexual exploitation of children, including child pornography, and encourage reporting of such crimes; (e) Incorporate child participation mechanisms when developing legislation, policies and programmes to effectively prevent sexual exploitation of and trafficking in children. To this end, the Committee further recommends that the State party create an enabling environment, free of intimidation and reprisals, to encourage and support children to participate and freely express their views.

It further urges the State party to issue birth certificates upon the birth of a child and for free.

It also recommends that the State party adopt a specific plan of action to make operational the provisions under the National Plan to Reduce Violence against Women and Their Children (2010-2022), including such measures as:(a) Ensuring that the factors contributing to the high levels of violence among Aboriginal women and children are well understood and addressed in national and state/territory plans;(b) Developing and enforcing strict guidelines to prevent the  sterilization  of women and girls who are affected by disabilities and are unable to consent;(c) Establishing mechanisms for ensuring effective follow-up support for child victims of domestic violence upon their family reintegration;(d) Developing alternatives for cases where a parent or other family member is the perpetrator;(e) Monitoring the implementation of anti-violence measures (including corporal punishment and bullying in schools, through the Internet, and in other settings) within specific plans and as part of the 3-year action plan of the National Framework for Protecting Australia’s Children.

The Committee urges the State party to take all necessary efforts to examine the root causes of the extent of child abuse and neglect as well as to provide general data on the reasons that children are being placed in care with a view to addressing them in order to reduce the number of such children.  It further reiterates its previous recommendations to the State party  that it take measures to strengthen the current programmes of family support,  inter alia , by targeting the most vulnerable families, in order to reduce the number of children placed in out-of-home care and, prefer ring  family-based care  if needed . Furthermore, the Committee calls upon the State  party to  provide  all  the necessary  human,  technical and financial  resources  required for improving  the situation of children in alternative care placements and to(a)Periodically review placements as required under article 25 of the Convention and in doing so to pay particular attention to signs of maltreatment of children;(b)Develop criteria for the selection, training and support of childcare workers and out-of-home carers and ensure their regular evaluation;(c)Increase the number of social workers to ensure that the individual needs of each child can be effectively addressed;(d)Ensure equal access to health care and education for children in care;(e)Establish accessible and effective child-friendly mechanisms for reporting cases of neglect and abuse and commensurate sanctions for perpetrators;(f)Adequately prepare and support young people prior to their leaving care by providing for their early involvement in the planning of transition as well as by making assistance available to them following their departure; (g)Observe the Committee’s previous recommendations to fully implement the Indigenous Child Placement Principle and intensify its cooperation with indigenous community leaders and communities to find suitable solutions for indigenous children in need of alternative care within indigenous families.

Emphasising the importance of access to child and youth friendly mental health support and services, the Committee recommends that the State party:  ( a) Follow-up on the Australian Institute of Health and Welfare health study with measures designed to address the direct and underlying causes of the high rates of mental health problems in children and young people, focussing especially on suicides and other disorders linked to, inter alia, substance abuse, violence and inadequate quality of care in alternative care settings;( b) Allocate specific resources for improving the availability and quality of early intervention services, training and development of teachers, counsellors, health professionals and others working with children, as well as support to parents;( c) Develop  specialized  health services and targeted strategies for children at particular risk of mental health problems, and their families, and ensure accessibility for all those requiring such services with due consideration to their age, sex, socio-economic background, geographical and ethnic origin, etc.;( d) In planning and implementing the above, consult with children and youth for the development of these measures while undertaking awareness-raising on mental health, with a view to ensuring  better family and community support as well as to reducing  the associated stigma;(e) Carefully monitor the prescription of psycho-stimulants to children and take initiatives to provide children diagnosed with ADHD and ADD, as well as their parents and teachers, with access to a wider range of psychological, educational and social measures and treatments;  and, consider undertaking the collection and analysis of data disaggregated according to  the  type  of substance- and age with a view to monitoring the possible abuse of psycho-stimulant drugs by children.

Highlighting  the Committee’s general comment No. 4 (2003) on adolescent health and development in the context of the Convention on the Rights of the Child , the Committee recommends that the State party intensify efforts to provide adolescents with education on sex and reproductive health, particularly with regard to other STIs in addition to HIV, and improve the accessibility of contraception, counselling, and confidential health services,  particularly among Aboriginal and socioeconomically disadvantaged communities.
