20. According to the report, while Roma constitute the largest minority in the State party, about 90 % of Roma women have no access to health care, social welfare or employment (paras 346-347).  Following the adoption of the Decade of Roma Inclusion Action Plan in 2008 (para. 346), please provide detailed information on measures, including temporary special measures, taken to eliminate multiple forms of discrimination against Roma women and girls, in particular in the areas of education, employment and health, as well as measures taken to prevent early marriages, and ensure access to birth registration.

The report is not clear on the legal framework regulating the placement of women and girls with disabilities in these centres, and whether there are measures to ensure that the mental health policy and health care services are based on the free and informed consent of the person concerned.  Please also inform whether there are homes adapted to needs of women and girls with disabilities. Please provide information on measures taken to develop a Plan of Action for women with disabilities.

Please also provide further information on the implementation of the programme, mentioned in paragraph 202, which aims at providing quality mental health services for women in prison, as well as measures undertaken for gender-sensitive handling of detainees. 

21. Please provide information on the removal of safeguards to migrant domestic workers, in particular women, under the Overseas Domestic Work visa, which reportedly increases the risk of women domestic workers  being abused and exploited.  Please also provide information on measures to improve asylum-seeking and refugee women’s access to health-care, labour market, legal remedies and social services.
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
