The General Assembly,
Recalling earlier operational frameworks, such as the World Programme of Action concerning Disabled Persons which it adopted on 3 December 1982 and the Standard Rules on the Equalization of Opportunities for Persons with Disabilities which it adopted on 20 December 1993, in which persons with disabilities are recognized as both development agents and beneficiaries in all aspects of development,

Reaffirming the Convention on the Rights of Persons with Disabilities which it adopted on 13 December 2006, a landmark convention affirming the human rights and fundamental freedoms of persons with disabilities, and recognizing that it is both a human rights treaty and a development tool,

Recalling its previous resolutions on the internationally agreed development goals, including the Millennium Development Goals, in which it recognized the collective responsibility of Governments to uphold the principles of human dignity, equality and equity at the global level, and stressing the duty of Member States to achieve greater justice and equality for all, in particular persons with disabilities,
Recalling also all of its previous resolutions on realizing the Millennium Development Goals and other internationally agreed development goals for persons with disabilities, as well as the relevant resolutions of the Human Rights Council and the Economic and Social Council and its functional commissions,

Recalling further the outcome documents of the high-level plenary meeting of the General Assembly on the Millennium Development Goals, the 2012 United Nations Conference on Sustainable Development entitled “The future we want”, and the 2011 high-level plenary meeting of the General Assembly on HIV and AIDS, entitled “Intensifying our efforts to eliminate HIV and AIDS”, which contain references to the rights, participation, well-being and perspectives of persons with disabilities in development efforts,

Gravely concerned that persons with disabilities continue to be subject to multiple and aggravated forms of discrimination and are still largely invisible in the implementation, monitoring and evaluation of the Millennium Development Goals, and noting that, while progress has already been made by Governments, the international community and the United Nations system in mainstreaming disability as an integral part of the development agenda, major challenges remain,

Concerned that the continuing lack of reliable data and information on disability and the situation of persons with disabilities at the national, regional and global levels contributes to the invisibility of persons with disabilities in official statistics, presenting an obstacle to achieving disability-inclusive development planning and implementation,

Stressing the importance of collecting and analysing reliable data on persons with disabilities following existing guidelines on disability statistics, encouraging ongoing efforts to improve data collection in order to disaggregate data with regard to persons with disabilities, and underlining the need to have internationally comparable data to assess progress on disability-inclusive development policies,
1. Welcomes the holding of the high-level meeting of the General Assembly, at the level of Heads of State and Government, on 23 September 2013, with the overarching theme “The way forward: a disability-inclusive development agenda towards 2015 and beyond”, in order to strengthen efforts to ensure accessibility for and inclusion of persons with disabilities in all aspects of development, and looks forward to the contribution its outcome document could make in mainstreaming the rights of persons with disabilities in the development agenda beyond 2015; 

2. Also welcomes the report of the Secretary-General entitled “Realization of the Millennium Development Goals and internationally agreed development goals for persons with disabilities: a disability-inclusive development agenda towards 2015 and beyond” , and of the recommendations contained therein; 

3. Urges Member States, international and regional organizations, regional integration organizations and financial institutions to make a concerted effort to include persons with disabilities and integrate the principles of accessibility and inclusion in the monitoring and evaluation of the development goals;
4. 
Encourages the mobilization of resources on a sustainable basis to mainstream disability in development at all levels, and in this regard underlines the need to promote and strengthen international cooperation, including South-South and triangular cooperation, in support of national efforts, including, as appropriate, through the establishment of national mechanisms, in particular in developing countries;

5. Welcomes the establishment of the United Nations Partnership to Promote the Rights of Persons with Disabilities trust fund, and encourages Member States and other stakeholders to support its objectives, including by providing voluntary contributions; 

6. Requests the United Nations system to facilitate technical assistance, within existing resources, including the provision of assistance for capacity-building and for the collection and compilation of national and regional data and statistics on disability, in particular to developing countries, and in this regard requests the Secretary-General, in accordance with existing guidelines on disability statistics, to analyse, publish and disseminate disability data and statistics in future periodic reports, as appropriate, on the realization of the Millennium Development Goals and other internationally agreed development goals for persons with disabilities; 

7. Encourages Member States, United Nations agencies and the regional commissions to make all efforts to engage with and ensure the full and effective participation and inclusion of persons with disabilities and, as appropriate, organizations of persons with disabilities and national human rights institutions, in development processes and decision-making at the local, national, regional and international levels; 

8. Also requests the United Nations system, within existing resources, to update existing methodologies of disability data collection and analysis on persons with disabilities, to obtain internationally comparable data on the situation of persons with disabilities and to regularly include relevant disability data or relevant qualitative facts, as appropriate, in relevant United Nations publications in the field of economic and social development; 
9. Requests the Secretary-General: 
(a) To submit information on the implementation of the present resolution to the General Assembly at its sixty-ninth session; 

(b) To submit the sixth review and appraisal of the World Programme of Action to the General Assembly no later than June 2013, in advance of and as a contribution to the high-level meeting of the General Assembly on the realization of the Millennium Development Goals and other internationally agreed development goals for persons with disabilities, and in this regard requests all relevant United Nations agencies, through the Secretary-General, to provide an analysis of the overall situation of persons with disabilities within the context of development and in line with the United Nations Convention on the Rights of Persons with Disabilities, based on available data and in accordance with their individual competencies and informed by regional consultations with persons with disabilities and organizations of persons with disabilities, as appropriate.

The General Assembly,

Recalling its previous relevant resolutions, the most recent of which was resolution 66/229 of 24 December 2011, as well as relevant resolutions of the Human Rights Council, the Commission for Social Development and the Commission on Human Rights,

Welcoming the fact that, since the opening for signature of the Convention on the Rights of Persons with Disabilities and the Optional Protocol thereto on 30 March 2007, one hundred and fifty-four States have signed and one hundred and twenty-five States have ratified the Convention and ninety States have signed and seventy-five States have ratified the Optional Protocol, and that one regional integration organization has ratified the Convention,

Noting that, while the Convention on the Rights of Persons with Disabilities 1 has enjoyed a very high level of ratification in a short time, the Committee currently meets for only one one-week session and one two-week session per year, and noting that, in particular cases, members of the Committee may require reasonable accommodation, as defined in the Convention,

Noting also that document and translation costs for the reports of States parties constitute the largest part of the budget for the Committee, of the increasing number of reports of States parties to the Convention on the Rights of Persons with Disabilities can be found in this context,

Recalling its resolutions 66/254 of 23 February 2012 and 66/295  of 17 September  2012  on  the  intergovernmental  process  of  the  General  Assembly  on strengthening  and  enhancing  the  effective  functioning  of  the  human  rights  treaty body system, and recognizing in this regard that a long-term solution to the problem

1. Calls upon those States that have not yet done so to consider signing and ratifying the Convention and the Optional Protocol as a matter of priority; 

2. Welcomes the holding of the fifth session of the Conference of States Parties to the Convention, which was held in September 2012; 

3. Also welcomes the work of the Committee on the Rights of Persons with Disabilities, and encourages sustained efforts by the Committee to improve the efficiency of its working methods; 

4. Invites States parties to adhere to the page limit established by the Committee for reports of States parties, and notes that this would reduce the operating costs of the Committee; 

5. Decides to authorize for the Committee, without prejudice to the intergovernmental process of the General Assembly on strengthening and enhancing the effective functioning of the human rights treaty body system, two annual pre-sessional working group meetings of one week each, starting in 2013, with the participation of up to six members of the Committee, to be held after each of the two annual sessions of the Committee, in order to ensure the most efficient and effective use of its annual session time by allowing time for the consideration of additional reports; 

6. Also decides to authorize for the Committee, without prejudice to the intergovernmental process of the General Assembly on strengthening and enhancing the effective functioning of the human rights treaty body system, the addition of two weeks of meeting time per year to the existing regular sessions, starting in 2014; 
7. Welcomes the report of the Secretary-General and the activities undertaken in support of the Convention; 
8. Encourages the Inter-Agency Support Group on the Convention on the Rights of Persons with Disabilities to continue its work to mainstream the Convention throughout the United Nations system through its Strategy and Plan of Action, approved in 2010, and calls upon the Department of Economic and Social Affairs of the Secretariat and the Office of the United Nations High Commissioner for Human Rights to continue strengthening their cooperation in this regard; 
9. Invites the Secretary-General to intensify efforts to assist States to become parties to the Convention and the Optional Protocol, including by providing assistance with a view to achieving universal adherence; 
10. Requests the Secretary-General to continue the progressive implementation of standards and guidelines for the accessibility of facilities and services of the United Nations system, taking into account relevant provisions of the Convention, in particular when undertaking renovations, including interim arrangements; 
11. Also requests the Secretary-General to take further actions to promote the rights of persons with disabilities in the United Nations system in accordance with the Convention, including the retention and recruitment of persons with disabilities;

Statement submitted by the Secretary- General in accordance with rule 153 of the rules of procedure of the General Assembly
I. Requests contained in the draft resolution 

1. Under the terms of operative paragraphs 5 and 6 of draft resolution A/C.3/67/L.25, the General Assembly would decide: 

a) 
To authorize for the Committee, without prejudice to the intergovernmental process of the General Assembly on strengthening and enhancing the effective functioning of the human rights treaty body system, two annual pre-sessional working group meetings of one week each, starting in 2013, with the participation of up to six members of the Committee, to be held after each of the two annual sessions of the Committee, in order to ensure the most efficient and effective use of its annual session time by allowing time for the consideration of additional reports; 
b) 
To authorize for the Committee, without prejudice to the intergovernmental process of the Assembly on strengthening and enhancing the effective functioning of the human rights treaty body system, the addition of two weeks of meeting time per year to the existing regular sessions, starting in 2014. 

AI. Relationship of the draft resolution to the strategic framework for the period 2012-2013 and to the programme budget for the biennium 2012-2013 

2. 
The activities referred to above relate to: (a) part B, Conference management, Geneva, of programme 1, General Assembly and Economic and Social Council affairs and conference management; (b) subprogramme 2, Supporting human rights treaty bodies, of programme 19, Human rights; and (c) programme 24, Management and support services, of the strategic framework for the period 2012-2013 (A/65/6/Rev.1). They fall under section 2, General Assembly and Economic and Social Council affairs and conference management; section 24, Human rights; and section 29E, Administration, Geneva, of the programme budget for the biennium 2012-2013. 
BI. Activities by which the proposed requests would be implemented 

3. Currently, the Committee meets in Geneva for two sessions per year, one of one week’s duration and one of two weeks’ duration. At this stage, 31 reports are pending consideration by the Committee. At its current level of resources, the Committee could consider approximately four reports per year, one at its one-week session and three at its two-week session. With an average of 18 reports received each year for consideration by the Committee, the average time between the receipt of a report and its consideration by the Committee currently amounts to nearly eight years. 
4. Should the General Assembly adopt draft resolution A/C.3/67/L.25, the Committee on the Rights of Persons with Disabilities would meet in Geneva for two regular sessions in 2013, one of one week’s duration and one of two weeks’ duration, each in conjunction with one week of meetings by a pre-sessional working group immediately following the session. The regular sessions would be expanded, starting in 2014, by one week each (one session of two weeks’ duration and one session of three weeks’ duration), and would also be followed by one week of meetings by the pre-sessional working group. The request entails additional costs associated with the provision of daily subsistence allowance, additional staff requirements and conference-servicing costs, including interpretation into the United Nations official languages, sign language, captioning and the translation and publication of the relevant documentation, including in Braille, in order to address the reports awaiting consideration. The additional meeting time to be authorized by the resolution would enable the Committee to examine 11 reports per year. 
5. Additional documentation would also be required, comprising an estimated total of 780 additional pages of pre-session and 100 pages of in-session documentation in the five working languages of the Committee and 100 pages of post-session documentation, in the six official languages of the United Nations, spread over two regular sessions per year. Two meetings of the pre-sessional working group per year would also require an estimated 80 additional pages of pre-session and 40 pages of post-session documentation in the six official languages of the United Nations. In addition, documentation would be produced in Braille for both regular sessions of the Committee and the pre-sessional working group meetings.
6. 
The additional meeting time would not incur additional travel costs, as meetings would be added to the existing sessions. However, daily subsistence allowance for 18 members and their assistants for each additional week of plenary meetings would be required. In accordance with the draft resolution, daily subsistence allowance would also be required for six members and their assistants to attend the two meetings of the pre-sessional working group each year. In this regard, it is emphasized that, in accordance with rule 5 of the rules of procedure of the Committee, a pre-sessional working group shall consist of no more than five members of the Committee.

7. 
At this stage, the secretariat of the Committee on the Rights of Persons with Disabilities is staffed with four posts (1 P-4, 2 P-3 and 1 General Service/Other level). At the current rate of four reports of State parties considered per year, the two existing P-3 posts are sufficient to assist the Committee in reviewing those reports and taking charge of the additional logistical and substantive work involved in servicing a larger Committee, given the increased accessibility issues involved. This also includes all matters other than the consideration of reports of State parties. Of the seven additional reports that would be examined if two weeks of plenary meetings and two weeks of pre-sessional working group meetings were to be approved, the consideration of two additional reports could reasonably be expected to be carried out by the existing team. It is estimated that the review of the five remaining reports would require an additional P-3 post.
IV.   Estimated additional resource requirements
A. Conference-servicing requirements 

8. 
It is estimated that additional conference-servicing requirements of $5,328,300 would arise, comprising: (a) $5,298,100 under section 2, General Assembly and Economic and Social Council affairs and conference management, including $374,000 for 2013 and $4,924,100 for 2014-2015; and (b) a total of $30,200 under section 29E, Administration, Geneva. While the amount of $380,000 for 2013 is to be requested under the programme budget for the biennium 2012-2013, the amount of $4,948,300 to provide for the 2014-2015 requirements would be included in the proposed programme budget for the biennium 2014-2015. The table below provides the details of these requirements: under income section 1, Income from staff assessment. V. Potential for absorption during the biennium 2012-2013 

11. No provision has been made in the proposed programme budget for the biennium 2012-2013 for the additional activities requested in paragraphs 5 and 6 of draft resolution A/C.3/67/L.25. At this stage, it is not possible to identify activities within the relevant sections of the programme budget for the biennium 2012-2013 that could be terminated, deferred, curtailed or modified during the biennium. It is therefore necessary that the additional resources in the amount of $552,200 be provided through an additional appropriation for the biennium 2012-2013. The additional requirements of $5,717,400 would be included in the proposed programme budget for the biennium 2014-2015. 
VI.   Contingency fund
12. It will be recalled that, under the procedures established by the General Assembly in its resolutions 41/213 and 42/211, a contingency fund is established for each biennium to accommodate additional expenditures derived from legislative mandates not provided for in the programme budget. Under this procedure, if additional expenditures were proposed that exceeded the resources available from the contingency fund, the activities concerned would be implemented only through the redeployment of resources from low-priority areas or the modification of existing activities. Otherwise, such additional activities would have to be deferred to a later biennium.

VII.   Summary
13. Should the General Assembly adopt draft resolution A/C.3/67/L.25, additional resources in the total amount of $552,200 would arise, including $172,200 under section 24, Human rights; $374,000 under section 2, General Assembly and Economic and Social Council affairs and conference management; and $6,000 under section 29E, Administration, Geneva, of the proposed programme budget for the biennium 2012-2013. This would represent a charge against the contingency fund and, as such, would require additional appropriation for the biennium 2012-2013 to be approved by the General Assembly.

14. The additional requirements of $5,717,400, including $769,100 under section 24, Human rights; $4,924,100 under section 2, General Assembly and Economic and Social Council affairs and conference management; and $24,200 under section 29E, Administration, Geneva, would be included in the proposed programme budget for the biennium 2014-2015.
