Explanatory Note:

This document contains information about the fourteenth session of the Universal Periodic Review (UPR), which took place in Geneva from 22 October – 5 November 2012. 
14 countries were reviewed during the 14th session: Argentina, Benin, Czech Republic, Gabon, Ghana, Guatemala, Japan, Pakistan, Peru, Republic of Korea, Sri Lanka, Switzerland, Ukraine, and Zambia. This was the second time each of these countries has been reviewed in the UPR. (They all had their first UPR in 2008.)

What this document shows: For each country reviewed in the fourteenth UPR session, this document indicates: the date and time of the review; useful web links; recommendations on the rights of persons with disabilities that were made to that country (as well as some others of interest); the countries that made those recommendations; as well as the status of those recommendations (accepted, rejected, or pending, etc.). 
Disability rights recommendations: During the 14th UPR session, 93 recommendations were made on the rights of persons with disabilities and on the CRPD and its Optional Protocol.

Pending recommendations: The states that were reviewed in this session must indicate whether they accept or reject the “pending” recommendations, no later than the twenty-second, regular session of the Human Rights Council in March, 2013.
