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7th UPR Working group session, (8 to 19 February 2010)

The International Disability Alliance (IDA) has prepared the following recommendations based on references to persons with disabilities to be found in the Compilations of UN information and Summaries of stakeholders´ information prepared for this session. 
IDA would welcome States to take these suggestions into account when preparing the 7th UPR working group session.
QATAR
Based on the recommendations of the CRC, the Compilation of UN information recommended that Qatar adopt a proactive and comprehensive strategy to eliminate de jure and de facto discrimination on any grounds and against all children, paying particular attention to girls, children with disabilities, children born out of wedlock and children of migrant workers. 
UN information (Paragraph 13)
Recommendations from IDA

· To adopt a global strategy to prevent and eliminate discrimination against children with disabilities and to ensure their inclusion in the mainstream education system.

NICARAGUA
Based on recommendations of the Human Rights Committee and CRC, the Compilation of UN information raise the issue of the high illiteracy rate among the disabled population and encouraged Nicaragua to ensure that policies and practices in relation to children with disabilities take due regard of the Standard Rules on the Equalization of Opportunities for Persons with Disabilities. In the stakeholders´ Information, CODENI
 noted that only 3 per cent of the population with disabilities know that Law 202 protects the rights of persons with disabilities.

Recommendations from IDA
· To adopt an inclusive education strategy to increase the attendance of children with disabilities in regular education system.

· To adopt necessary measures to speed up the review of the Law 202 (on the Prevention, Rehabilitation and Equal Opportunities for persons with disabilities), which is now in the process of being reviewed by The Human Rights Commission of Nicaraguan Parliament.
ITALY
Both Compilation of UN information and the summary of stakeholders´ information raise the issue of the education of children with disabilities. Also, the Italian NGO Group for the Convention on the Rights of the Child, recommended adopt a new National Plan for Childhood.

Recommendations from IDA
· To strengthen efforts to address the high dropout rate school of persons with disabilities.

· To adopt a new National Plan for Childhood including the protection of the rights of children with disabilities and addressing the inadequate training of teachers and other personnel involved in the education of children with disabilities.

EL SALVADOR
Based on recommendations of the CRC, the Compilation of UN information raised the issue of the persistent discrimination faced by children with disabilities. In the Stakeholders´ information, The Office of the Procurator for the Protection of Human Rights raised the issue of guaranteeing equal access to voting for women, persons with disabilities, and others.

Recommendations from IDA

· To adopt effective measures to prevent and eliminate discrimination against children with disabilities.

· To adopt targeted measures to ensure persons with disabilities can exercise their right to vote on an equal basis with others.
GAMBIA
Based on the recommendations of the CRC, the compilation of UN information raised the issue of the discrimination against children with disabilities, it recommended the implementing alternatives to the institutionalization of children with disabilities and the training of personnel who working with children with disabilities. Also, the UN information noted that the African Commission on Human and Peoples’ Rights ordered the Government to replace, as soon as possible, the Lunatics Detention Act with a new legislative scheme for mental health that was compatible with the African Charter on Human and Peoples’ Rights, as well as more specific international standards for the protection of persons with disabilities.

Recommendations from IDA

· To consider ratifying the CRPD and its Optional Protocol.

· To adopt a global strategy to eliminate discrimination against children with disabilities, ensuring that children with psychosocial disabilities (mental health concerns) are included, which will prevent their institutionalization and ensure their inclusion in mainstream education.

· To ensure that any legislative scheme for mental health eliminates compulsory detention and treatment, which may constitute acts of torture or ill-treatment (see A/63/175) and discriminates against persons with disabilities.

BOLIVIA
Both Compilation of UN information and the summary of stakeholders´ information raised the issues of  the discrimination against persons with disabilities, in particular, women with disabilities, also, the summary of stakeholders´ information recommended adopt measures to ensure technical and financial resources to implement plans and programs addressed to reversing the exclusion and inequality that affect people with disabilities.

· To adopt measures to ensure the access to women with disabilities to public institutions, health care, basic social services and benefits.
· To adopt an education strategy to eliminate discriminatory attitudes towards persons with disabilities all over the country and in particular in rural areas.

FIJI
Both Compilation of UN information and the summary of stakeholders´ information raised the situation of children with disabilities, also, the stakeholders´ information indicated that health services are often inaccessible and are not properly equipped to assist persons with disabilities. Persons with mental illness are more vulnerable as there is limited community and family support and they are ill-treated by health professionals.

Recommendations from IDA

· To consider ratifying the CRPD and its Optional Protocol.

· To adopt targeted measures to ensure effective integration of children with disabilities in regular education system, ensure their access to health services, as well as ceasing the institutionalization of any children by reason of disability.

· To adopt measures to ensure that persons with mental (psychosocial) disabilities have access to a range of options for support, and the right and freedom to choose among them, and to end all forms of discrimination and ill-treatment against persons with mental (psychosocial) disabilities, including ill-treatment by health professionals.  

SAN MARINO
In the summary of stakeholders´ information, the CoE Commissioner recommended that San Marino establish procedural rules for involuntary confinement of persons with mental disabilities. He observed that San Marino does not provide a legal framework for involuntary confinement and stressed that legal provisions regulating such cases should be shaped to avoid the risk of arbitrariness.The European Committee for the Prevention of Torture and Inhuman or Degrading Treatment or Punishment (CoE CPT) expressed similar concerns in 2005.

· To ensure that any laws that may exist which permit interdiction or involuntary confinement on the basis of disability are repealed or treated as null and void in order to give effect to CRPD articles 12, 14, 17 and 25.
KAZAKHSTAN
The Compilation of the UN information raise the issue of the discrimination against children with disabilities. The summary of Stakeholders´ information recommended the adoption of special legislation on the rights of disabled and the rights of elderly people in compliance with relevant UN standards.

· To consider ratifying the CRPD and its Optional Protocol.

· To adopt measures to prevent and eliminate discrimination against children with disabilities as well as ensure the effective integration of children with disabilities in regular education system.

ANGOLA
Both Compilation of UN information and the summary of stakeholders´ information raised the problems of the social security in relating with persons with disabilities, also the Compilation of UN information raise the issue of the discrimination against children with disabilities.

· To consider ratifying the CRPD and its Optional Protocol.

· To adopt legislative measures explicitly to prohibit all forms of discrimination against persons with disabilities.

IRAN
Based on the recommendations of the CRC, the compilation of UN information raised the issue of the low number of disabled children attending school, while the summary of stakeholders´ information raise that people with disabilities are among others the most susceptible to homelessness.

Recommendations from IDA

· To adopt necessary measures to increase the low number of disabled children attending school.

· To address the structural nature and various dimensions of poverty faced by persons with disabilities.  

MADAGASCAR
The Compilation of the UN information, based on the recommendations of the Human Rights Committee, welcomed the efforts undertaken to improve the situation of certain categories of vulnerable groups, in particular persons infected with the HIV/AIDS virus and persons with disabilities.

· To consider ratifying the CRPD and its Optional Protocol.

IRAQ
Based on the recommendations of the CRC, the compilation of UN information raised the issue of the lack of facilities and specialized services for persons with disabilities, while the summary of stakeholders´ information raise the situation of children with disabilities and  recommended the adoption of a law on persons with disabilities.

Recommendations from IDA

· To consider ratifying the CRPD and its Optional Protocol.

· To adopt targeted measures to ensure the adoption of a national law on disabilities which should be in line with the CRPD.

· To adopt measures to prevent and eliminate discrimination against children with disabilities as well as to increase the school attendance of children with disabilities.

SLOVENIA
The Compilation of the UN information encouraged Slovenia to address the low enrolment of female children with disabilities in school, while the summary of Stakeholders´ information recommend improve the situation of the conditions of detained persons suffering from mental disturbance or illness as well as improving mental health services.

· To adopt targeted measures to address the low enrolment of female children with disabilities in school.

· To take measures to address the needs of prisoners with psychosocial disabilities in line with the principles of the CRPD, including respect for their right to make decisions about mental health care and services, and to reasonable accommodation (see CRPD Article 14.2).

EGYPT
The compilation of UN information raise that less than 20 per cent of children with disabilities in Upper Egypt were benefiting from public services including health, education and social welfare, while the summary of stakeholders´ information noted discrimination against persons with disabilities in accessing universities and that the legal provision to assign to them 5 per cent of public jobs is contradicted.

· To adopt measures for the protection and promotion of the rights of children with disabilities and enforcing existing legislation to ensure that children with disabilities have equal access to social, educational, health and others services.

BOSNIA AND HERZEGOVINA
Based on the recommendations of the CRC, the compilation of UN information recommended that the State strengthen measures to prevent and eliminate de facto discrimination against children with disabilities, while the summary of stakeholders´ information raise that although the Law on Education provides for the inclusion of children with disabilities, inclusion does not exist in practice.
