58. Barbados praised the steps taken to improve ... the rights of ... persons with disabilities.

59. Nigeria ... praised the special attention paid by the Government to the welfare of persons with disabilities through the establishment of special schools and the provision of financial assistance for their special devices.

61. The delegation thanked the States for their encouragement and recommendations they had made and assured that its children were its future leaders and that it was committed to ensuring that they would receive best education and health opportunities, which included equal opportunities and good quality of life for children with disabilities.

39. Argentina recognized Haiti's efforts to overcome the challenges to reconstruct the country after the earthquake of 2010. Argentina welcomed Haiti's progresses made for the creation of a State Secretariat for the Integration of Persons with Disabilities. Argentina made recommendations.

68. Costa Rica acknowledged Haiti's difficult socio-economic situation after the earthquake and its human rights commitment. It noted Haiti's efforts to consolidate a democratic State, creating and strengthening its institutions, namely the Ombudsman, Ministry of Gender and Women Rights and State Secretariat for the Integration of Persons with Disabilities. ... A. Presentation by the State under review

11. Protecting human rights in difficult times, while challenging, is the most important task of any government. In recent decades a notable shift of emphasis has occurred, whereby human rights are defined in the context of market interests and ownership entitlements at the cost of public interests. This should be discussed by the international community in a forum similar to the present review. The delegation indicated that when faced with a choice between property and financial rights on the one hand and the rights of disabled persons and socially vulnerable on the other, priority should be given to rights of the latter.

B. Interactive dialogue and responses by the State under review

25. The United Kingdom of Great Britain and Northern Ireland noted that Iceland had signed the Convention on the Rights of Persons with Disabilities, but that it had not yet been ratified. ...

53. Hungary also took positive note of action on the rights of persons with disabilities and in particular the fact that Icelandic Sign Language has been recognized as the first language of deaf people. Hungary made recommendations.

56. ... Afghanistan acknowledged Iceland's legislation on gender equality and its efforts to combat discrimination and racism against minority groups, persons with disabilities and immigrants. Afghanistan made recommendations.

58. Israel noted efforts made by Iceland regarding ... and the rights of persons with disabilities. ... It made recommendations.

7. [Delegation of Ireland] ... Mental Capacity legislation for ratification of the Convention on the Rights of Persons with Disabilities was progressing. 

10. It reiterated that it was never acceptable for any government ... to exclude disabled persons from inclusion;

29. Work on the preparation of the necessary Mental Capacity Bill to allow ratification of the Convention on the Rights of Persons with Disabilities was proceeding. A revised strategy for housing for people with disabilities had been launched.

30. The Minister for Disabilities had reviewed arrangements for monitoring implementation of the national disability strategy.

31. The government attached great importance to having accessible, affordable arrangements in place in order that those whose rights have been infringed can vindicate their rights, especially the most vulnerable in society.

B. Interactive dialogue and responses by the State under review

57. France recalled that Ireland had not yet ratified the Convention on the Rights of Persons with Disabilities and inquired about the obstacles for this ratification. France made recommendations.

57. [sic.] [Canada] Ireland made progress in protecting the rights of persons with disabilities through, inter alia, passage of the Disability Act 2005, the Education or Persons with Special Needs Act 2004, and the Health Act 2007. Canada made a recommendation.

61. Turkey noted reports that the education system in Ireland is still mainly dominated by the Catholic Church. It referred to reports on the abuse of children while in institutional care included acts that amounted to torture and degrading treatment. Turkey asked or Ireland's evaluation on the situations, and comments on those reports. Turkey made recommendations.

67. Australia commended the Government's commitment to promptly ratify the Convention on the Rights of Persons with Disabilities. Australia made recommendations.

81. Austria commended Ireland for its commitment to ratify the Convention on the Rights of Persons with Disabilities and requested further information on Ireland's intention to ratify the Optional Protocol to this Convention. Austria made recommendations.

86. Peru recognised significant progress made by Ireland through the establishment of national bodies, inter alia, the Irish Human Rights commission, the National Authority for Disabilities. Peru made recommendations.

87. Mexico expressed hope that the provisions contained in the instruments to which Ireland is party in be fully implemented and that CRPD be ratified as soon as possible. Mexico made recommendations.

102. Germany noted that Ireland has signed in 2007 the Convention on the Rights of Persons with Disabilities and inquired about the status of the ratification of that Convention.

[Government of Moldova] The Ministry of Education launched a programme "Friendly schools for all" in 2010, with a view to creating an environment favourable for the development of mutual respect and tolerance and free from violence and all forms of discrimination on the ground of sex, ethnicity or status of health. In 2011, the Government also approved the Programme on inclusive education with the objective of creating conditions for the inclusion of children who had not been in public school system as well as those studying in regular schools but in need of special education.

61. ... The Government had also adopted the National Strategy to reform the residential care system and increased the state funding for this purpose. The number of children in the institutions had decreased by 40 percent.

34. ... Nepal praised ... Thailand’s commitments to the righto work, rights of children, persons with disabilities, elderly and marginalized groups. Nepal made recommendations.

37. On the death penalty, Thailand re-emphasized that it had abolished the death penalty for persons under eighteen and was no longer applying capital punishment on pregnant women and persons suffering from mental disorders.

81. ... [Thailand] was ready to extend an open invitation to all Special Procedures. Thailand plans to organize a series of follow-up workshops to raise awareness of the UPR recommendations and to form an alliance with the public and civil society in translating these recommendations into action. It also plans to integrate the UPR recommendations into its National Human Rights Plan of Action and set up a monitoring mechanism to ensure progress. Thailand intends to work with the OHCHR, treaty bodies and special procedures of the Human Rights Council in the implementation process.

Voluntary pledges and commitments

85. Thailand will become a Party to the Convention for the Protection of All Persons from Enforced Disappearance, the ILO Conventions No. 87 on Freedom of Association and Protection of the Right to Organize and No. 98 on the Rights to Organize and Collective Bargaining.

86. Thailand will withdraw its reservation to Article 16 of the Convention on the Elimination of All Forms of Discrimination against Women. We will also withdraw our interpretive declarations to Articles 6 and 9 of the International Covenant on Civil and Political Rights and Article 18 of the Convention on the Rights of Persons with Disabilities.

87. Thailand will amend its laws to be more in alignment with international human rights instruments, which includes ensuring that criminal laws are aligned with the Convention against Torture and the Convention for the Protection of all Persons from Enforced Disappearance and improving the laws to better protect women and children.

88. Thailand will issue a standing invitation to all the special procedures of the Human Rights Council.

89. Thailand will accelerate our efforts to reform the justice system and strengthen law enforcement.

90. Thailand will enhance human rights protection for migrant workers and will redouble our efforts to prevent human trafficking, especially through enhancing the labour inspection system.

91. Thailand will promote the right to education for disadvantaged and marginalized children so that these children are able to access education for all on an equal basis with others.

92. Thailand will strengthen the implementation of the National Human Rights Action Plan.
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Timor-Leste

14. Regarding appeals to Timor-Leste to ratify additional international human rights conventions and instruments, it was indicated that these have largely been accepted with the ratification of seven human rights conventions and their incorporation into national law. Timor-Leste stated that it considered implementation, in a manner consistent with already ratified instruments, to be more important than acceding to new conventions.

B. Interactive dialogue and responses by the State under review

A. Presentation by the State under review
26. Trinidad and Tobago has adopted and strengthened its policies to promote the better integration of differently-abled, is the availability of fully-funded home care and assistance from health care professionals. Additionally, special provision has been made for the integration of children living with disabilities into the educational system.
38. Algeria noted Trinidad and Tobago’s engagement with human rights manifested in its programs, notably the Program of Financial Aid for needy patients and for those suffering chronic diseases. It noted the “eConnect and Learn” program, as well as its considerable advances in the fight against discrimination. It noted that the situation of women remained a challenge. It made recommendations.

42. Cuba noted Trinidad and Tobago’s progress in the fields of health and education, despite the challenges that persist in the Caribbean country. It noted the country had achieved universal primary and secondary education and achieved goal 3 of the third Millennium Development goal by eliminating disparities between sexes in primary and secondary education. It also highlighted the “eConnect and Learn” program and the creation of the Fund for Life of Children and programs for the treatment of non-transmissible diseases, cancer and anti-retroviral drugs. It made recommendations.

47. Australia welcomed the government’s commitment to better protect the rights of women, children, the elderly, and the disabled, and to advance to economic and social rights of its citizens. ... It made recommendations.

49. New Zealand noted that successive governments had repudiated the use of torture and acknowledged the need to make improvements in prison conditions. It also noted that the government is currently considering a draft national policy on persons with disabilities and as well a draft disabilities bill. ... It made recommendations.

76. Morocco ... noted measures undertaken towards persons with disabilities and welcomed the initiative “direct effect” which refers to both the disabled and elderly. ... It made recommendations.
80. Barbados acknowledged the Trinidad and Tobago’s efforts to improving housing standards for most vulnerable, its efforts at promoting gender equality, the rights of children, persons with disabilities and decent work for all including the adoption of the minimum wages order 2010. It noted steps to review legislation so as to ensure due process and the equal treatment of all before the law.

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Uganda

12. Uganda is a signatory to the UN Convention on the Rights of People with Disabilities and enacted the Persons with Disabilities Act, 2006. The Act promotes affirmative action for [persons with disabilities] including: education; voting rights and the right to work. [Persons with disabilities] are represented in both Parliament and Local Councils.

B. Interactive dialogue and responses by the State under review

36. Zimbabwe noted Uganda’s successes in addressing fundamental human rights in the field of ... and persons with disabilities’ rights. It was impressed by the work of the various established commissions. Zimbabwe appealed to the international community to assist Uganda regarding capacity building when requested. Zimbabwe made recommendations.

37. The Russian Federation noted the establishment of the commission of human rights, commission of amnesty, and the national councils on the rights of children and women. It noted the Act being adopted on persons with disabilities, in line with the Convention on the Rights of Persons with Disabilities. These measures were conducive to further strengthening of human rights. It made recommendations.

40. [Nepal] also commended the success achieved in the areas such as ... disabled persons ... . Uganda’s National Development Plan was noted. Nepal made recommendations.

50. Senegal stated that Uganda’s national report provided useful information on various measures taken for ... and other vulnerable groups such as persons with disabilities... .

75. Slovenia asked Uganda what measure they have been taken to ... b) stop the widespread discrimination against persons with disabilities and to provide them with equal opportunities; ... . Slovenia made recommendations.

98. Mauritius commended Uganda’s institutional strengthening of its human rights infrastructure including the “A” status Human Rights Commission; the ratification and domestication of regional and international human rights instruments; the National Development Plan, and measures taken regarding the right to health and education and persons with disabilities’ rights. It called upon the international community to provide technical assistance to Uganda.

B. Presentation by the State under review

7. The thematic areas included in the national report were agreed upon by stakeholders: ... persons with disabilities, ... .

13. On Violence and Discrimination against Persons with albinism, recently Tanzania faced a spate of horrific attacks against persons with albinism perpetrated by groups of criminals purporting to profit from sinister beliefs in witchcraft. Tanzania took deliberate measures to reverse the trend through education, advocacy campaigns, and prosecutions attracting severe punishments. Tanzania will continue to sustain these efforts and appeal to its Development Partners to continue with their support.

14. Apart from the establishment of National Task Force to deal with the problem, the Government fast tracked investigations and prosecutions of cases concerning the killings of persons with albinism. Consequently, out of 57 incidents which were reported between 2007 and January 2011, a total of 14 suspects were apprehended and charged with murder. Investigations are ongoing with respect to the remaining suspects. From January 2011 to date, there has not been any reported incident of violence against persons with albinism.

15. The National Disability Policy requires the Government and stakeholders to provide a conducive environment for inclusive education that takes care of special needs of children with disabilities. In addition, the Government provides them with medical services and continues to encourage stakeholders to support the disadvantaged people including those with albinism. Two persons with albinism were elected Members of the Parliament during the 2010 General elections.

B. Interactive dialogue and responses by the State under review

36. Finland, commenting on restrictions to the education of persons with disabilities, asked about the government’s actions to fully implement the Act on persons with disabilities and the strategy on inclusive education. ... Finland made recommendations.

41. ... Among the important challenges facing Tanzania, Canada mentioned ..., attacks against persons with albinism, ... . Canada made recommendations.

42. ... [Nepal] commended the commitment to social security rights of persons with disabilities. Nepal urged the international community to provide technical assistance. Nepal made recommendations.

44. ...Hungary learned that persons with albinism faced threat of violence and death. ... Hungary made recommendations.

45. ... Poland inquired on measures taken to combat violence against people with albinism. Poland made recommendations.

47. ... Slovakia commended Tanzania for the ratification of the Convention on the Rights of Persons with Disabilities and its Optional Protocol. Slovakia made recommendations.

51. Australia commended Tanzania’s ratification of the Convention on the Rights of Persons with Disabilities and its Optional Protocol. ... Australia made recommendations.

52. Germany commended Tanzania for its action taken to address the killings of people with albinism and inquired on measures taken to prevent the killing of older women accused of witchcraft. ... Germany made recommendations.

59. ... Spain asked on measures taken by Tanzania to bringing to an end the killing of albinos and elderly women. Spain made recommendations.
