Some suggestions for recommendations for 
Bahrain, Ecuador, Indonesia and South Africa

Based on feedback received from reliable country sources, IDA would like to suggest the following recommendations to be made to the countries which are under review in the upcoming UPR session in May-June 2012.

Bahrain

1. To ensure the participation of men and women with disabilities in all policy settings especially those related to the UPR process, gender mainstreaming and other development issues.

2. To initiate immediately the process of modifying or abolishing existing laws, regulations, customs and practices that constitute discrimination against persons with disabilities; 

3. To initiate an awareness raising process on the Convention on the Rights of Persons with Disabilities (CRPD)among government officials and organisations of persons with disabilities in Bahrain

4. To adopt a national policy on children with disabilities, which should include the required steps to establish an inclusive education system. 
Indonesia
1. Indonesia should start immediately the process towards community-based services, in particular for people with intellectual and psychosocial disabilities, in order to replace the many large institutions and also, smaller "social" homes, where people are kept in very abusive situations.
2.  Indonesia should establish a regulatory framework and budget to be attached to Law 19 at national level, to ensure implementation. In view of its decentralized legal system, it is also critical that at provincial levels, local regulatory frameworks (PERDA) are put in place which accord with Law 19.
3. Ensure that the law provides for reasonable accommodation for persons with disabilities in all areas of life, including in the workplace, and that its denial is recognised as disability-based discrimination explicitly within the law.
4. Address the heightened risk for women with disabilities of becoming victims of domestic violence and abuse, by adopting, among others, urgent measures to ensure that both services and information for victims are made accessible to women with disabilities.
5. To guarantee in the law that all persons with disabilities can exercise their right to vote and to participate in public affairs on an equal basis with others.

Ecuador

1. Undertake a systematic revision of all disability-specific and general legislation to ensure its alignment with the Convention on the Rights of Persons with Disabilities.
2. To strengthen the involvement of organisations of persons with disabilities in the design of policies and programmes affecting persons with disabilities through the support to independent organisations representing the different disability groups.
3. Adopt measures in the law to ensure the implementation of inclusive education of children with disabilities, such as the obligatory training of all teachers (beyond special education teachers), to require individual education plans for all students, ensure the availability of assistive devices and support in classrooms, educational materials and curricula, ensure the accessibility of physical school environments, encourage the teaching of sign language and disability culture, allocate budget for all of the above.
South Africa

1. The South African Government should undertake a systematic review of its national legislation to align it to the UN Convention on the Rights of Persons with Disabilities and establish an independent monitoring mechanism as stated in Article 33 (2) of the Convention.
2. The South African Government should take legislative measures to criminalize torture and to ratify OPCAT so as to establish a National Preventative Mechanism to ensure through its monitoring work the prevention of cruel, inhuman and degrading treatment in institutions, where persons are deprived of their liberty. 
3. The South African Government, as a signatory to this Convention on the Elimination of all Forms of Racial Discrimination, should take effective measures to combat rising levels of intolerance and crime against marginalized and discriminated groups.
