Of the recommendations that were made to the countries under review, some were accepted right away, while for other recommendations, the countries that were reviewed have decided to wait until the Human Rights Council’s twenty-fourth session (9 to 27 September) to indicate whether they accept or reject those recommendations.

Summary of the proceedings of the review process

B.
Interactive dialogue and responses by the State under review

32.
China commended the National Action Programme on poverty eradication and promotion of sustainable development. It noted domestic violence legislation, improved maternal and child health and protection of rights of persons with disabilities, and measures to eradicate trafficking of human beings.

81.
Senegal welcomed improvements to the human rights legal framework, including the adoption of new legislation, action plans and measures in support of judicial reform, and steps taken to combat corruption and promote the employment of persons with disabilities.

II.
Conclusions and/or recommendations

109.
The following recommendations will be examined by Azerbaijan which will provide responses in due time, but no later than the 24th session of the Human Rights Council in September 2013:

109.150. Establish a clear legal definition of disability (Spain);

109.151. Redouble efforts to implement the National Action Plan to set up social institutions in order to create further opportunities of work for persons with disabilities to improve standards of employment and integrate them in the labour market (Bahrain);

109.152. Consider strengthening measures aimed at the protection and integration of persons with disabilities, especially children with disabilities (Argentina);

109.153. Strengthen measures already adopted with regard to the rights of children with disabilities (Spain);

109.154. Undertake further measures to protect social rights, including the rights of children, women and persons with disabilities (Uzbekistan);

Presentation by the State under review



8.
The Minister highlighted the role of the National Women Development Policy, 2011 in advancing women’s empowerment and the stringent laws on domestic violence prevention, anti-trafficking and pornography control to combat violence against women. She underlined the Government’s success in reducing child and infant mortality and current focus on increasing retention rate in schools, combating malnutrition and stunting, and eliminating child labour from hazardous sectors. The Foreign Minister referred to the National Labour Policy and the recent amendments to the Labour Act of 2006 to ensure better workplace safety and collective bargaining for workers. She also raised the human rights concerns of migrant workers and flagged the Expatriates Welfare Act, 2013 to promote their rights and well-being. The Foreign Minister elaborated on the concrete measures taken by her Government to protect the rights of the vulnerable and marginalized groups in society, including persons with disabilities and refugees, among others.

Interactive dialogue and responses by the State under review

34.
Slovakia noted Bangladesh’ efforts to advance in human rights and commended the ratification of CRPD, OP-CRPD and the Rome Statute of the ICC.

79.
Bhutan noted the establishment of numerous domestic legislative framework and institutional mechanisms to enhance the protection of rights of the most vulnerable such as women, children, persons with disabilities and minorities.

108.
Iraq congratulated Bangladesh on acceding to the CRPD since the UPR 1st cycle and on its efforts related to human rights, health and education. It asked what measures have been taken to strengthen gender equality.

113.
Kyrgyzstan noted Bangladesh’s reforms to strengthen its legislative, institutional and policy mechanisms, especially in combatting human trafficking, smuggling and related crimes and its draft legislation to protect persons with disabilities.

129.

Summary of the proceedings of the review process
A.
Presentation by the State under review
21.
Concernant la situation des personnes handicapées, le Burkina Faso a ratifié la Convention relative aux droits des personnes handicapées et a adopté une loi spécifique de  mise en œuvre. En outre, un décret portant mesures sociales en faveur des personnes handicapées adopté en 2012 leur réserve 10%  dans le recrutement  aux emplois de la fonction publique et dans les établissements publics de l’Etat. Aussi, un cadre de concertation réunissant les acteurs intervenant dans le domaine de la défense des droits des personnes handicapées a été mis en place.

B.
Interactive dialogue and responses by the State under review
35.
Venezuela (Bolivarian Republic of) welcomed the creation of the National Human Rights Commission and the Ministry of Human Rights, the ratification of UNCRPD and OP-CAT, and the death penalty moratorium. It noted improved school attendance and maternal and child health. Venezuela made recommendations.

39.
Angola welcomed the promotion of good governance and democratic process. It noted the ratification of OP-CAT, UNCRPD, ICCPED and the UNESCO Convention on Discrimination in Education, establishment of the Ministry of Human Rights and National Human Rights Commission, and follow-up of past recommendations. 

43.
Austria acknowledged the creation of the Ministry of Human Rights and ratification of UNCRPD. It was concerned about child labour in agriculture and gold mining and poor judicial process. It enquired about what was being done to protect women from discrimination. Austria made recommendations.

45.
Bangladesh acknowledged ratification of UNCRPD and adoption of the National Health Development Plan 2011-2020. It noted concerns about the situation of women, child mortality and education, as well as the need for a related comprehensive strategy and better gender equality.

55.
Chile welcomed progress in implementing recommendations and normative and institutional reform, notably ratification of CAT, ICCPED, UNCRPD and the UNESCO Convention against Discrimination in Education. Chile made recommendations.

60.
Cyprus welcomed the ratification of the UNESCO Convention against Discrimination in Education, OP-CAT, UNCRPD and OP-UNCRPD. Challenges remained in children’s rights, despite the adoption of a strategic policy framework, establishment of a National Council and a reporting hotline. Cyprus made a recommendation.

79.
France welcomed the ratification of UNCRPD, ICCPED and OP-CAT and the adoption of a National Action Plan on Human Rights and Promotion of Civic Responsibility. France made recommendations.

91.
Lesotho stated that the establishment of the Ministry of Human Rights and the assistance to persons with disabilities were among the many remarkable achievements secured by Burkina Faso, but that it faced some challenges in ensuring equal rights for its citizens. Lesotho encouraged Burkina Faso to continue to improve its policies and programmes and to accede to outstanding human rights instruments.

Slovakia recognised Burkina Faso’s ratification of international human rights instruments, including CRPD and its OP, CPED and the OP to CAT, and commended its legal and institutional measures on combatting trafficking of persons, gender equality and its zero tolerance for FGM. It made recommendations.

Interactive dialogue and responses by the State under review

36.
Spain noted Cameroon’s legislative reforms, including measures to protect and promote the rights of persons with disabilities, fight against trafficking in persons and the government’s reorganization for better compliance with its commitment on human rights. It made recommendations.

46.
Venezuela (Bolivarian Republic of) noted Cameroon’s 

investments in livestock and fish production to guarantee food availability. It highlighted its strides towards universal and free education and measures to improve the situation of persons with disabilities. It made a recommendation.

49.
Afghanistan recognized steps to promote and protect human rights, including the rights of persons with disabilities, right to work, to food and access to employment. It commended Cameroon’s ratification of international instruments and the Growth and Employment Strategy. Afghanistan made recommendations.

50.
Algeria commended the National Plan of Action to Promote and Protect Human Rights; the Five Year Protection Plan against FGM; the National Human Rights Education Program; measures to improve socio-economic rights; the Inter-Ministerial Committee; and the law for persons with disabilities. It made recommendations.

55.
Bangladesh noted the positive actions taken to ensure the right to food, work and employment, health, education and rights of persons with disabilities.

66.
Burkina Faso encouraged Cameroon to continue adopting measures to improve the administration of justice, to go on with the guarantee of care services, particularly regarding maternal and child health, adopting the five-year action plan against FGM, guarantee the rights of persons with disabilities, and request support from the relevant UN agencies.

70.
Cape Verde highlighted the National Human Rights Education Programme, a Platform including a programme of Fight Against Violence Towards Women, creation of an inter-ministerial committee of Prevention and Fight against Trafficking in Persons and a law on the protection of persons with disabilities.  It made recommendations.

73.
China noted Cameroon’s validation of the National Plan of Action on Human Rights and its combat to fight corruption. It noted the government’s efforts to ensure food security and to provide medical care and special benefits to persons with disabilities. It highlighted the increase of education facilities. It made recommendations.

78.
Cuba acknowledged Cameroon’s respect of equality, social harmony, tolerance and non-discrimination and the guarantee of the rights of children, women, minorities, people with disabilities and vulnerable groups. It recognized progress in the education and health fields. Cuba made a recommendation.

95.
Guatemala noted Cameroon’s progress in human rights, demonstrated by ratifying OP-CAT, establishing a multi-level National Human Rights Education Programme and enacting a law on the protection and well-being of persons with disabilities. It made recommendations.

98.
Indonesia welcomed Cameroon’s adoption of a National Action Plan for promoting and protecting human rights, it’s National Gender Policy, its 5-year action plan for combatting FGM and its legislation protecting persons with disabilities. It welcomed the establishment of the inter-ministerial committee for monitoring implementation of recommendations of international and regional mechanisms. It commended the actions in education and children’s rights. It made recommendations.

103.
Malaysia welcomed Cameroon’s progress in combatting violence against women, children’s rights and poverty in response to UPR 1st cycle recommendations, as well as in education, health, rights to food and of disabled persons. It commended it for adopting its Growth and Employment Strategy Paper. It appreciated the sincerity in highlighting the challenges it faces. It made recommendations.

106.
Mexico highlighted Cameroon’s ratification of OP-CAT and ICRMW, encouraging continuing this process. It recognised legal initiatives to strengthen independence of the National Commission of Human Rights and Freedoms. It welcomed efforts for persons with disabilities’ welfare, and to combat violence and discrimination against women. It made recommendations.

108.
Morocco noted Cameroon’s initiative to strengthen its normative and institutional framework in relation to human rights. It commended Cameroon for its interest in protecting all vulnerable categories, in particular persons with disabilities. It congratulated it for its praiseworthy efforts to fight corruption through establishment of an important national system.

118.
The Democratic People’s Republic of Korea noted Cameroon’s ratification of several international instruments, including OP-CAT and OP-CRC-AC. It commended its efforts made to protect the rights of human rights defenders and persons with disabilities. It took note of the concerns expressed by the Human rights Committee and CAT. It made recommendations.

131.
The following recommendations will be examined by Cameroon which will provide responses in due time, but no later than the 24th session of the Human Rights Council in September 2013:

Continue the efforts made to ratify the following conventions: International Convention for the Protection of All Persons from Enforced Disappearance; Optional Protocol to the Convention on the Rights of Persons with Disabilities; International Convention on the Protection of the Rights of All Migrant Workers and Members of Their Families; and Optional Protocol to the Convention against Torture and Other Cruel, Inhuman or Degrading Treatment or Punishment (Argentina);

Summary of the proceedings of the review process
A.
Presentation by the State under review
7.
She (H.E. Ms. Elissa Golberg, Ambassador and Permanent Representative of Canada to the United Nations at Geneva) outlined some developments since the last review, reporting that Canada ratified the Convention on the Rights of Persons with Disabilities (CRDP) in 2010.

8.
Efforts to strengthen the relationship between Aboriginal peoples and other Canadians are fundamental to reconciliation and to paving the way for the full participation of Aboriginal people in the social, economic and cultural prosperity of Canada.

B.
Interactive dialogue and responses by the State under review

16.
Chile valued the Canadian efforts to eliminate violence against women and the ratification of CRPD. Chile asked whether Canada would accept a visit’s request presented by the Special Rapporteur on the rights of indigenous peoples. Chile made recommendations.

20.
Cuba highlighted the measures taken in the areas of education, gender equality, persons with disabilities and the elderly. It noted that indigenous peoples continued to suffer disadvantages. It also mentioned the persistence of racism. Cuba made recommendations.

40.
Germany appreciated the ratification of the CRPD and the endorsement of the UNDRIP and encouraged its implementation. Germany was concerned about reports of violence against indigenous women and encouraged strengthening efforts. It made recommendations.

44.
Hungary commended the ratification of the CRPD. It referred to criticism by civil society of the implementation of the 2002 Anti-terrorist Act and Public Safety Act and the impending implementation of the balanced Refugee Reform Act and asked about these legislation. It made recommendations.

51.
Japan inquired about Canada’s assessment of violence against Aboriginal women, the realization of the right to health among Aboriginal peoples, measures meant to improve the situation, and challenges identified/ steps taken to meet CRPD obligations. Japan made a recommendation.

59.
Montenegro praised ratification of the Palermo Protocol and the Convection on Rights of Persons with Disabilities. It asked about plans to advance the inclusion of children with disabilities into general educational institutions and regulations addressing racist violence. Montenegro made recommendations.

67.
Paraguay noted the progress achieved in the follow-up of the first cycle’s recommendations, in particular in combating discrimination against indigenous peoples, violence against women and children, and measures in favour of the elderly and persons with disabilities. Paraguay made a recommendation.

68.
Peru acknowledged the ratification of CRPD, the endorsement of the United Nations Declaration on the Rights of Indigenous Peoples and the adoption in 2012 of a plan to combat trafficking in persons. Peru made recommendations.

70.
Qatar commended Canada for improving the quality of education and health services and for its policies and legislations to protect human rights particularly the rights of persons with disabilities. It, commended Canada’s establishment of a working group to provide job opportunities to persons with disabilities.

83.
Senegal commended the positive developments occurred since the first review, notably those in favour of indigenous peoples, the elderly and persons with disabilities. It also praised the actions to combat violence against women and childr en. Senegal made recommendations.86.
Slovenia welcomed efforts to address violence against women, but noted Special Rapporteur and treaty body reports of continuing widespread violence against indigenous women. Slovenia made a recommendation.

84.
Sierra Leone noted that Canada widely disseminated the outcome of the first review. It also addressed issues raised then, such as the rights indigenous peoples and the protection of women and children from trafficking. It made recommendations.

85.
Slovakia welcomed, inter alia, the ratification of CRPD in 2010. It appreciated the regular contributions made by Canada to OHCHR budget, including to the United Nations Voluntary Fund for Victims of Torture. It made recommendations.

97.
Turkey referred to Canada embracing system, not only for refugees and the oppressed, but also for professionals, innovators and investors. It noted however, negative reports in the implementation of the rights of migrants, refugees, persons with disabilities, women and aboriginal peoples. It made recommendations.

103.
Afghanistan noted various initiatives to implement UPR recommendations, to improve socio-economic conditions of its citizens, especially the First Nations and Aboriginal people, in areas such as health, education, housing, and protection of persons with disabilities; and promoting social inclusion and equality.

107.
Australia commended progress in implementing UPR recommendations, including on human trafficking and persons with disabilities. It noted improvements in monitoring violence against indigenous women but was concerned by shortcomings in data collection. Australia made recommendations.

116.
Cambodia noted efforts for promoting social inclusion and equality, combatting racial discrimination and protecting women and children from violence. It welcomed Canada’s CRPD ratification and its Action Plan to Combat Human Trafficking. Cambodia made recommendations.

129.

The delegation headed by Mr. José Carlos Lopes Correia, Minister of Justice, noted that appreciation and respect for human rights is a part of the socio-cultural heritage of Cape Verdean people and that the Constitution recognizes, among others, the inviolability and inalienability of human rights as the basis of all human communities and of peace and justice.

37.
In order to supplement its social policies to combat poverty, in particular in the rural area, the State currently provides, to a group representing about 4.7 per cent of the population, and which includes the elderly and vulnerable or disabled children and adults, with a minimum non-contributory.

38.
Cape Verde noted that the Constitution requires that public authorities ensure the special protection of persons with disabilities and that this was further reflected in a law adopted in 2000. It indicated that the National Council on Disability, an advisory body, works in partnership with the Government to propose, coordinate and monitor the implementation of national policies. The Government encourages businesses that hire persons with disabilities by providing tax incentives.

39.
It noted however, that despite the measures taken, persons with disabilities continue to face obstacles in their daily lives such as gaining access to public buildings and that public authorities promote and encourage associations of persons with disabilities.

B.
Interactive dialogue and responses by the State under review
60.
Germany noted ratification of human rights instruments and efforts to combat gender-based violence. It raised concerns about cases of mistreatment of women and children as well as persons with disabilities requesting information on measures to protect them. It recognized efforts to strengthen the judicial system but expressed concern about prison conditions. Germany made recommendations.

73.
The Netherlands commended efforts to improve the national human rights situation and the ratification of the CRPD and the signing of OP-CAT. It expressed concern at slow progress made in eradicating child labour. It made a recommendation.

88.
Sierra Leone congratulated Cape Verde on its achievements in promoting and protecting human rights since 2008, including legislative and policy measures in the areas of women’s and children’s rights, gender equality and combating gender-based violence, the rights of persons with disabilities and prison reform. It made recommendations.

91.
Slovenia noted with appreciation the ratification of several important international human rights instruments, including the CRPD, OP-CEDAW, the Genocide Convention and the Rome Statute of the International Criminal Court. However, it was concerned that its reporting status was not very good. Slovenia made recommendations.

95.
Timor-Leste welcomed the ratification of the OP-CEDAW, CRPD and the Rome Statute of the International Criminal Court, justice reforms and the adoption of legislation to ensure the independence of the judiciary. It encouraged Cape Verde to adopt measures to ensure every child’s right to education. It urged the international community to support the Cape Verde’s endeavours.

96.
Togo applauded the ratification of the OP-CEDAW and the CRPD, steps taken to implement gender equality policies, particularly in health, education and politics, and legislative and regulatory measures adopted to protect children’s rights. It encouraged continued efforts to protect and promote human rights, especially those of vulnerable groups. Togo made recommendations.

103.
Algeria welcomed the ratification of the CRPD and encouraged Cape Verde to focus its efforts on combating discrimination, human trafficking and violence against children. It praised its ranking as one of the world’s ten best ethical tourist destinations, given its respect for human rights, environmental protection and social welfare. Algeria made recommendations.

104.
Angola welcomed progress made notably in the ratification of human rights instruments and policy reforms to promote and protect the rights of women, persons with disabilities, vulnerable groups and the elderly and to combat torture and gender violence. Angola encouraged Cape Verde to continue in its endeavours to further develop capacity in the promotion and protection of human rights and to call on OHCHR and the international community to support these.

The recommendations formulated during the interactive dialogue/listed below enjoy the support of Cape Verde:

Romania appreciated Djibouti’s progress in various human rights areas, especially ratification of several conventions including the ICERD and the CRPD, establishment of the National Committee on the Rights of the Child and measures to combat violence against women.

Senegal noted an improvement in the general human rights framework through measures adopted to strengthen rights and guarantee the public freedoms enshrined in its Constitution. This positive approach also applies to measures adopted in favour of women, children and disabled persons. It made recommendations. 

45.
Sierra Leone noted Djibouti’s ratification of ICERD and CRPD with its OP, its establishment of juvenile courts, National Strategic action plan for Children and Education and National Gender Policy, its awareness campaigns on violence to women and recruitment of Ministry of Health staff, amongst others. It made recommendations.

47.
Slovakia noted Djibouti’s ratification of ICERD, OPAC and OPSC to CRC or CRPD with its OP. It welcomed the fact that ratified international treaties take precedence over Djiboutian domestic laws and commended its establishment of a Legal and Judicial Reform Commission. It made recommendations.

Somalia commended Djibouti for ratifying CRPD¬ with its OP, OP-CRC-AC and OP-CRC-SC and ICERD. The Commissioner underlined efforts taken by Germany to strengthen the human rights environment and to implement recommendations from the first UPR cycle. He pointed t to a number of international conventions that have been signed or ratified, which included: the United Nations Convention on the Rights of Persons with Disabilities and the Optional Protocol thereto, which entered into force on 26 March 2009. In 2011 a National Action Plan to implement the Convention was adopted and an Advisory Council established; The Optional Protocol to the Convention on the Rights of the Child on the sale of children, child prostitution and child pornography entered into force. The first report due under the Optional protocol has been submitted by the German government two days ago; The withdrawal of the reservations to the Convention on the Rights of the Child; The International Convention for the Protection of all Persons against Enforced Disappearance; The Council of Europe Convention on Cybercrime and the related Additional Protocol, both intended to help fight acts of a racist and xenophobic nature; The Council of Europe Convention on Action against Trafficking in Human Beings and The Council of Europe Convention on preventing and combating violence against women and domestic violence.

21.
Namibia noted that Germany ratified CRPD, OP-CRPD and OP-CRC-SC. It expressed concern at discrimination against ethnic minorities and migrants, and at their unequal access to employment, housing and education. Namibia made recommendations.

22.
Nepal welcomed new the human rights legislation and institutions and action on women’s and children’s rights. The plan to implement CRPD and intentions to increase development aid to 0.7 per cent of gross national income were commendable. Nepal made recommendations.

25.
Norway emphasized the plan to implement CRPD, strengthened rights for victims of sexual abuse and ratification of an optional protocol to CRC. The amendment allowing transsexuals to remain married while undergoing a sex change was welcomed. Norway made recommendations.

Peru noted that Germany had ratified CRPD and the protocol thereto. It commended Germany for its national action plan to implement CRPD and for the establishment of the national preventive mechanism on torture. Peru made recommendations.

The Republic of Korea noted the ratification of CRPD and also noted its implementation plan, and the Federal Office for the Prevention of Torture. It stated that further attention should be given to concerns over race-based violent crimes and hate speech. It made one recommendation.

Romania noted ratification of the Convention on human trafficking, and the National Action Plan to implement CRPD. It encouraged Germany to consolidate progress on issues including hate crime and violence against women.

Rwanda noted the introduction of forced marriage as a separate offence, plans to implement CRPD and improved data on criminal offences committed by police. The work of the German Institute for Human Rights was commended. Rwanda made a recommendation.

Senegal noted the national action plan on the rights of persons with disabilities, the national preventive mechanism on torture, and measures to combat racism. The general framework for the rights of migrants was also noteworthy. Senegal made recommendations.

54.
Thailand noted ratifications of CRPD and optional protocols to CRC. It encouraged strengthened measures to prevent child sexual abuse. Action on discrimination against minority groups and the rights of migrant children were welcomed. Thailand made recommendations.

56.
Togo noted the national action plan to implement CRPD, the national preventive mechanism and the withdrawal of reservations to CRC. It welcomed measures to bring an end to racism, xenophobia and the activities of neo-Nazi groups. Togo made recommendations.

57.
Trinidad and Tobago noted strengthened rights for victims of sexual abuse, and ratifications of CRPD and the protocol thereto, and the Council of Europe conventions concerning violence against women and cybercrime, and the additional protocol thereto. It made recommendations.

The United States of America noted the commitment by Germany address a broad spectrum of human rights including the prosecution of officials in security services for abuses, efforts to prevent illegal access to personal computers by the police, and the creation of a central data base for violent neo-Nazis. Argentina congratulated Germany for the ratification of CRPD, and the creation of the National Institute for the Prevention of Torture. It made recommendations.

Austria welcomed the adoption of the General Equal Treatment Act (AGG), in view of reports of violent attacks on minority groups, as well as the ratification of the CRPD and its Optional Protocol. It made recommendations.

74.
The Kingdom of Bahrain commended the adoption of a National Action Plan to implement the CRPD. It made recommendations.

75.
Bangladesh commended Germany for ratifying CRPD. It requested to know how Germany planned to address the recommendations made United Nations treaty bodies, particularly those relating to the cultural rights of minorities and the prevention of discrimination against migrants in relation to housing. It made recommendations.

92.
The Commissioner stated that the Convention on the Rights of Persons with Disabilities has entered into force in March 2009 and was currently being implemented. In 2011, the National Action Plan marked the beginning of a long-term process, encompassing more than 200 programs and projects aiming at the social inclusion of all persons with disabilities. One major challenge was inclusive school education. Many efforts were made to enhance the percentage of children with disabilities benefitting from inclusive education. This necessitated interaction with all: children, parents of children with and without disabilities and teachers. The principle of inclusion has become a primary guideline for the implementation of the Convention.

100.
Egypt welcomed the accession to CRPD, withdrawal of reservations to CRC, and commended the prosecution of hate crimes. It raised concerns at incidents of police malpractices based on racial profiling, and at adoption of discriminatory laws in some Landers. Egypt made recommendations.

107.
Holy See praised Germany for its accomplishments in areas such as the rights of persons with disabilities, the fight against racism and xenophobia, and the ratification of international conventions. It made recommendations.

116.
Jordan commended Germany for the ratification of the CRPD and the Optional Protocol to the CRC-SC.  Jordan made recommendations.

118.
Kuwait highlighted the adoption of the Action Plan to implement the CRPD and the convening of the German Islamic Conference.  It asked about the latest developments in examining racially motivated crimes, including by the Investigating Commission.  It made a recommendation.

Greece acknowledged promotion of women’s rights, including establishing a working group to implement CEDAW’s recommendations, particularly regarding female political representation. It welcomed ratification of CRPD and protection of vulnerable groups.

Iraq welcomed implementation of measures resulting from the previous cycle of the UPR, including judicial reform, protection of the right to education of persons with disabilities and efforts to combat terrorism.

Italy welcomed Russian Federation’s support for the GA resolutions on a moratorium of the death penalty. Italy expressed concern about the application of the “combating extremism” law and the 2012 legislation on foreign-funded organizations.

 Cambodia welcomed Turkmenistan’s accession the UN Convention on the Rights of Persons with Disabilities and its Optional Protocol.

 Myanmar noted with satisfaction Turkmenistan’s accession to a number of international human rights instruments, including the Convention on the Rights of Persons with Disabilities and its Optional Protocol.  It made recommendations.

85.
 Namibia commended Turkmenistan for ratifying major conventions, including the Convention on the Rights of Persons with Disabilities

91.
 Pakistan highlighted Turkmenistan efforts to amend and adopt new legislation to meet its obligations under CAT, CEDAW, CRC and the Convention on the Rights of Persons with Disabilities.  It expressed appreciation for the Social Protection Code.  It made recommendations.

94.
 Qatar noted Turkmenistan’s institutional and legislative reforms to promote and protect human rights.  It also noted progress in implementing the recommendations of the Human Rights Council and cooperation with the treaty bodies. It welcomed the initiative to promote the rights of children and of persons with disabilities. Qatar made a recommendation.

She (the Head of the Delegation ) also highlighted some progresses made related to Tuvalu’s human rights commitments, such as the reporting to the Committee on the Rights of the Child and the Committee on the Elimination of Discrimination against Women; the support of the visit of the Special Rapporteur on the human right to safe drinking water and sanitation; the support of the ratification of the Convention on the Rights of Persons with Disabilities; the accession to the Rome Statute of the International Criminal Court; the inclusion of gender in government planning; and the visibility given to climate change issues.

Algeria, while acknowledging Tuvalu’s challenges, noted the positive developments since its previous review, particularly the inclusion of international human rights standards into national legislation; measures in favour of persons with disabilities; and the adoption of the National Women’s Policy, the draft National Youth Policy and the Family Protection and Domestic Violence Bill. It echoed the request for technical and financial assistance to implement Tuvalu’s national priorities. Algeria made recommendations.

59.
Cuba praised the steps taken by Tuvalu to promote and protect the rights of persons with disabilities and persons living with HIV/AIDS; the improvement of people’s access to health services; and the raise awareness of human rights in the context of domestic violence. It welcomed several initiatives to combat HIV/AIDS and the discrimination of people living with HIV/AIDS. It asked Tuvalu about possible forms of international cooperation which could be entered into to ensure that its people fully enjoyed their human rights, particularly the rights to education and health.

70.
Hungary took note of the cooperation with OHCHR and the expertise extended by CEDAW and the Special Rapporteur on the human right to safe drinking water and sanitation. It recognized efforts to eliminate gender inequalities but encouraged to include gender as a prohibited ground for discrimination in the Constitution. Hungary believed that free and universal primary education should be accessible to both urban and rural areas and gender equality should be incorporated into the higher education levels. It was concerned that corporal punishment of children was still lawful in schools. It noted the Inclusive Education Policy and encouraged increased participation of persons with disabilities in formal decision levels. Hungary made recommendations.

71.
Indonesia welcomed the Second National Strategic Development Plan and its mid-term review, whose key national priorities demonstrated Tuvalu’s commitment to human rights. It agreed with the importance of technical and financial assistance from regional and international development partners in implementing those priorities. It commended measures adopted to raise public awareness of the rights of vulnerable groups, including women and people with disabilities. It welcomed the adoption of the Police Powers and Duties Act, which would help to eradicate domestic violence. Indonesia made recommendations. 

74.
Malaysia noted the progress made since Tuvalu’s first UPR, particularly on the inclusion of human rights standards into national legislation. It acknowledged that remaining challenges were hindering the full enjoyment of human rights and hoped that the international community would heed Tuvalu’s call for technical and financial assistance in fulfilling its human rights obligations. It welcomed on-going efforts in gender mainstreaming and observed that progress had been made in youth development, inclusive education and persons with disabilities. Malaysia made recommendations.

Brazil noted with satisfaction that Uzbekistan had implemented measures to improve the situation of women, persons with disabilities and children. It congratulated Uzbekistan for ratifying ILO Conventions 138 and 182, releasing political prisoners and implementing habeas corpus. It made recommendations.

72.
Iraq appreciated Uzbekistan’s promotion and protection of human rights by guaranteeing the rule of law, ensuring the rights of women, children, persons with disabilities and minorities, and pursuing efforts in health, education and employment. It made recommendations.

82.
Mexico commended ratification of OP-CRC-AC and OP-CRC-SC, signature of UNCRPD, and progress towards education of young people, thereby avoiding involvement in traditional agriculture Mexico made recommendations.

91.
On questions related to NGOs and religious organizations, in particular, the decriminalization of missionary activities, the delegation reminded that there are many registered confessions in Uzbekistan and 90% of the population which is Muslim. Inter-confessional harmony is a very important element and such a move might be fraught with negative consequences.  NGOs –  like religious organizations – have to be registered in due form, but registration procedures are not complicated. There are efforts underway to reduce bureaucracy, and advantages, for example for women’s, children’s and disability organizations, which pay lower fees.

93.
Children with disabilities have the same rights and access to social services and education, and there are special budgetary allocations in support of these policies, which aim at personal development of such children, including through specialized education and institutions.  One of the priorities in Uzbekistan is strengthening of the family, in particular by providing support to the very high number of young families, including by providing them access to housing and employment opportunities. Domestic violence is criminalized and subject to administrative laws.

120.
Thailand commended legislative, democratic, judicial and legal reforms; improved medical care for children; promotion of school attendance and a special school for children with disabilities. It made recommendations.

121.
Tunisia welcomed constitutional, legal and judicial reform and laws adopted to improve human rights. It applauded the recent signature of UNCRPD, and encouraged its ratification and implementation. Tunisia made recommendations.
