Please provide updated data on girls and women with disabilities who have been beneficiaries of integrated education and indicate steps taken by the State party towards ensuring that principles of inclusive education, in line with the human rights perspective, are applied in its education programmes. 

17.
Please provide information on measures adopted in the context of the Public Health Act to ensure girls and women’s access to sexual and reproductive health-care information and services, including through accessible information to women with disabilities. The report indicates that the penalties in the case of abortion were reduced (para. 65). Please provide more information on this revision of penalties and indicate whether the State party has taken any steps towards decriminalizing abortion, at least in cases of rape and to preserve the health of the mother. Please provide information on the number of death and health-related complications due to illegal and unsafe abortion. 

19.
In light of the Rights of Disabled Persons Act “Llei de Garantia dels drets deles persones amb discapacitat” adopted by the parliament on 17 October 2002 (paragraphs 63, 76 and 78), please provide updated information on the number of women with disabilities who have benefited from the income support allowance as well as on their access to health care, education, housing and employment, and on the main barriers which prevent women with disabilities from enjoying these rights.

The report indicates (para.133) that literacy rates have increased and attained 66.1% in 2007 – 2008. Please provide updated information on the current literacy rates among women in the various age quintiles, in the State party, including among rural women, women with disabilities, and women belonging to ethnic minorities. Please provide data on the number of girls dropping out of school during or after pregnancy.. Please also provide information on measures taken to address gender-based segregation in education and the barriers to girls’ access to education, in particular, in rural and remote areas due to long distance to travel and absence of bilingual education programmes for ethnic minorities and alleged requests for extra payments to supplement the low wages of teachers. 

19.
In its previous concluding observations (CEDAW/C/KHM/CO/3, para.36), the Committee requested the State party to provide data and information on the situation of disabled women and on women from ethnic minority groups. The report provides insufficient information and is silent on the situation of women in detention and LBT women. Please provide information on measures taken to address the barriers these disadvantaged groups of women face with regard to their access to education, employment and health care, as well as on measures taken to improve and monitor the prison conditions for women and children, including those held in drug rehabilitation and youth rehabilitation centres, the implementation of the new Law on Prisons of 2011 and the UN Bangkok rules. Please provide information and data on the proportion of women working in prison management and on measures taken by the State party to increase such proportion.

Please also provide information about the measures in place to ensure the implementation of the Constitutional Court Decision C-355 (2006) which guarantees access to voluntary termination of pregnancies to women (paras. 477-479). In view of the numerous obstacles preventing the implementation of that decision, please indicate if there are plans to present a Bill that would enable legal abortions and impose adequate sanctions in case of violations of women’s rights to legal abortion (see para. 477-481). In light of information received about the practice of forced sterilizations on women with disabilities, as well as about forced abortions and forced use of contraception by women and girls recruited by illegal armed groups, please provide information about the measures in place or envisaged to address these issues, in particular plans to revise Law 1412 which currently allows legal representatives to impose sterilization without free and informed consent of women or girls with disabilities. Specifically, please provide data on all forms of violence against women, trafficking in girls and women, exploitation of prostitution and the situation of women from disadvantaged groups, such as women with disabilities, rural, older and Roma women. Please also explain how such data are used to inform targeted policy and programme development, and in monitoring and evaluation of progress achieved towards the realization of substantive equality of women with men.

Please provide information on measures taken to encourage women’s participation in the formal labour market, especially measures to reach out to less employable categories of women, such as rural and migrant women, Roma women and women with disabilities. Please also provide information on the review and adjustment of Government Decision No. 264, which contains the list of works prohibited for women to the contemporary labour market requirements (para. 177). What measures are being taken to address the concentration of women in low-paid sectors of the labour market? Please indicate measures the State party is undertaking to provide a safe working environment free from discrimination, including through addressing sexual harassment at work. Please explain the extent to which the reversal of burden of proof is applied to protect women’s right to non-discrimination at work and their access to employment.

Please provide updated information on the measures taken and envisaged by the State party to ensure that rural women, Roma women and women with disabilities have effective access to affordable quality health care and other social services, education, employment and participation in public and political life, including at decision-making levels. Information received indicates that there are several regions in the State party which have separate schools and classes for Roma and non-Roma children. Please provide information on measures undertaken to eliminate Roma segregation and to ensure the enrolment, retention of Roma girls and women in schools and their completion of higher education. Please provide information on a strategy, if any, aiming at the elimination of discrimination of women and girls with disabilities especially those with mental and intellectual disabilities.

Please provide information on the situation of women in detention and indicate whether female detainees are held separately from male detainees, whether their gender-specific medical needs are met and whether female guards are in charge of their supervision.

The report acknowledges the persistence of gender stereotypes in the country, however it provides little information on concrete actions taken by the State party to combat gender stereotypes, as recommended in the Committee’s previous Concluding Observations (CEDAW/C/TJK/CO/3, para.20) including through ensuring that its policies and programs do not perpetuate gender stereotypes. Please provide information on efforts undertaken, through awareness raising and educational campaigns addressing religious and community leaders, parents, and teachers to counter stereotypical attitudes towards girls and women including those who experience multiple forms of discrimination on the ground of their ethnicity, age, disability or other characteristics.

The report indicates (para.45) that in 2007, the adoption of the draft Act on the social and legal aspects of protecting women from domestic violence was postponed because of required amendments to the draft Act and the absence of required resources, and that in 2010 a new working group was set up to revise it. Please provide information on the steps taken since 2010 to revise and adopt this Act and please clarify whether resources have been allocated to enable the revision and or the implementation of the Act upon its adoption. 

10.
In reference to Order No.271 of 17 March 2010 of the Ministry of Internal Affairs (para.38), please provide information on the mandate of inspectors to combat domestic violence. Please also provide information on the prevalence of domestic violence and other types of violence against women, mechanisms to collect such data, how violence against women in all its forms is viewed in the community and indicate whether the State Party has any comprehensive plans or strategies to combat violence against women in all its forms. 

14.
As stated in the report, stereotypes regarding the role of men and women still persist in the State party, in particular in rural areas. The report is silent about the enrolment and drop out rates for girls, and the main reasons why women and girls discontinue their education. The report makes no reference to access of girls with disabilities to education, the challenges they are facing and the measures taken by the State party to address these challenges. Please provide information on measures to address the gender-based stereotypes which impede women’s and girls’ access to education, updated information on enrolment and drop out rates for girls, gender segregation in education and information on access to education for girls and women with disabilities.
